Daniel 1:1

ULT

11n the third year of the reign of Jehoiakim king of Judah, Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylonia came to
Jerusalem and surrounded the city to cut off all supplies to it.

1 After King Jehoiakim had been ruling in Judah for almost three years, King Nebuchadnezzar of Babylon
came to Jerusalem with his army and surrounded the city.

When did Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon come to Jerusalem to surround the city and

cut off all suppliles to it?
Nebuchadnezzar came to Jerusalem in the third year of the reign of Jehoiakim king of Judah.

them based of what he saw.
