first?”

Who would lead the people of Israel when they went up against the Canaanites to fight

against them?
Judah would lead the people of Israel against the Canaanites to fight against them.

Judges 1:2

ULT

2 yahweh answered, “Judah will go up, Behold, I have given the land into his hand.”

UST
2 Yahweh replied, “The men of the tribe of Judah must attack first. I will enable the tribe of Judah to defeat the
Canaanites.”

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Translation Questions Judges 1:3

Judges 1:3

ULT

3 Then Judah said to Simeon, his brother, “Go up with me into my alloted territory, and let us fight together
against the Canaanite. I will fight likewise myself, with you in your alloted territory.” So Simeon went with him.

UST

3 The men of Judah went to their fellow Israelites, the men from the tribe of Simeon, and said to them, “Come
and help us to fight the Canaanites in order that we can take from them the land that Yahweh allotted to us.
If you do that, we will go with you and help you conquer the people in the land that Yahweh promised to give
to you.” So the men from the tribe of Simeon went with the men of the tribe of Judah.

Judges 1:4

ULT
4 Judah went up, and Yahweh gave the Canaanite and the Perizzite into their hand. They smote ten thousand
men at Bezek.

UST

4 When the men of those two tribes attacked, Yahweh enabled them to defeat ten thousand men of the
Canaanites and the Perizzites at the city of Bezek.

Against whom did the men of Judah fight? (vv4-5)
The men of Judah fought against Adoni Bezek.

Judges 1:5

ULT

3 They found Adoni-Bezek in Bezek, and they fought against him. They smote the Canaanite and the Perizzite.

UST

3 During the battle they found Adoni-Bezek, the leader of the city.

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Translation Questions Judges 1:6

Judges 1:6

ULT
6 Then Adoni-Bezek fled, but they pursued after him. They seized him, and they chopped off the thumbs of
his hands and the big toes of his feet.

UST
6 Adoni-Bezek tried to run away. The Israelites pursued him and caught him. Then they cut off his thumbs
and his big toes.

Judges 1:7

ULT

7 Adoni-Bezek said, “Seventy kings with the thumbs of their hands and the big toes of their feet chopped off
were gathering scraps of food beneath my table. Just as I have done, so God has repaid to me.” Then they
brought him to Jerusalem, and he died there.

UST

7 Adoni-Bezek said, “My army captured seventy kings. We cut off their thumbs and big toes. After that, we
forced those kings to eat scraps that fell from our table. Now God has paid me back for what I did.” Then the
men of Judah took Adoni-Bezek to Jerusalem, and he died there.

Who gathered their food from under Adoni Bezek's table?
Seventy kings, who had their thumbs and their big toes cut off, gathered their food from under Adoni Bezek’s table.

Judges 1:8

ULT
8 The sons of Judah fought against Jerusalem and they took it. They smote it with the mouth of the sword and
they sent the city into fire.

UST

8 The army of Judah fought against the men of Jerusalem, and they captured the city. With their swords they
killed the people who lived there and they burned the houses in the city.

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Translation Questions Judges 1:9

Judges 1:9

ULT
9 Afterwards, the sons of Judah went down to fight them, against the Canaanites living in the hill country
region, the southern wilderness, and the western lowland.

UST
9 Later, the men of Judah went down to fight the Canaanites who lived in the hill country, in the southern
Judean wilderness, and in the foothills to the west.

Judges 1:10

ULT
10 Then Judah went down to the Canaanite that lived in Hebron (the name of Hebron before was Kiriath Arba),
and they smote Sheshai, Ahiman, and Talmai.

UST

10 The men of Judah also went to fight against the Canaanites who lived in the city of Hebron (which used to
be named Kiriath Arba). They defeated the armies of kings Sheshai, Ahiman, and Talmai.

What was the previous name of Hebron?
The name of Hebron was previously Kiriath Arba.

ULT

1 He went from there to those living in Debir; the name of Debir before was Kiriath Sepher.

UST
M Then they left that area and went to fight against the people living in the city of Debir, which was previously
named Kiriath Sepher.

Judges 1:12

ULT

12 Then Caleb said, “Whoever will smite Kiriath Sepher and capture it, I will give him Aksah, my daughter, for a
wife.”

will allow him to marry my daughter Aksah.”

What did Caleb give to Othniel? (vv12-13)
Caleb gave Achsah, his daughter, to be Othniel's wife.

Judges 1:13

ULT
13 Othniel, the son of Kenaz, the brother of Caleb younger than him, captured it, so he gave him Aksah his
daughter for a wife.

UST
13 Othniel, who was the son of Caleb’s younger brother Kenaz, captured the city. So Caleb gave his daughter
Aksah to him, to become his wife.

Judges 1:14

ULT
14 Now it happened that at her coming she incited him to ask for a field from her father. She descended from
atop the donkey, and Caleb said to her, “What can I do for you?”

UST
14 After Aksah married Othniel, she asked him to request her father to give him a field. Then she rode back to
her father Caleb’s house on her donkey. When she got off the donkey, Caleb asked her, “What do you want?”

Judges 1:15

ULT

15 Then she said to him, “Give me a blessing. Although you have given me the land of the Negev, you shall
also me springs of waters.” So Caleb gave her the upper springs and the lower springs.

UST

15 She replied, “I want you to do a favor for me. You have given me the land of the southern Judean
wilderness, but it is very dry there. So please also give me some land that has springs of water.” So Caleb gave
her some land on higher ground that had a spring, and some land on lower ground that had a spring in it.

Since Achsah was in Negev, what did she want her father to give her?
Since Achsah was in Negev, she wanted him to give her springs of water.

Judges 1:16

ULT

16 The sons of the Kenite, the father-in-law of Moses, went up from the city of palm trees with the sons of
Judah, to the wilderness of Judah, which is in the south country of Arad. So he went and he dwelt with the

people.

UST

16 The Kenites who were descendants of Moses' father-in-law left Jericho, which was called “The City of Palm
Trees.” They went with some of the men of Judah to live with them in the southern Judean wilderness, near
the city of Arad.

Where is the wilderness of Judah?
The wilderness of Judah is in the Negev.

Judges 1:17

ULT

17 Then Judah went with Simeon his brother and they smote the Canaanite dwelling in Zephath. So they
devoted it to destruction and they called the name of the city Hormah.

UST

17 The men of Judah and their fellow Israelites from the tribe of Simeon defeated the Canaanites who lived in
the city of Zephath. They completely destroyed the city and gave it a new name, Hormah, which means
“complete destruction.”

ULT

living in the plains to leave, because they had better weapons—they had iron chariots.

Why could the people of Judah not drive out the inhabitants of the plains?
They could not drive out the inhabitants of the plains because the inhabitants had iron chariots.

ULT

20 They gave Hebron to Caleb just as Moses had directed, and he dispossessed from there the three sons of
the Anak.

UST
20 The city of Hebron was given to Caleb because Moses had promised him that he could have that city. And
Caleb forced the three clans descended from Anak to leave that area.

Judges 1:21

ULT

21 Byt the Jebusite dwelling in Jerusalem, the sons of Benjamin did not dispossess. So the Jebusite have dwelt
with the sons of Benjamin in Jerusalem until this day.

21 Byt the tribe of Benjamin could not force the Jebusites to leave Jerusalem. So, since that time the Jebusites
have lived in Jerusalem with the tribe of Benjamin.

Why did the Jebusites live with the people of Benjamin in Jerusalem?
Because the people of Benjamin did not drive out the Jebusites who inhabited Jerusalem, the Jebusites lived with
the people of Benjamin in Jerusalem.

Judges 1:22

ULT

22 | jkewise, the house of Joseph went up against Bethel, even they, and Yahweh was with them.

UST

22 The men of the tribes of Ephraim and Manasseh went to fight against the men of the city of Bethel, and
Yahweh helped them.

Judges 1:23

ULT

23 The house of Joseph sent out spies to assess Bethel; the name of the city before was Luz.

UST

23 They sent some spies to find out everything that they could find out about Bethel, which was previously
called Luz.

Judges 1:24

ULT
24 The observers saw a man going out from the city, and they said to him, “Show us, please, the entrance of
the city, and we will extend kindness to you.”

UST
24 The spies saw a man who was coming out of the city. They said to him, “If you show us a way to get into
the city, we will be kind to you and we will not kill you.”

Judges 1:25

ULT
25 50 he showed them the entrance of the city, and then they smote the city with the mouth of the sword, but
they let the man and all his family go free.

UST

25 50 the man showed them a way to enter the city. The men of the tribes of Ephraim and Manasseh entered
the city and killed all the people with their swords, but they did not kill the man who showed them how to get
into the city, and they did not kill his family.

What happened to the man who showed the spies from the house of Joseph how to get

into Bethel? (vv25-26)
The spies let the man and his family get away and the man went to the land of the Hittites and built a city and

called it Luz.

Judges 1:26

ULT
26 Then the man went to the land of the Hittites and he built a city. He called its name Luz, which is its name
until this day.

UST
26 That man went to the area where the descendants of Heth lived, and he built a city. He named the city Luz,
and that is still the name of that city.

Judges 1:27

ULT

27 But Manasseh did not take possession of Beth Shan and its daughters, or Taanach and its daughters, or
the one dwelling in Dor and its daughters, or those dwelling in Ibleam and its daughters, or those dwelling in
Megiddo and its daughters, because the Canaanite had resolved to dwell in that land.

UST

27 There were Canaanites who lived in Beth Shan, Taanach, Dor, Ibleam, and Megiddo cities and in the
surrounding villages. The men of the tribe of Manasseh did not force them to leave those towns, because the
Canaanites were determined to stay there.

ULT

28 Now it happened that when Israel became strong, he imposed tribute upon the Canaanite, but he did not
take possession of him.

When Israel became strong, what did they do to the Canaanites?
When Israel became strong, they forced the Canaanites to serve them with hard labor, but they never drove them
out completely.

Judges 1:29

ULT

23 Neither did Ephraim dispossess the Canaanite who dwelled in Gezer, so the Canaanite dwelled in Gezer in
the midst of him.

UST

23 The men of the tribe of Ephraim did not force the Canaanites to leave the city of Gezer. So the Canaanites
continued to live with the tribe of Ephraim.

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Translation Questions Judges 1:30

Judges 1:30

ULT
30 zebulun did not dispossess those dwelling in Kitron, or those dwelling in Nahalol, so the Canaanite dwelled
in his midst. But they were subject to tribute.

UST

30 The men of the tribe of Zebulun did not force the Canaanites who were living in the cities of Kitron and
Nahalol to leave. They stayed there and lived with the tribe of Zebulun, but the people of Zebulun forced
them to work for them as their slaves.

Judges 1:31

ULT

31 Asher did not dispossess those dwelling in Akko, or those dwelling in Sidon, or Ahlab, or Akzib, or Helbah,
or Aphek, or Rehob.

UST
31 The men of the tribe of Asher did not force the Canaanites who lived in Akko, Sidon, Ahlab, Aczib, Helbah,
Aphek and Rehob cities to leave.

Judges 1:32

ULT
32 50 the Asherite dwelled in the midst of the Canaanite who dwelled in the land, because he did not
dispossess him.

UST

32 50 the tribe of Asher lived with the Canaanites (those who were still there), and did not make them leave.

Why did the tribe of Asher live among the Canaanites?
The tribe of Asher lived among the Canaanites, because Asher did not drive them out.

Judges 1:33

ULT

33 Naphtali did not dispossess those dwelling in Beth Shemesh, or those dwelling in Beth Anath. So he
dwelled in the midst of the Canaanite who dwelled in the land. However, those dwelling in Beth Shemesh and
Beth Anath were subject to tribute to them.

UST

33 The men of the tribe of Naphtali did not compel the people who lived in the cities of Beth Shemesh and
Beth Anath to leave, so they continued to live with the Canaanites in those cities, but the Canaanites were
forced to work as the slaves of the tribe of Naphtali.

ULT
34 The Amorite pressed the sons of Dan to the hill country, for he did not permit him to go down into the
valley.

UST
34 The Amorites forced the tribe of Dan to live in the hills. They did not allow them to come down and live on
the plain.

Who conquered the Amorites at Mount Heres, in Aijalon, and in Shaalbim? (vv34-35)
The house of Joseph conquered them.

Judges 1:35

ULT
35 The Amorite resolved to dwell at Mount Heres, in Aijalon, and in Shaalbim, but the hand of the house of
Joseph became heavy and they were subject to tribute.

UST

35 The Amorites were determined to stay at Mount Heres and in the cities of Aijalon and Shaalbim. But when
the Israelites became stronger, they forced the Amorites to work as their slaves.

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Translation Questions Judges 1:36

Judges 1:36

ULT

36 The border of the Amorite was from the ascent of Akrabbim, from the cliff and upward.

UST
36 The land where the Amorites lived extended from Scorpion Pass toward the west beyond Sela, up into the
hill country.

Judges 2

Judges 2:1

ULT

1 The messenger of Yahweh went up from the region of Gilgal to the region of Bokim, and said, “I am leading
you up from Egypt, and I have brought you to the land that I have sworn to your fathers. I have said, ‘T will
not break my covenant with you for eternity.

UST

1 The angel of Yahweh went up from Gilgal to a place that the people of Israel would soon call Bokim. He said
to the Israelite people, “I brought your ancestors up here from Egypt. I led them into this land that I solemnly
promised to give to your ancestors. I said to them, ‘I will never break the covenant I made with you.

Where did the angel of Yahweh bring the people of Israel?
The angel of Yahweh brought them to the land he swore to give to their fathers.

Judges 2:2

ULT
2 You must not cut a covenant with those dwelling in this land. Their altars you must surely tear down.’ But
you have not heeded my voice. What is this you have done?

UST

2 But as for you, you must never agree to have peace with the people who live in this land. You must tear
down the altars where they make sacrifices to idols.’ But you have not obeyed me.

Judges 2:3

ULT

3 Furthermore, I have said, ‘I will not drive them out from before you, but they will be against you as

rn

adversaries, and their gods will be against you as a snare'.

UST

3 50 now, I am telling you that I will not drive out your enemies as you advance. They will be like thorns in
your sides. And they will try to trap you by persuading you to worship their idols.”

When the angel said he would not drive the Canaanites out before the people of Israel,

what did they do? (vv3-4)
When the angel said he would not drive the Canaanites out before the people of Israel, they shouted and wept.

Judges 2:4

ULT

4 Now it happened that when the messenger of Yahweh spoke these words to all the sons of Israel, the
people lifted up their voice and wept.

UST

4 After he said that to all the Israelites, the people lamented loudly.

ULT

3 So they called the name of that place Bokim, and they offered a sacrifice there to Yahweh.

UST

3 They named that place Bokim, which means “weeping.” There they offered sacrifices to Yahweh.

6 Then Joshua dismissed the people, and the sons of Israel went each to his inheritance to posses the land.

7 The people served Yahweh all the days of Joshua and all of the days of the elders who had prolonged their
days after Joshua, who had seen all of the great deeds of Yahweh that he had done for Israel.

7 They obeyed Yahweh as long as Joshua was alive, and as long as the elders, those who had seen all the
great things that Yahweh had done for Israel, were alive.

How long did the people serve Yahweh?
The people served Yahweh during the lifetime of Joshua and of the elders who outlived him.

Judges 2:8

ULT

8Joshua, the son of Nun, the servant of Yahweh, died a son of one hundred ten years.

UST

8 Then Yahweh's servant Joshua died. He was 110 years old when he died.

9 Then they buried him within the border of his inheritance in Timnath Heres, in the hill country of Ephraim,
to the north of Mount Gaash.

UST

Judges 2:10

ULT
10 When all of that generation had also been gathered to his fathers, another generation rose up after them
who did not know Yahweh or even the deed that he had done for Israel.

UST
10 After all the people who lived at the same time as Joshua died, more people grew up who did not know
Yahweh and had not seen him do the great things he had done for the Israelite people.

Judges 2:11

ULT

" The sons of Israel did the wickedness in the sight of Yahweh and they served the Baals.

UST

11-13 They did things that Yahweh said were very evil. They worshiped idols that represented the god Baal and
the female fertility goddess, the Ashtoreth. They worshiped the various gods that the people groups around
them worshiped. They stopped worshiping Yahweh, the God their ancestors worshiped, the one who had
brought their ancestors out of Egypt. This caused Yahweh to be very angry.

Judges 2:12

ULT

12 Thus they forsook Yahweh, the God of their fathers, the One Who brought them out of the land of Egypt.

ULT
13 They forsook Yahweh and they served the Baal and the Ashtoreths.

11-13 They did things that Yahweh said were very evil. They worshiped idols that represented the god Baal and
the female fertility goddess, the Ashtoreth. They worshiped the various gods that the people groups around
them worshiped. They stopped worshiping Yahweh, the God their ancestors worshiped, the one who had
brought their ancestors out of Egypt. This caused Yahweh to be very angry.

Judges 2:14

ULT

14 Then the anger of Yahweh burned against Israel, so he gave them into the hand of plunderers, and they
plundered them. He surrendered them into the hand of their enemies from all around, so that they were not
able any longer to stand before their enemies.

14 Because Yahweh was angry, he allowed people from other groups to attack them and steal their crops and
animals. They were no longer able to resist their enemies, and Yahweh allowed all their enemies around them

to defeat them.

15 In every way, whenever they went out the hand of Yahweh was against them for calamity, just as Yahweh
had spoken and just as Yahweh had sworn to them.

15 Whenever the Israelites went to fight their enemies, Yahweh always worked against them and allowed
their enemies to defeat them, just as he had said he would do. So the Israelites were greatly distressed.

What had Yahweh sworn to Israel?
Yahweh had sworn that wherever Israel went out to fight, Yahweh's hand would be against them to defeat them.

Judges 2:16

ULT

16 Then Yahweh raised up judges, and they saved them from the hand of their plunderers.

UST
16 Then Yahweh brought leaders to them. These leaders rescued the Israelites from the people who were
attacking them.

What did the judges do?

The judges saved the people of Israel from the power of those who were stealing their possessions.
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Translation Questions Judges 2:17

Judges 2:17

ULT

17 Even to their judges they would not listen. For they pursued adulterously after other gods and they bowed
down to them. They turned away quickly from the way that their fathers had walked. They did not do likewise
to heed the commands of Yahweh.

UST

17 But the Israelites still would not obey their leaders. Instead, they betrayed Yahweh for idols, like prostitutes
to other gods and they worshiped those idols. They were not like their ancestors. Their ancestors obeyed
what Yahweh commanded, but these new people quickly stopped behaving as their ancestors had behaved.

Judges 2:18

ULT

18 When Yahweh raised up judges for them, Yahweh would be with the judges and he would save them from
the hand of their enemies all of the days of the judges. For Yahweh would become remorseful on account of
their groaning from the presence of those tormenting them and oppressing them.

UST

18 Whenever Yahweh brought a leader to them, he helped that leader and enabled him to rescue the people
from their enemies. He did that as long as that leader was alive. Yahweh pitied them as they groaned
because they were being oppressed and caused to suffer.

Judges 2:19

ULT

19 Now it would happen that at the death of the judge, they would turn back and behave corruptly more than
their fathers, walking after other gods to serve them and to bow down to them. They did not drop any of
their evil deeds or their shameless behavior.

19 But after that leader died, the people always began behaving in more evil ways than their ancestors had
behaved. They worshiped other gods and bowed down to them and did all the things that they thought those
gods wanted them to do.

What happened when the judge died?
When the judge died, the people of Israel would turn away and do things that were even more corrupt than their
fathers had done.

Judges 2:20

ULT

20 As a result the anger of Yahweh burned against Israel, and he said, “In that this nation transgressed my
covenant that I had commanded their fathers, but they have not heeded my voice,

UST

20 50 Yahweh was very angry with the Israelite people. He said, “These people have disobeyed the covenant
that I made with their ancestors. They have not done what I told them to do.

ULT

2171 also will not continue to drive out anyone out of their presence from the nations that Joshua left when he
died.

UST

21 50 I will no longer expel the people groups that Joshua left in this land when he died.

Why would Yahweh not drive out from Israel any of the nations that Joshua left when he

died? (vv21-22)
Yahweh would not drive out from Israel any of the nations that Joshua left when he died, so that Yahweh could test
Israel, whether or not they would keep the way of Yahweh and walk in it, as their fathers kept it.

Judges 2:22

ULT
22 in order to test Israel by them, whether they are observing the way of Yahweh, walking in them just as their
fathers observed, or not.”

UST
221 will use them to test the Israelite people to see whether they will do what I want them to do, as their
ancestors did.”

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Translation Questions Judges 2:23

Judges 2:23

ULT
23 50 Yahweh allowed those nations to stay, not dispossessing them hastily and he did not give them into the
hand of Joshua.

UST

23 yYahweh allowed these people groups to stay in that land for a long time after the people of Israel had
come. He did not expel them by allowing Joshua and his men to defeat them.

Judges 3

Judges 3:1

ULT

1 Now those nations which Yahweh allowed to remain in order to test Israel by them, all who had not known
any of the wars of Canaan,

UST

1 At that time there were still many people groups in Canaan. Yahweh left them there to test the Israelite
people because many of the Israelites in Canaan had not fought in any of the previous wars.

Why did Yahweh leave nations to test Israel?
Yahweh left nations to test Israel to teach warfare to the new generation of the Israelites who had not known it
before.

Judges 3:2

ULT

2 only for the sake of the generations of the sons of Israel knowing, to teach them warfare, only who formerly
had not experienced them,

UST

1 Now each man of Israel bound himself by an oath at Mizpah, saying, “Everyone of us shall not give his
daughter to Benjamin for a wife.”

1 When the Israelite men had gathered at Mizpah before the battle started, they solemnly declared, “None of
us will ever allow one of our daughters to marry any man from the tribe of Benjamin!”

They said, “Today one tribe has been
hewn down from Israel.

6 The Israelites felt sorry for their fellow Israelites from the tribe of Benjamin. They said, “Today one of our
Israelite tribes has been cut off from Israel.

7 What can we do for them, for the ones remaining, for a wife, since we have put ourselves under an oath to
Yahweh to not give to them from our daughters for a wife?”

Yahweh heard us solemnly declare that we would not allow any of our daughters to marry any man from the

tribe of Benjamin.

Which of the tribes of Israel did not come up to Yahweh at Mizpah?
Jabesh Gilead did not come up to Yahweh at Mizpah.

UST

9 They realized that when the soldiers were counted, there was no one who had come from the city of Jabesh
Gilead.

10 50 all the Israelites decided to send twelve thousand very good soldiers to Jabesh Gilead to kill the people
there, even the women and the children.

But there were only four hundred women There were not enough women for those six
hundred men.

21 Keep watching for the young women to come out of the city to dance. When they come out, run out of the
vineyards.

22 1f their fathers or brothers come to us and complain about what you have done, we will say to them, ‘Act
kindly toward the men of the tribe of Benjamin. When we fought them, we did not leave any women alive to
become their wives, and you did not give those young women to the men from the tribe of Benjamin. They
stole them. So you will not be guilty, even though you said that you would not give any of your daughters to
marry one of them.”

What excuse would the men of Israel tell the men of Shiloh about the girls?
The men of Israel would tell the men of Shiloh to let the girls remain because the men of Israel did not get wives
during the war.

Judges 21:23

ULT

23 The sons of Benjamin did so. They carried off wives sufficient for their number from the ones who were
dancing, who they snatched away. Then they went and they returned to their inheritance. They rebuilt the
cities and they lived in them.

UST

23 50 that is what the men of the tribe of Benjamin did. They went to Shiloh at the time of the festival. And
when the young women were dancing, each man caught one of them and took her away and married her.
Then they took their wives back to the land that God had given to them. They rebuilt their cities that had been
burned down, and they lived there.
