wise teaching can guide you.

ULT
3 to receive instruction of insight, righteousness and justice and equity; 

UST
3 These sayings offer correction so you may live by wisdom, by the measures of what is right, what is just, and

what is fair. 

How do these proverbs teach people to live?
These proverbs teaches people to live by doing what is right, just, and fair.

ULT
4 to give to naive ones prudence, to a young man knowledge and discretion 

UST
4 They give wise teaching to those who have no experience and to instruct those who do not know how to live

a moral life, and to give the young the knowledge they need and to teach them the understanding they do

not have—

Proverbs 1:5

ULT
5 (a wise one will hear and increase learning, and one who discerns will get directions), 

UST

The wise can increase their learning by listening to these proverbs.

A son should listen to instruction from his father and mother.

UST
9 Their teaching is a wreath upon your head, and beautiful necklaces around your neck, they are priceless

gifts from your parents.

ULT
10 My son, if sinners entice you, do not consent. 

UST
10 My son, as sinners try to draw you into their sin with smooth talk and flattery, do not listen to what they

What should a son do if sinners try to entice him with sin?
A son should refuse to follow those who try to entice him with sin. 

Proverbs 1:11

ULT
11 If they say, “Come with us! Let us lie in wait for blood. Let us lie hidden for the innocent without cause. 

UST
11 They may say, “Come with us! Join us! We will hide in wait and we will take the life of one who passes by. We

will hide ourselves and we will rise up and attack a person who has done us no wrong—that will be our sport.

ULT
12 Let us swallow them, the living ones, like Sheol, and the whole ones like those going down to a pit. 

UST

Wisdom cries aloud in the streets, open places, and city gates.

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Proverbs 1:21

ULT
21 At the head of the tumultuous streets she calls out; at the opening of the gates in the city she says her

words, 

UST
21 At the intersection of busy streets she cries out and at the entrance of city gates.

ULT
22 “Until when will the naive ones love naivety and mockers delight in mockery for themselves and fools hate

knowledge? 

UST
22 She cries, “How long will you who have not been taught, will you love being enticed to do what will harm

you? How long will you who think you know more than the wise, have so much joy in the little you know? How

long will you fools refuse to learn?

ULT
23 Turn to my rebuke. Behold, I shall pour out my spirit to you, I shall cause you to know my words. 

UST
23 If you pay attention to me when I correct you, I will tell you all I am thinking. I will help you understand

what I am saying to you.

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Proverbs 1:24

ULT
24 Because I have called and you have refused, I have stretched forth my hand and there was no heeding, 

UST

Those who lacked wisdom refused to listen and did not pay attention when Wisdom called out to them.

25 and you have let go of all my counsel, and you did not consent to my rebuke, 

UST
25 You refused to listen to my advice and you did not listen when I corrected you.

Proverbs 1:26

ULT
26 I too will laugh in your disaster, I will mock when your terror comes, 

UST
26 I will laugh at you, when you are experiencing troubles, when you are terribly afraid, I will have contempt

for you and not compassion. 

What will Wisdom do when calamity comes on those who lacked wisdom?
Wisdom will laugh when calamity comes on those who lacked wisdom. 

Translation Questions Proverbs 1:24
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Proverbs 1:27

ULT
27 when your terror comes like a storm and your disaster comes like a whirlwind, when distress and anguish

come upon you. 

UST
27 When troubles strike you like a powerful storm, and disasters hit you like a violent wind, when you

experience distress and you go through difficulties, I will have contempt for you.

Proverbs 1:28

ULT
28 Then they will call out to me but I will not answer, they will diligently seek me but they will not find me, 

UST
28 When people call to me to help them, but I will not answer them. They will be desperate for my help, and

search everywhere for me, but they will not find me. 

What will Wisdom do when those who lacked wisdom call upon her?
Wisdom will not answer when those who lacked wisdom call upon her. 

Proverbs 1:29

ULT
29 for the reason that they hate knowledge and did not choose the fear of Yahweh, 

UST
29 They reject what I say and they hate what I know, and they made a choice not to show respect to Yahweh.

Proverbs 1:30

ULT
30 they did not consent to my counsel, and they despised my every rebuke. 

UST
30 They would not obey what I told them to do, and they did not pay attention when I tried to correct them. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Translation Questions Proverbs 1:27
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Proverbs 1:31

ULT
31 And they will eat from the fruit of their ways, and from their schemes they will have their fill. 

UST
31 So they will experience the consequences of their actions when they carry out their evil plans. 

With what will those who lacked wisdom be filled?
Those who lacked wisdom will be filled with the fruit of their schemes. 

Proverbs 1:32

ULT
32 For the turning away of the naive will slay them and ease will cause fools to perish. 

UST
32 Those who have not been taught wisdom are foolish. Fools choose to make no decision about anything,

but be sure of this: Their failure to make a decision will destroy their lives.

Proverbs 1:33

ULT
33 But the one who listens to me will dwell securely and will be at ease from the terror of evil.” 

UST
33 But those who pay attention to me will live in peace and safety, and they will rest and not be afraid of any

disaster that may come.” 

How will those live who listen to Wisdom?
Those who listen to wisdom will live in safety.

Proverbs 2:1

ULT
1 My son, if you receive my words and store up my commands with you— 

UST
1 My son, listen to what I say, and consider my commands to be as valuable as a treasure. 

What does Wisdom want her son to treasure?
Wisdom wants her son to treasure her commandments. 

Proverbs 2:2

ULT
2 by causing your ear to be attentive to wisdom, you incline your heart to understanding— 

UST
2 Pay attention to wisdom and try hard to understand what is wise. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 2:3

ULT
3 indeed, if you call out for discernment, you lift up your voice for understanding, 

UST
3 Call out to Yahweh to get insight, plead with him to help you understand more of what he wants you to

know. 

How should the son seek and search for understanding? (vv3-4)
The son should seek understanding as silver, and search for it as a hidden treasure. 

Translation Questions Proverbs 2
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Proverbs 2:4

ULT
4 if you seek it like silver and search for it like hidden treasures, 

UST
4 Search eagerly for wisdom, like you would search for silver— like you would search for a treasure that

someone has hidden.

Proverbs 2:5

ULT
5 then you will understand the fear of Yahweh and you will find the knowledge of God. 

UST
5 If you do that, you will understand how to give Yahweh the respect he deserves, and you will succeed in

knowing God. 

If the son seeks and searches for understanding, what will he find?
The son will find the knowledge of God. 

Proverbs 2:6

ULT
6 For Yahweh gives wisdom, knowledge and understanding are from his mouth. 

UST
6 Yahweh is the one who gives us wisdom. He is the one who tells us things that we need to know and

understand. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Translation Questions Proverbs 2:4
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Proverbs 2:7

ULT
7 And he stores up prudence for the upright ones— a shield for those walking with integrity, 

UST
7 He stores up good advice so he can give it to them who honor him by the way they live their lives. He

protects those who do with their lives what they say with their lips. 

What is Yahweh for those who walk in integrity?
Yahweh is a shield for those who walk in integrity. 

Proverbs 2:8

ULT
8 to guard the paths of justice, he will keep the way of his faithful ones. 

UST
8 He guards justice and works to see it is done, and he keeps safe those who are faithful to him.

Proverbs 2:9

ULT
9 Then you will understand righteousness and justice and equity— every good track. 

UST
9 You will understand what Yahweh sees is right and what Yahweh determines is just to do, and he will show

you the best way to live. 

When wisdom comes into the son’s heart, what will he understand?
The son will understand righteousness, justice, equity, and every good path.

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Proverbs 2:10

ULT
10 For wisdom will enter into your heart, and knowledge will be pleasant to your self. 

UST
10 Wisdom will fill your life; knowing what Yahweh wants you to know will cause you to be joyful.

ULT
11 Discretion will watch over you, understanding will guard you, 

UST
11 You will learn to tell the difference between right and wrong and that will keep you safe. 

From what will discretion and understanding rescue the son? (vv11-13)
Discretion and understanding will rescue the son from the way of evil and from those who walk in the ways of

darkness. 

Proverbs 2:12

ULT
12 to rescue you from the way of evil, from a man who speaks perverse things, 

UST
12 You will not do what Yahweh forbids you to do, and you will stay away from those who imagine horrible

things and talk about them. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 2:13

ULT
13 the ones who forsake the paths of uprightness to walk in the ways of darkness, 

UST
13 They go the wrong way, and they walk where there is no light. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Translation Questions Proverbs 2:10
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Proverbs 2:14

ULT
14 the ones who are joyful to do evil, they rejoice in perverse things of evil, 

UST
14 They are glad when they do what is wrong, they twist good things into bad and enjoy doing what they

know is wrong. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 2:15

ULT
15 whose paths are crooked and who are devious in their tracks; 

UST
15 They bend the truth and live by deception and their lies hide what they have done. 

How do those who walk in the ways of darkness hide their tracks?
Those who walk in the ways of darkness hide their tracks using deception. 

Proverbs 2:16

ULT
16 to rescue you from a strange woman, from a foreign woman who makes her words smooth, 

UST
16 Wisdom will keep you safe from the adulterous woman, and you will not pay attention when a strange

woman invites you to be with her. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Translation Questions Proverbs 2:14
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Proverbs 2:17

ULT
17 the one who forsakes the companion of her youth and has forgotten the covenant of her God. 

UST
17 Those women left the husbands they married when they were young, they forgot the promise they made

to God to love only the one they married. 

What does the immoral woman forsake and forget?
The immoral woman forsakes the companion of her youth, and forgets the covenant of her God. 

Proverbs 2:18

ULT
18 For her house sinks down to death and her tracks to the spirits of the dead. 

UST
18 Those who enter her house are taken to their death, because the way to her house takes them where dead

people are buried. 

To where do the immoral woman’s tracks lead?
The immoral woman’s tracks lead to those in the grave. 

Proverbs 2:19

ULT
19 All who enter her will not return and they will not reach the paths of life. 

UST
19 All who go to her to sleep with her have no way to get out of her house, they will be so lost they will never

find the way back to life. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Translation Questions Proverbs 2:17
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Proverbs 2:20

ULT
20 So you shall walk in the way of the good ones and you shall keep the paths of the righteous ones. 

UST
20 You must live your life in the same way that good men are living. You should do the same things as those

who do what is right. 

In whose ways should the son walk?
The son should walk in the way of good people and those who do right. 

Proverbs 2:21

ULT
21 For the upright ones will dwell in the land, and the blameless ones will remain in it, 

UST
21 Those who do what is right will receive the land as a gift from Yahweh, and only those who do what they

have promised will stay in the land for a long time. 

What will happen to those who do right?
Those who do right will make a home in the land. 

Proverbs 2:22

ULT
22 but wicked ones will be cut off from the land, and those who act treacherously will be torn away from it. 

UST
22 Those who do bad things will have no claim to this land, and people who take advantage of others and do

not keep their word, they will never have even a small part of the land. 

What will happen to those who are wicked?
Those who are wicked will be cut off from the land.

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Proverbs 3

Proverbs 3:1

ULT
1 My son, do not forget my teaching, and let your heart keep my commands. 

UST
1 My son, do not forget the lessons I have taught you. Keep my commands inside of you, as important

guidance for how you will live, 

What will Wisdom’s commands and teachings add to her son? (vv1-2)
Wisdom’s commands and teachings will add years of life and peace to her son. 

Proverbs 3:2

ULT
2 For they will add to you length of days and years of life and peace. 

UST
2 because they will help you live a long life, measured in either days or years, and they will bring you peace in

addition to all the lessons they teach you. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:3

ULT
3 Do not let covenant faithfulness and trustworthiness leave you, tie them on your neck, write them on the

tablet of your heart, 

UST
3 Treat others with tenderness and always speak the truth to them. Let tenderness and truth guide you in

every relationship, as if they both were on a necklace you wear, a necklace that guides you in everything you

say. 

Where must covenant faithfulness and trustworthiness be written?
Covenant faithfulness and trustworthiness must be written on the tablet of the heart. 

Translation Questions Proverbs 3
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Proverbs 3:4

ULT
4 and you will find favor and good insight in the eyes of God and mankind. 

UST
4 Then you will experience God’s delight in you, and people will also approve of you. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:5

ULT
5 Trust in Yahweh with all your heart and do not lean on your understanding; 

UST
5 Put all your trust in Yahweh, and do not take action because you made up your mind what you should do; 

On what must the son not lean?
The son must not lean on (relay on) his own understanding. 

Proverbs 3:6

ULT
6 in all your ways acknowledge him and he will straighten your paths. 

UST
6 but in every choice and decision, look to Yahweh, and he will show you how you must live. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:7

ULT
7 Do not be wise in your eyes, fear Yahweh and turn from evil. 

UST
7 Do not think you are wise enough to direct your life, give Yahweh the reverence he deserves, and when evil

invites you in, turn aside from it. 

How must the son not see himself?
The son must not see himself as wise. 

Translation Questions Proverbs 3:4
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Proverbs 3:8

ULT
8 It will be healing for your navel and refreshment for your bones. 

UST
8 Giving Yahweh reverence will make your body healthy and it will give your bones the food it needs. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:9

ULT
9 Honor Yahweh from your wealth and from the firstfruits of all your produce, 

UST
9 When you gain money, honor Yahweh by giving him the tithe; give him the first portion of what you

received, to remember it all came from him. 

What must the son do with his wealth?
The son must honor Yahweh with his wealth. 

Proverbs 3:10

ULT
10 and your storehouses will be full with plenty and your presses will burst open with new wine. 

UST
10 If you honor Yahweh, your storerooms will be so full that they will overflow, and your barrels will be

bursting with all the wine you have made. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:11

ULT
11 The instruction of Yahweh, my son, do not reject, and do not abhor his rebuke. 

UST
11 My son, do not hate it when Yahweh corrects you, and when he rebukes you, do not resent it, 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Translation Questions Proverbs 3:8
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Proverbs 3:12

ULT
12 For Yahweh rebukes whom he loves, and like a father he is pleased with a son. 

UST
12 for Yahweh only corrects those he loves, just like parents correct their children whom they love. 

Who does Yahweh discipline?
Yahweh disciplines those he loves. 

Proverbs 3:13

ULT
13 Blessed is the man who finds wisdom and the man who obtains understanding. 

UST
13 Those who get wisdom are fortunate; with her they also get understanding. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:14

ULT
14 For better is its gain than the gain of silver, and its produce than gold. 

UST
14 Wisdom gives you a better profit than owning silver, and she will give you something that is much more

valuable than gold. 

Wisdom is better than what?
Wisdom is better than silver and gold. 

Proverbs 3:15

ULT
15 She is more precious than corals, and all your desired things do not compare with her. 

UST
15 Being wise is more precious than jewels and there is nothing you desire that is worth as much as wisdom. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Translation Questions Proverbs 3:12
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Proverbs 3:16

ULT
16 Length of days is in her right hand, in her left hand are riches and honor. 

UST
16 Wisdom can make you able to live a long life, if you do what she teaches; she is also ready to make you

wealthy and to persuade other people to honor you. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:17

ULT
17 Her ways are ways of pleasantness and all her paths are peace. 

UST
17 Wisdom is known by how kind she is, and she always directs you to the place where you will find peace. 

What are all the paths of wisdom?
All the paths of wisdom are peace. 

Proverbs 3:18

ULT
18 She is a tree of life to the ones who take hold of her, and those who grasp her are blessed. 

UST
18 Wisdom is like a tree whose fruit gives life to those who hold on to it, and Yahweh gives happiness to those

who hold on to it. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Translation Questions Proverbs 3:16
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Proverbs 3:19

ULT
19 Yahweh founded the earth by wisdom, he established the heavens by understanding. 

UST
19 By his wisdom Yahweh laid out the earth from the very beginning, and by his understanding he put

everything in the heavens exactly where they should be. 

What did Yahweh do by wisdom?
By wisdom, Yahweh founded the earth. 

Proverbs 3:20

ULT
20 By his knowledge the depths broke open and the clouds dripped dew. 

UST
20 The deepest part of the oceans broke open according to Yahweh’s design, and in the same way, he made

the dew so it would fall from the clouds above. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:21

ULT
21 My son, do not let them depart from your eyes, guard prudence and discretion. 

UST
21 My son, hold on to good sense in the decisions you make, and do not take your eye off of them. 

What will be life to the son’s soul? (vv21-22)
Sound judgment and discernment will be life to the son’s soul. 

Translation Questions Proverbs 3:19
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Proverbs 3:22

ULT
22 And they will be life for your soul and favor for your neck. 

UST
22 They will bring life to you, and a sign of Yahweh’s blessings on your life that people can see by your good

judgment. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:23

ULT
23 Then you will walk your way to security and your foot will not stumble. 

UST
23 Your good decisions will take you where you are going in safety, and they will keep you from taking a

wrong step on the way. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:24

ULT
24 When you lie down, you will not be in dread, and you will lie down and your sleep will be pleasant. 

UST
24 When you lie down to sleep, you will not have any fear, and your sleep will be refreshing. 

If the son walks in wisdom, what will happen when he lies down?
When he lies down, he will not be afraid and his sleep will be sweet.

ULT
25 Do not be afraid of sudden dread and of the devastation of the wicked ones when it comes. 

UST
25 Do not let a disaster fill you with terror, and do not let the wicked fill you with fear when they come for you.

The son should not be afraid of sudden terror or devastation. 

Proverbs 3:26

ULT
26 For Yahweh will be at your loins, and he will keep your foot from capture. 

UST
26 Yahweh takes your side to defend you, he will not allow any trap to catch and hold you. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 3:27

ULT
27 Do not withhold good from its owner, when it is in the power of your hand to act. 

UST
27 Give good gifts to those who deserve it, when you can, help them. 

What should the son do for those who deserve it?
The son should not withhold good from those who deserve it. 

Proverbs 3:28

ULT
28 Do not say to your neighbor, “Go and return, and tomorrow I will give it,” and it is there with you. 

UST
28 Do not say to your neighbor, “Come back later; perhaps I will help you tomorrow,” when you have the

money with you and can help them now. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Translation Questions Proverbs 3:25
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Proverbs 3:29

ULT
29 Do not plot evil against your neighbor, and he who is dwelling safely with you. 

UST
29 Do not make plans to harm anyone you know, especially those who live close to you and trust you. 

What should the son not do to his neighbor?
The son should not make a plan to harm his neighbor. 

Proverbs 3:30

ULT
30 Do not contend with a man without cause, if he has not done evil to you. 

UST
30 If a person has done nothing to you, do not argue with him or say he has done something to you, when he

has not.

Proverbs 3:31

ULT

To whom is every bitter thing sweet?
To the hungry person, every bitter thing is sweet. 

Proverbs 27:8

ULT
8 Like a bird that wanders from its nest, so a man who wanders from his place. 

UST
8 When a man wanders away from his home, he is acting like a bird that stays far from its nest. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 27:9

ULT
9 Oil and incense make the heart glad and the sweetness of his friend is from counsel of self. 

UST
9 The aroma of perfume and the scent of incense can help to make a person feel happy; and we most

appreciate friends who give us good advice. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 27:10

ULT
10 Do not forsake your friend and the friend of your father, and do not enter the house of your brother on the

day of your disaster. Better is a nearby inhabitant than a distant brother. 

UST
10 Do not forget your friend or a friend of your father; and when you have a problem and you need help, do

not go to your brother’s home. When there is trouble, a neighbor who lives close by is better than a brother

who lives far away. 

What is better than a brother who is far away?
A neighbor is better than a brother who is far away. 

Proverbs 27:11

ULT
11 Be wise, my son, and make my heart glad and I shall return a word to one who taunts me. 

UST
11 My son, if you become wise, you will make me happy; so I will be able to give an answer to anyone who

argues against me. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 27:12

ULT
12 A prudent one sees evil, he hides; naive ones pass on, they are fined. 

UST
12 One who has good sense takes cover when he sees trouble coming, but those who have no experience or

knowledge rush ahead into danger. 

What does a prudent man do when he sees trouble?
A prudent man hides himself when he sees trouble. 
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Proverbs 27:13

ULT
13 Take his garment when he pledges for a stranger, and hold it in pledge on behalf of a foreign woman. 

UST
13 Take a man’s garment as security when he is guaranteeing a loan for a stranger. Hold the garment in

pledge to protect yourself from losing your money when he puts up security for an adulteress.

Proverbs 27:14

ULT
14 One who blesses his neighbor with a great voice in the rising morning, it will be considered a curse to him! 

UST
14 If you rise early in the morning and call out a greeting to your neighbor while he is still sleeping, he will

consider it to be a curse, not a blessing. 

When is a blessing given with a loud voice considered to be a curse?
Early in the morning, a blessing given with a loud voice is considered to be a curse. 

Proverbs 27:15

ULT
15 Dripping that is continuous on a day of steady rain and a woman of quarrels are the same; 

UST
15 A wife who continually argues with her husband is as annoying as the constant dripping of water on a

rainy day; 

What is like restraining the wind? (vv15-16)
Restraining a quarreling wife is like restraining the wind. 
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Proverbs 27:16

ULT
16 restraining her is like restraining the wind and oil meets his right hand. 

UST
16 and stopping her from arguing would be as difficult as restraining the wind, or trying to catch oil in one

hand.

Proverbs 27:17

ULT
17 Iron sharpens against iron, and a man sharpens the face of his neighbor. 

UST
17 Iron is used to sharpen an iron blade, just like a man makes his friend better. 

What is like iron which sharpens iron?
A man who sharpens his friend is like iron which sharpens iron. 

Proverbs 27:18

ULT
18 One who watches a fig tree will eat its fruit and one who guards his master will be honored. 

UST
18 The farmer who takes care of a fig tree will enjoy its fruit when it is ripe. This is just like the one who

ULT
19 As the water is the face to the face, so is the heart of the man to the man. 

UST

20 Sheol and Abaddon are not satisfied, and the eyes of man are not satisfied. 

UST

ULT

25 The grass is uncovered and fresh grass is seen, so the herbs of the mountains are gathered. 

UST
25 The grass dies out and then the new growth starts to grow; and on the mountains food for the cattle is

stacked up in the barns.

ULT
26 Like lambs are for your clothing, so male goats are the price of a field. 

UST
26 The lambs will give you warm clothing and the goats will give you enough to pay for the cost of the field.

UST

The wicked run away even when no one is chasing them. 

Proverbs 28:2

ULT
2 By the transgression of a land many are its rulers, but with a man who is discerning, who is knowledgeable,

so it will endure. 

UST
2 The more sin there is in a country, the greater the number of rulers it will have; but when there is a ruler

who has understanding and knowledge, the country can last a long time. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 28:3

ULT
3 A man who is poor and who oppresses the lowly ones is a rain that washes away and there is no bread. 

UST
3 When a poor person oppresses other poor people, it is like a hard rain that destroys the crops and leaves no

food for anyone to eat. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 28:4

ULT
4 Those who forsake instruction praise a wicked one, but those who keep instruction strive against them. 

UST
4 Those who reject the law are the same people who speak well of those who are wicked; but those who obey

the law fight against the wicked. 

Who are praised by those who forsake the law?
The wicked are praised by those who forsake the law. 

Proverbs 28:5

ULT
5 Men of evil do not understand justice but those who seek Yahweh understand everything. 

UST
5 As difficult as it is for evil people to understand what is just, even so those who want to find Yahweh

understand everything that is important. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 28:6

ULT
6 One who is poor who walks in his integrity is better than one perverse of ways and he is rich. 

UST
6 It is better to be honest and poor, than to be dishonest in all you do, and to be rich. 

Which is more important, money or integrity?
Integrity is more important than money. 
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Proverbs 28:7

ULT
7 One who keeps instruction is a son who is discerning, but one who associates with those who squander

shames his father. 

UST
7 The one who obeys the law is a child who has understanding of the ways of wisdom; but if children go

around with friends who are only interested in eating too much, they put their father to shame. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 28:8

ULT
8 One who makes his wealth abundant by interest and usury gathers it for one who shows favor to lowly

ones. 

UST
8 The person who becomes rich by charging a high rate of interest, he does not know that he is gathering his

money, and it will be given to someone who helps the poor and is kind to them. 

What happens to the wealth of someone who becomes rich by charging too much

interest?
His wealth is given to another who will have pity on the poor. 

Proverbs 28:9

ULT
9 One who turns his ear away from hearing instruction, even his prayer is an abomination. 

UST
9 If you refuse to hear what the law says to you about how you should live; then Yahweh is offended by your

prayers. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 28:10

ULT
10 One who leads upright ones astray in the way of evil he will fall into his pits but blameless ones will inherit

good. 

UST
10 If someone tricks an honest person into doing what is bad, the one who did that will fall into his own trap,

but those who have tried to do what is right will receive many good things. 

Who will fall into his own pit?
A person who misleads the upright into an evil way will fall into his own pit. 

Proverbs 28:11

ULT
11 A rich man is wise in his eyes, but a lowly one who understands will search him out. 

UST
11 A rich person can think of himself as being wise, but someone who is poor but who has good sense will be

able to tell if the rich man is really wise. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 28:12

ULT
12 There is great splendor when righteous ones rejoice, but a man is searched for when wicked ones arise. 

UST
12 When those who do what is right have a victory, it is a time to celebrate, but when those who are wicked

rise up in victory, people run and hide. 

How do the people react when the wicked arise?
The people hide themselves when the wicked arise. 
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Proverbs 28:13

ULT
13 One who covers his transgressions will not prosper, but one who confesses and forsakes will be shown

mercy. 

UST
13 The one who tries to cover up his sins will be found out, but Yahweh will forgive those who tell their sins to

him, and they turn away from doing them. 

How can a sinner receive mercy?
A sinner who confesses and forsakes his sin will receive mercy. 

Proverbs 28:14

ULT
14 Blessed is a man who trembles continually, but one who hardens his heart will fall into evil. 

UST
14 How fortunate are those who always honor Yahweh; but those who refuse to listen to him, who do not

want to learn from him, will fall into trouble. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 28:15

ULT
15 A lion that growls and a bear that charges is a wicked ruler over a lowly people. 

UST
15 You know what a roaring lion or a charging bear is like; they are just like the wicked ruler who is tearing

apart poor people. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 28:16

ULT
16 A leader lacking understanding is with great oppressions; one who hates unjust gain will lengthen days. 

UST
16 A king who does not have good sense thinks he is wise when he is cruel and he takes everything away

from his people. but a person who hates getting anything by breaking the law, will live a long life. 

How can a ruler’s days be prolonged?
A ruler can prolong his days if he hates dishonesty. 

Proverbs 28:17

ULT
17 A man who oppresses by the blood of life will flee as far as a pit; they will not support him. 

UST
17 If a person is guilty of murdering another he will live like a fugitive until he dies; and no one will help him. 

What can make a person a fugitive until death?
Shedding someone’s blood can make a person a fugitive until death. 

Proverbs 28:18

ULT
18 One who walks blamelessly will be saved, but one who is crooked in ways will fall into one. 

UST
18 When a person lives his life and is blameless, Yahweh will keep him safe; but one who lives by his lies will

be suddenly ruined. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 28:19

ULT
19 One who works his land will be satisfied with bread, but one who pursues empty things will be satisfied

with poverty. 

UST
19 A farmer who works his field will have plenty of food to eat; but anyone who gives his time to worthless

dreams, will be very poor. 

How can a person have plenty of poverty?
If a person follows worthless pursuits, he will have plenty of poverty. 

Proverbs 28:20

ULT
20 A man of faithfulness has an abundance of blessings, but one who hurries to become rich will not be free

of guilt. 

UST
20 Yahweh will give good things to a faithful person; but he will certainly punish those who become rich

quickly. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 28:21

ULT
21 Recognizing faces is not good, but on account of a bit of bread a man will rebel. 

UST
21 It is bad to give a favor to one person and not to another; some people will do what is wrong just to get a

piece of bread.

ULT
22 A man of an evil eye is one who hurries to the wealth, but he does not know that poverty will come to him. 

UST

ULT
23 One who rebukes a man afterward will find favor more than one who makes the tongue smooth. 

UST
23 The one who rebukes a person will later be appreciated more than the one who says nice things just to

flatter him. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 28:24

ULT
24 One who robs his father and his mother and says, “There is no transgression,” he is the companion of a

man of destruction. 

UST
24 Anyone who steals things from his father or his mother and says “That is not sinful,” he is friend of the one

who destroys. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 28:25

ULT
25 One wide of spirit stirs up strife, but one who trusts in Yahweh will be made fat. 

UST
25 A greedy person stirs up arguments between people; but the one who trusts in Yahweh will do well. 

What is the result of trusting in Yahweh?
The one who trusts in Yahweh will prosper. 

Proverbs 28:26

ULT
26 One who trusts in his heart, he is a fool, but one who walks in wisdom, he will slip away. 

UST
26 One who depends on himself is a fool, those who make wise decisions escape danger. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 28:27

ULT
27 One who gives to the one who is poor has no need, but one who hides his eyes has an abundance of

curses. 

UST
27 One who gives to help the poor, will not lack anything, but many curses will come to whoever turns away

and ignores them. 

What will a person who closes his eyes to the poor receive?
A person who closes his eyes to the poor will receive many curses. 
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Proverbs 28:28

ULT
28 When wicked ones arise a man will hide himself, but when they perish righteous ones will increase. 

UST
28 When wicked people get power, men and women hide; but when the wicked die, there will be more and

more of those who do what is right. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 29

Proverbs 29:1

ULT
1 A man of rebukes who stiffens the neck will suddenly be broken and there will be no healing. 

UST
1 When you rebuke a person who has rejected your words and who refused to listen to you, he will be

crushed to the point that he cannot be healed. 

What happens to a person who stiffens his neck after many rebukes?
A person who stiffens his neck after many rebukes will be broken beyond healing. 

Proverbs 29:2

ULT
2 When the righteous ones increase, the people rejoice, but when a wicked man rules, the people groan. 

UST
2 When people live the right way, they become more numerous, but when a wicked ruler starts to govern, the

people groan. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 29:3

ULT
3 A man who loves wisdom makes his father rejoice, but one who associates with prostitutes destroys wealth. 

UST
3 A son who desires to learn about wisdom makes his father very happy; but the son who is a companion of

prostitutes will lose all his money 

What destroys a person’s wealth?
Keeping company with prostitutes destroys a person’s wealth. 
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Proverbs 29:4

ULT
4 The king by justice causes the land to stand, but a man of contributions tears it down. 

UST
4 When a king rules with honest rules and good laws, he causes his nation to be strong, but anyone who asks

for bribes ruins his nation. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 29:5

ULT
5 A man who makes smooth for his neighbor is one who spreads a net for his feet. 

UST
5 One who praises his neighbor to get something from him, is like the one who listens for the sound of his

footsteps, so he can catch him in a net. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 29:6

ULT
6 A snare is in the transgression of an evil man, but the righteous one sings and rejoices. 

UST
6 A bad person sets a trap with his sin; then he falls into it; but one who does right is full of songs and joy. 

What causes an evil person to be caught in a trap?
His own sin causes an evil person to be caught in a trap. 

Proverbs 29:7

ULT
7 A righteous one is one who knows the cause of lowly ones; a wicked one does not understand knowledge. 

UST
7 The one who does right stands up for the poor and defends them; but wicked people do not see the

importance of standing up for the poor. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 29:8

ULT
8 Men of mockery inflame a city, but wise ones turn away nose. 

UST
8 People who sneer and mock others are like those who set a city on fire; but those who help people get rid of

their anger are wise. 

What kind of person turns away wrath?
A wise person turns away wrath. 

Proverbs 29:9

ULT
9 A wise man disputes with a foolish man, but he trembles and laughs and there is no rest. 

UST
9 If a wise person has any conflict with a foolish person, the foolish person screams at him and then laughs at

him, and it never ends. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 29:10

ULT
10 Men of bloodshed hate a blameless one, but upright ones seek his life. 

UST
10 A murderer hates him who does everything right; and they seek to kill the one who has a good reputation. 

Who do the bloodthirsty seek to kill?
The bloodthirsty seek to kill the upright. 
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Proverbs 29:11

ULT
11 A fool brings forth all his spirit, but a wise one soothes it backwards. 

UST
11 A fool shows all his anger, but a person who is wise holds his anger, and he knows how to calm himself

down. 

What does a wise man do with his anger?
A wise man holds back his anger and calms himself down. 

Proverbs 29:12

ULT
12 One who rules who listens attentively to a word of falsehood, all his servants are wicked. 

UST
12 If a ruler believes the lies that are told to him, he teaches all his officials to be wicked. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 29:13

ULT
13 One who is poor and the man of oppression meet together; he who enlightens the eyes of them both is

Yahweh. 

UST
13 What do a poor person and one who takes advantage of people have in common? Yahweh gives life to

both of them. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 29:14

ULT
14 A king who judges lowly ones by truth, his throne will be established to perpetuity. 

UST
14 If a king judges the poor by listening to the truth, he will build a kingdom that will continue forever. 

How can a king establish his throne forever?
A king can establish his throne forever by judging the poor by the truth. 

Proverbs 29:15

ULT
15 A rod and rebukes give wisdom but a boy who is sent away is one who causes his mother shame. 

UST
15 If a child is punished, the gift of wisdom is given to him; but when a child is out of control, this brings

shame to his mother. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 29:16

ULT
16 When wicked ones increase, transgression increases, but righteous ones will look at their overthrow. 

UST
16 When wicked people have authority, lawbreaking is common; but those who do what is right will see the

day when the wicked will lose their power. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 29:17

ULT
17 Discipline your son and he will cause you to rest and he will give delights to your spirit. 

UST
17 Discipline your child and he will help you and serve you; you will truly rejoice over him. 

What is the result of disciplining a child?
A disciplined child will give the parents rest. 

Proverbs 29:18

ULT
18 When there is no prophetic vision, the people are let loose, but one who keeps instruction, blessed is he. 

UST
18 When no prophet receives any vision from Yahweh, the people go out of control, but those who obey the

law are fortunate. 

If the people do not keep the law, what do they do?
If the people do not keep the law, they run wild. 

Proverbs 29:19

ULT
19 A servant will not be corrected with words, for he understands but there is no answer. 

UST
19 Talk to a slave as much as you want, but though he understands what you are saying, they have learned

not to give you an answer. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 29:20

ULT
20 Do you see a man who hastens his words; there is more hope for a fool than him. 

UST
20 Do you see someone who is quick to speak, quick to give an opinion? Yahweh can give a fool more help in

the future easier than he can help him who is quick to speak. 

What is worse than being a fool?
Being a man who is hasty in his words is worse than being a fool. 

Proverbs 29:21

ULT
21 If one pampers his servant from youth, then his end will be insolence. 

UST
21 If a slave is excused from his labor and treated better than other slaves by his master from the time he is

young; but when he is grown, that slave will give trouble to his master. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 29:22

ULT
22 A man of nose stirs up strife and an owner of heat, much transgression. 

UST
22 A person who cannot control his anger stirs up many quarrels and uses his rage to rule over others, and so

he commits many sins. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 29:23

ULT
23 The pride of a man will make him low, but one lowly of spirit will grasp honor. 

UST
23 Any person who is proud will be humbled; but the one who is humbled will be given honor. 

What kind of person is given honor?
A person with a humble spirit is given honor. 

Proverbs 29:24

ULT
24 One who shares with a thief is one who hates his life; he will hear an oath but will not tell. 

UST
24 A person who helps a thief, hates himself; he overhears the curse, but he does not say anything about it. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 29:25

ULT
25 The anxiety of a man gives a snare, but the one who trusts in Yahweh will be set on high. 

UST
25 When one is afraid of what people can do, it is like setting a trap for himself. but whoever trusts in Yahweh

is safe. 

What does Yahweh do for the one who trusts in him?
Yahweh protects the one who trusts in him. 
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Proverbs 29:26

ULT
26 Many are those who seek the face of a ruler, but justice of a man is from Yahweh. 

UST
26 Many people want to come before a ruler to get help from him, but Yahweh is the only one who gives him

true justice. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 29:27

ULT
27 A man of injustice is an abomination of righteous ones, but the upright of way is an abomination of a

wicked one. 

UST

2 Surely, I am more stupid than a man, and the understanding of mankind does not belong to me. 

UST
2 I am more like an animal than any human being! I lack the understanding that a human being has!

3 And I have not learned wisdom, nor do I know the knowledge of the holy one. 

UST
3 I have not learned about wisdom; I do not know Yahweh, the Holy One. 

What has the author not learned?
The author has not learned wisdom.

4 Who has ascended to heaven and descended? Who has gathered the wind in the hollow of his hands? Who

has bound up waters in a cloak? Who has raised up all the ends of the earth? What is his name and what is

the name of his son?

4 Who has ever gone up to heaven and come back down again? Who can catch the wind in his hand? Who can

gather up the waters in an overcoat? Who set the limits to the size of the earth? What is his name? And what

is the name of his son? Do you know?

Proverbs 30:5

ULT
5 Every word of God is tested; he is a shield for those who take refuge in him. 

UST
5 Every word of God is proven by a test that it is true; he is like a shield that protects those who run to him.

6 Do not add upon his words, lest he rebuke you and you be shown a liar. 

UST
6 Be careful not to add to Yahweh’s words more than he has said; if you do that, he will correct you and he will

prove that you lied about what he said.

God will rebuke someone who adds to God’s words. 
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Proverbs 30:7

ULT
7 Two things I ask from with you, do not withhold from me before I die: 

UST
7 I ask Yahweh for two things, and that he give them to me before I die.

Proverbs 30:8

ULT
8 Put emptiness and the word of a lie far away from me. Do not give to me poverty or riches, cause me to tear

the bread of my portion. 

UST

The author wishes to have neither poverty nor riches.

UST
11 There are many people who curse their fathers and they do not praise their mothers or thank them; 

Who is not washed of their filth? (vv11-12)
A generation that curses their father and does not bless their mother is not washed of their filth.

ULT
12 There is a generation pure in its eyes, but it is not washed from its filth. 

UST
12 those people think everything they do should not be criticized, but really they have never been cleansed

from their filth.

ULT
13 There is a generation, how high are its eyes, and its eyelids are lifted up! 

UST
13 These people show how proud they are in their eyes; they make people look at them and they show their

Four things that never say “enough” are sheol, the barren womb, land thirsty for water, and fire. 

Proverbs 30:16

16 Sheol, and the barrenness of the womb, a land not satisfied with water, and a fire does not say, “Enough!” 

UST
16 The grave, the place of the dead; the womb of a woman that never conceived a child; soil that badly needs

to be watered; and a fire that burns hot and it never says, “The fire is hot enough!”

17 An eye mocks a father and despises the obedience of a mother, the ravens of the wadi will peck it out and

The author does not understand the way of a snake on a rock.

UST
20 This is what a woman is like who is not faithful to her husband: she eats and then wipes her mouth, and

she says, “There is nothing wrong in what I have done.”

21 Under three things the earth trembles, and under four it is not able to bear: 

UST
21 There are four things that make the earth tremble:

UST
22 the earth trembles with a slave becomes a king; the earth trembles when fool has eaten his food and is

filled; 

What is the first thing that the author says causes the earth to tremble?
The first thing that causes the earth to tremble is a slave when he becomes king.

23 under a hated woman when she is married, and a female servant when she disposseses her mistress. 

UST
23 the earth trembles when a woman who is hated by all, gets married, and the earth trembles, when the

maid becomes the wife of her master.

27 Locusts do not have a king, but they march in rank like soldiers in the army. 

What does the author find amazing about locusts?
The author finds locusts amazing because they have no king, but all of them march in rank.

UST
28 Lizards are very small and you can hold them in your hand, but they get inside kings’ palaces.

31 Strutting roosters, and male goats, and kings who stand with their soldiers beside them.

UST

UST
3 Do not give your strength to women; and do not tell what your plans are, to the women who destroy kings. 

To whom should the king not give his ways?
He should not give his ways to those who destroy kings. 
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Proverbs 31:4

ULT
4 It is not for kings, Lemuel, it is not for kings to drink wine or for rulers, or intoxicating drink. 

UST
4 Lemuel, kings should be careful about drinking wine; and a king should never ask, “Where is the strong

drink?”

5 Lest, he drink and forget what has been decreed and pervert the cause of all the sons of the afflicted one.

UST
9 Speak out and render judgment according to what is right; and plead for justice to come in the cases of the

The king should please the cause of the poor and needy.

ULT
10 A woman of strength, who can find? And her worth is far more than corals. 

UST
10 Who can find a wife who is good at many things? Her value is much more than the jewels she could wear. 

What is more valuable than jewels?
A capable wife is more valuable than jewels. 

Proverbs 31:11

ULT
11 The heart of her husband trusts in her and he will not lack spoil. 

UST
11 Her husband completely trusts her, and because of her, he will never be poor. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 31:12

ULT
12 She does him good and not evil all the days of her life. 

UST
12 She does good things for him and not evil, all the days of her life. 

What does the capable wife do all the days of her life?
She does good for her husband and not evil all the days of her life. 

Proverbs 31:13

ULT
13 She selects wool and linens and works with the delight of her palms. 

UST
13 She finds wool and flax in the market, and she enjoys spinning it to make yarn and fabric. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 31:14

ULT
14 She is like the ships of one who travels about; she brings her food from far away. 

UST
14 She is like the merchant ships because she brings her food to her home from far away. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 31:15

ULT
15 And she rises while still night and gives food to her house and a portion to her female servants. 

UST
15 She gets up before dawn to prepare food for her family, and she gives each servant girl her duties for the

day. 

When does the capable wife arise?
She arises while it is night. 

Proverbs 31:16

ULT
16 She considers a field and gets it; from the fruit of her palms she plants a vineyard. 

UST
16 She goes out and considers what field she will buy, and she buys it. With the money she has made in other

ventures, she plants a vineyard. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Proverbs 31:17

ULT
17 She girds her loins with strength and she makes her arms firm. 

UST
17 She prepares herself with her strength, and her arms are strong, able to do hard work. 

With what does the capable wife dress herself?
She dresses herself with strength. 

Proverbs 31:18

ULT
18 She perceives that her gain is good; her lamp does not go out in the night. 

UST
18 She knows when she is getting a good profit from her business. She keeps a lamp burning all night long. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 31:19

ULT
19 She stretches out her hands at the distaff and her palms grasp the spindle. 

UST
19 She holds the spindle, and then she spins the thread that she will use. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 31:20

ULT
20 She spreads out her palms to the afflicted one, and she stretches out her hands to the poor one. 

UST
20 She gives an outstretched hand to help the poor. 

To whom does the capable wife reach out?
She reaches out to the poor and needy. 
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Proverbs 31:21

ULT
21 She does not fear for her house because of the snow, for all her house is clothed with scarlet. 

UST
21 She is not worried about the snow, for everyone in her house have the best winter coats. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Proverbs 31:22

ULT
22 She makes for herself coverings, fine linen and purple for her garment. 

UST
22 She makes covers for the beds. She wears fine purple linen clothes—the color of royalty.

ULT
23 Her husband is one who is known at the gates, when he sits with the elders of the land. 

UST
23 Her husband is well known at the city gates, and there at the gates he sits with the other leaders of the

town. 

Where does the capable wife’s husband sit?
Her husband sits with the elders at the gates. 

Proverbs 31:24

ULT
24 She makes a linen garment and sells, and she gives a sash to the Canaanite. 

UST
24 She makes linen garments and she sells them. She sells sashes to shop owners.

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Proverbs 31:25

ULT
25 Strength and splendor are her clothing, and she laughs at a day to come. 

UST
25 She is strong in her character and respected, and she laughs at what will happen in the future. 

(There are no questions for this verse.)

26 Her mouth opens with wisdom, and the instruction of covenant faithfulness is on her tongue. 

UST
26 When she speaks, she says what is wise, and she lives by the law of kindness. 

What is on the capable wife’s tongue?
The law of kindness is on the capable wife’s tongue.

27 One who watches closely the goings on of her house, she does not eat the bread of idleness. 

UST

29 He says to her, “There are many women who do admirable things, but you surpass them all!”

UST
30 Elegance can deceive and make you think more highly of a person than you should; and beauty has no
