5 Your own eyes will see this, and you will say, 'Yahweh is great beyond the borders of Israel."

UST

5 When you Israelite people yourselves see what Yahweh will do to them, you will say, “It is evident that
Yahweh is very powerful even in foreign lands!”

ULT

6 "A son honors his father, and a servant honors his master. If I, then, am a father, where is my honor? If I am
a master, where is the reverence for me?" says Yahweh of hosts to you, O priests, who despise my name.

71 answer: Instead of honoring me, you have disgraced me by offering sacrifices on my altar that are
unworthy of me, sacrifices that I would never accept. Then you dare to ask, ‘What sacrifices have we given
that are unworthy of you?' I answer: You think that it does not matter if you do not honor my altar.

Malachi 1:8

ULT

8 When you offer blind animals for sacrifice, is that not evil? When you offer the lame and sick, is that not evil?
Present that to your governor! Will he accept you or will he lift up your face?" says Yahweh of hosts.

Do
you really think I would accept such gifts? You would not dare to offer such gifts to your own governor! You
know that he would not take them.

How would Yahweh respond to offerings of blind, lame, and sick animals? (vv8-9)
Yahweh would not accept blind, lame, and sick offerings, nor show favor or graciousness to Israel for them, nor
receive Israel for offering them.

But Yahweh, commander
of the angel armies, says, “If you bring to me sacrifices that are not acceptable to me, why should I help you?”

M For from the rising of the sun to its setting my name will be great among the nations and in every place
incense and pure offerings will be offered to my name. For my name will be great among the nations," says
Yahweh of hosts.

UST

1 He also says, “People of other nations from east to west will indeed honor me. They will burn incense to
honor me, and they will bring right offerings, offerings that I will accept. This will happen because people in
all the nations will praise and honor me.

14 yahweh also says, “I will curse anyone who tries to cheat me by swearing that he will bring to me a perfect
animal from his herd, and who then brings me one that has defects. If anyone does that, I will punish him,
because I am a great king, and people of the other nations honor me, but you do not!” This is what Yahweh,
commander of the angel armies, says.

Why did the Lord curse the deceiver who vowed to sacrifice a male animal in his flock and

instead gave a flawed animal?
Because Yahweh is a great King, and his name is feared among the nations.

121 wish that Yahweh would drive away from Israel absolutely every man who has done that, along with his
descendants—even if they bring offerings to Yahweh, commander of the angel armies.

Malachi 4

Malachi 4:1

ULT

1 For behold, the day is coming, burning like a furnace, when all the arrogant and all the evildoers will
become stubble. The day that is coming will burn them up, "says Yahweh of hosts, " so that it will leave them
neither root nor branch.

UST

1 This is also what Yahweh, commander of the angel armies, says: “There will be a time when I will judge and
punish all the proud people and evildoers in Israel. When that happens, it will be like a day that they burn the
useless remains of crops in the fields. Those people will burn up completely—as roots and branches and
everything else on a tree burns completely in a very hot fire.

On the day that was coming, burning like a furnace, what would happen to the proud and

evildoers? (vv1-2)
The proud and evildoers would become stubble, being burnt up.

Malachi 4:2

ULT
2 But for you who fear my name, the sun of righteousness will rise with healing in its wings. You will go out,
and you will leap like calves from the stall.

UST

2 But for you who honor me, I, who always act righteously, will come to you and heal you, as the sun rises in
the morning. You will be as happy as young calves when they leave their stalls to play in the fields.

For whom would the sun of righteousness rise?
The sun of righteousness would rise for those who feared Yahweh’s name.

What would those who feared Yahweh’s name do on the day that Yahweh acted? (vv2-3)
They would go out leaping like calves from the stall and tread down the wicked.

Malachi 4:3

ULT
3 And you will trample down the wicked, for they will be ashes under the soles of your feet on the day that I
act, "says Yahweh of hosts.

UST
3 On the day when I judge the wicked, you will celebrate. It will be as if you had walked all over them.” This is
what Yahweh, commander of the angel armies, promises.

Malachi 4:4

ULT

4" Remember the law of my servant Moses that I commanded him at Horeb for all Israel, the statutes and the
rulings.

UST

4 Be sure to obey the laws that I commanded Moses, who served me well, to give you. Obey all the
commandments and decrees that I gave him on Mount Sinai, for all you people of Israel to obey.

What did Yahweh command all Israel to do?
He commanded them to obey the law of his servant Moses.

Malachi 4:5

ULT
3 Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and fearful day of Yahweh.

UST
3 Listen to this: One day I will send to you the prophet Elijah. He will arrive before the great and dreadful day
when I, Yahweh, will judge everyone and punish those who deserve punishment.

What would Yahweh do before the day of Yahweh? (vv5-6)
He would send Elijah to turn the heart of the fathers to the children, and the heart of the children to their fathers,

so that Yahweh would not curse the land.

Malachi 4:6

ULT
6 He will turn the hearts of the fathers to the children, and the hearts of the children to their fathers, so that I
do not come and strike the land with complete destruction."

UST
6 Because of what Elijah will preach, parents and their children join together in loving each other again. If that
does not happen, I will come and destroy your country.”
