Of whom was Peter an apostle?
Peter was an apostle of Jesus Christ.

To whom did Peter write?
Peter wrote to the foreigners of the dispersion, the chosen ones, throughout Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia,
and Bithynia.

1 Peter 1:2

ULT

2 according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, by the sanctifying of the Spirit for obedience and the
sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ. Grace and peace be multiplied to you.

UST

2 God our Father {chose you} according to what he had already decided. {He did this} by his Spirit setting you
apart in order that you may obey {him}, and in order that the death of Jesus the Messiah may make you
members of a covenant with God. {I pray that} God will increase his kind acts toward you and make you more
peaceful.

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Translation Questions 1 Peter 1:3

1 Peter 1:3

ULT

3 Blessed {is} the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who, according to his great mercy, has given us
new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead,

3 Praise God, who is the Father of our Lord Jesus the Messiah! Because he is very merciful to us, he has
caused us to experience the new birth by bringing Jesus the Messiah back to life after he had died. {God did
this} in order that we would have hope that will never disappoint us,

Who did Peter want to be blessed?
Peter wanted the God and Father of their Lord Jesus Christ to be blessed.

How did God give them a new birth?
In his great mercy, God gave them a new birth through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead.

1 Peter 1:4

ULT

4 for an imperishable and undefiled and unfading inheritance, reserved in heaven for you,

UST

4 {that is,} in order that we might inherit what cannot perish, be defiled, or fade, which is what God has kept
for us in heaven.

Why would the inheritance not perish, become stained, or fade away?
Because the inheritance was reserved in heaven for them.

1 Peter 1:5

ULT

3 who are protected by the power of God through faith, for a salvation {that is} ready to be revealed in the
last times.

UST

3 God's power is guarding you by means of your trust {in Jesus}. {He is guarding you} in order to reveal your
salvation at the final time {when Jesus returns to judge everyone}.

By what means were they protected in God’s power?
They were protected through faith for the salvation that is ready to be revealed in the last times.

Why was it necessary for them to feel sorrow in many different trials?

It was necessary so that their faith would be tested, and that their faith would be found to result in praise, glory,
and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ.

What is more precious than gold which perishes?
Faith is more precious than gold.

1 Peter 1:8

ULT

8 whom, not having seen, you love, in whom, not seeing him now, but believing, you exult with inexpressible
joy and are filled with glory,

UST

8 You love Jesus, although you have not seen him. Although you do not see him now, you trust him and
rejoice with joy that you can hardly express

Although the believers had not seen Jesus, what did they do?
They loved him and believed in him and were very glad with unspeakable joy that was full of glory.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 1.9

1 Peter 1:9

ULT

9 receiving for yourselves the result of your faith, the salvation of {your} souls.

UST

9 because you are experiencing the result of trusting him: God is saving you from the guilt of your sins.

What did the ones who believed in him receive as the result of their faith?
They received the salvation of their souls.

1 Peter 1:10

ULT

10 The prophets searched and inquired carefully about this salvation, who prophesied about this grace in you,

UST
10 {1 ong ago} prophets investigated very carefully about God saving you. They spoke what God told them
about God graciously saving you.

About what did the prophets search and inquire carefully?
The prophets searched about the salvation the believers were receiving, about the grace that was to be theirs.

1 Peter 1:11

ULT
1 examining about whom or of what time the Spirit of Christ in them was revealing, testifying beforehand
about the sufferings of Christ and the glory after that.

UST

M They were trying to find out whom the Spirit of the Messiah that was in them was referring to, and what
time the Spirit was referring to. {The Spirit was referring to these things} when he told them beforehand that
the Messiah would suffer and that glorious things would happen afterwards.

About what was the Spirit of Christ telling the prophets in advance?
He was telling them about the sufferings of Christ and the glories that would follow him.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 1:12

1 Peter 1:12

ULT

12 1t was revealed to them that they were not serving themselves, but you, in those things which have now
been declared to you by those who proclaimed the gospel to you by the Holy Spirit sent from heaven—into
which things angels long to look.

UST

12 God told these prophets that it was not for their own benefit that he was revealing these things to them,
but that it was for your benefit. Those people who preached the good news to you now have declared these
things to you by the Holy Spirit whom God sent from heaven {enabling them to do that}. Angels would like to
know more about what these people declared to you.

Whom were the prophets serving by their searches and inquiries?
They were serving the believers.

Who desired the results of the prophets’ searches and inquiries to be revealed?
Even the angels desired the results to be revealed.

1 Peter 1:13

ULT

13 Therefore, having girded up the loins of your mind, being fully sober, hope in the grace that is being
brought to you in the revelation of Jesus Christ,

UST

13 As a result of all these things, prepare your minds for action. Be alert. Be completely confident that God
will graciously save you when Jesus the Messiah {returns and} reveals himself.

What did Peter command the believers to do as obedient children? (vv13-14)
He commanded them to prepare their minds to obey God, be sober in their thinking, and have complete
confidence in the grace that would be brought them, and not to conform themselves to their former desires.

1 Peter 1:14

ULT

14 35 obedient children, not being conformed to {your} former desires in your ignorance.

UST

14 Because you obey God like children ought to obey their fathers, do not allow yourself to be controlled by
the {sinful} desires you used to have when you did not know {the truth about God}.

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Translation Questions 1 Peter 1:15

1 Peter 1:15

ULT

15 But as the one who called you {is} holy, you also become holy in all {your} behavior.

UST

15 Instead, just like God, the one who chose you {to belong to him}, is holy, act in a holy manner when you do
anything.

Why did Peter say the believers should be holy? (vv15-16)
Because the one who called them is holy.

1 Peter 1:16

ULT

16 For it is written, “You will be holy, because I {am} holy.”

UST

16 Be holy, because Moses wrote {in the scriptures that God said}, “Be holy because I am holy.”

1 Peter 1:17

ULT

17 And if you call “Father” the one judging impartially according to the work of each one, conduct yourselves
in fear during the time of your journey,

UST

17 God is the one who judges what each person does, and he judges without bias. Since you call him ‘Father,
behave in a way that shows you fear him while you are temporarily living {far away from your true home in
heaven}.

Why should the believers spend the time of their journey in reverence?
Because they called as “Father” the one who judges impartially according to each person’s work.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 1:18

1 Peter 1:18

ULT

18 knowing that you have been redeemed not with perishable silver or gold from your futile behavior handed
down from {your} fathers,

UST
18 (Behave in that way} because you know that {God paid to free you} from behaving foolishly, as your
ancestors taught you {to behave}. God did not pay to free you with things like silver or gold that will not last

forever.

From whom had the foreigners, the chosen ones, learned futile behavior?
They had learned futile behavior from their fathers.

With what were the believers redeemed? (vv18-19)
They were not redeemed with silver or gold, but with the honored blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish

and without spot.

1 Peter 1:19

ULT

19 but with the precious blood of Christ, as an unblemished and spotless lamb,

UST
19 Instead, {God paid for you to be free} by the Messiah's priceless death {on the cross}. {That death was} like
{the deaths} of the entirely perfect lambs {that the Jewish priests sacrificed}.

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 1:20

ULT

20 having been foreknown before the foundation of the world, but he has been revealed in these last times
for your sake,

UST

20 God chose him to do this before he created the world. But {it was now,} in this last time period, that God
revealed him to you.

When was Christ foreknown, and when was he revealed?
He was foreknown before the foundation of the world; he was revealed to the foreigners, the chosen ones, in what

was then the last times.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 1:21

1 Peter 1:21

ULT
21 those through him believing in God, who has raised him from the dead and has given him glory, so that
your faith and hope are in God.

UST

21 Because of what the Messiah has done, you are trusting in God. He caused the Messiah to become alive
again after he had died and has shown how great he is. As a result, you are trusting God and expecting {him
to do great things}.

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 1:22

ULT

22 Having purified your souls by obedience to the truth for sincere brotherly love, love one another earnestly

from a pure heart, [/

UST

22 Because you have made yourselves pure by obeying the true teachings {of Jesus} in order to genuinely love
other believers, love each other sincerely and fervently.

How did the believers make their souls pure?
They made their souls pure by obedience to the truth for brotherly love.

1 Peter 1:23

ULT

23 having been born again, not from perishable seed, but from imperishable, through the living and enduring
word of God.

UST

23 (Do this} because God has caused you to experience the new birth. {You did not experience this new birth}
by means of something that will perish. Rather, {you experienced it} by means of something that will never
perish: The message {about Jesus} that came from God and truly lasts forever.

How were the believers born again?
They were born again from imperishable seed, through the living and remaining word of God, not from perishable
seed.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 1:24

1 Peter 1:24

ULT

24 For, “All flesh {is} like grass, and all its glory {is} like the flower of the grass. The grass was dried up, and {its}
flower fell off,

UST
24 rWe know that this is true} because, {as the prophet Isaiah wrote,} “All people are like grass, and everything
that is great about people is like flowers in the grass. Just as grass dies and flowers whither, {so do people die

and what is great about them only lasts for a short time}.

What is all flesh like, and what is its glory like?
Flesh is like grass; its glory is like the flower of grass.

1 Peter 1:25

ULT

25 but the word of the Lord remains forever.” And this is the word that has been proclaimed to you.
1:22101

UST

25 Byt God's message lasts forever.” This message {that lasts forever} is the good news {about the Messiah}
that we have declared to you.

What happens to the word of the Lord?
The word of the Lord remains forever.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 2

1 Peter 2

1 Peter 2:1

ULT

1 Therefore, having put aside all evil and all deceit and hypocrisy and envy and all slander,

UST

1 Therefore, do not act maliciously in any way or deceive others. Do not be hypocrites, and do not envy
others. Do not ever speak evil about anyone untruthfully.

What were the believers told to put aside?
They were told to put aside all evil deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and slander.

1 Peter 2:2

ULT

2 as newborn babies, long for pure spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow up to salvation,

UST

2 Just as newborn babies long for their mothers’ pure milk, you should desire to learn true things from God,
so that by learning it you may become like adults in trusting him. You must do this until the time when God
sets you completely free from all the evil in this world.

Why were the believers to long for pure spiritual milk?
They were to long for pure spiritual milk that they might grow in salvation.

1 Peter 2:3

ULT
3 if you have tasted that the Lord {is} kind,

UST

3 Also, you must do this because you have experienced that the Lord acts very kindly toward you.

(There are no questions for this verse.)
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 2:4

1 Peter 2:4

ULT

4 coming to him, a living stone, having been rejected by men, but chosen by God, precious,

UST

4 Come to the Lord Jesus. He is like the most important stone in the foundation of a building, but he is living,
not lifeless like a stone. Many people rejected him, but God chose him and considers him to be very valuable.

Who was the living stone who was rejected by people and chosen by God? (vv4-5)
Jesus Christ was the living stone.

1 Peter 2:5

ULT

5 and you, like living stones, are being built up {as} a spiritual house, into a holy priesthood to offer the
spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.

UST

3 And like men build houses with stones, God is joining you together like a building in which his Spirit lives.
He is doing this in order that you—Ilike the priests who offer sacrifices at the altar, might do things that please
God because Jesus the Messiah has died for you.

Why were the believers also like living stones?
They were like living stones because they were being built up to be a spiritual house.

1 Peter 2:6

ULT

6 Therefore, it stands in scripture: “Behold, I lay in Zion a cornerstone, chosen, precious. And the one
believing in him may certainly not be ashamed.”

UST

6 What the scriptures say show us that this is true: “I am placing in Jerusalem someone who is like a very
valuable stone, the most important stone in the building, and those who believe in him will never become
ashamed.”

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Translation Questions 1 Peter 2:7

1 Peter 2:7

ULT

7 Therefore, this honor {is} to you who believe. But to the unfaithful, “The stone that was rejected by the
builders, this has become the head of the corner”"—

UST

7 Therefore, God will honor you who believe in Jesus. But those who refuse to believe in him are like the
builders that the scriptures talk about: “The stone that the builders rejected has become the most important
stone in the building.”

Why did the builders stumble, disobeying the word? (vv7-8)
The builders stumbled because they were appointed to do that.

1 Peter 2:8

8 and, “A stone of stumbling and a rock of offense.” They stumble, disobeying the word—to which also they
were appointed.

UST

8 It is also written in the scriptures: “He will be like a stone that causes people to stumble, and like a rock that
people trip over. Just as people are injured when they stumble over a rock, people who disobey God’s
message injure themselves; that is what God determined would happen to them.”

1 Peter 2:9

ULT

9 But you {are} a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for possession, so that you might
proclaim the wonderful actions of the one who called you from darkness into his marvelous light,

UST

9 But you are people whom God has chosen to belong to him. You are a group that worship God like priests,
and you rule with God like kings. You are a people group that belongs to God, so that you might proclaim the
wonderful things he has done. He has called you from your former ways, when you were ignorant of his
truth, and he has made you understand the marvelous true things about him.

Why were the believers a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, and a people for

God’s possession? (vv9-10)
They were chosen so that they might anounce the wonderful actions of God.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 2:10

1 Peter 2:10

ULT
19 \who once {were} not a people, but now the people of God; the ones who had not received mercy, but now
you have received mercy.

UST

10 What the scriptures say is true about you: “Formerly, you were no people group at all, But now you are
God’s people group. At one time God had not acted mercifully toward you, But now he has acted mercifully

toward you.”

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 2:11

ULT
11 Beloved, I exhort you as foreigners and exiles to abstain from fleshly desires, which make war against
{your} soul,

UST

M You people whom I love, I urge you to think about this: You are like foreigners whose real home is in
heaven. So you should not do the sinful things you used to want to do, because if you do them, you will not

be able to live well with God.

Why did Peter call the beloved to abstain from sinful desires? (vw11-12)
He called them to abstain so that those who might speak of them as having done evil would see their good
behavior and praise God.

1 Peter 2:12

ULT
12 eeping your behavior among the Gentiles good, so that, in whatever they speak about you as evildoers,
from observing {your} good works, they might glorify God in the day of visitation.

UST

12 Keep behaving in a good way among those who do not know God. If you do that, although they may say
that you do what is evil, they will see that you are doing good things, and at the time when God comes to
judge everyone, they will honor him.

(There are no questions for this verse.)
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 2:13

1 Peter 2:13

ULT

13 Be subjected to every human authority for the sake of the Lord, whether to the king as supreme,

UST
13 Because you wish to honor the Lord Jesus, obey everyone who has proper authority. This includes the king,
because he has the greatest power.

Why were the believers to obey every human authority? (vv13-15)
They were to obey every human authority because God wanted to use their obediene to silence the ignorant talk of

foolish people.

1 Peter 2:14

ULT

14 or to governors, as through him having been sent, to punish evildoers and to praise doers of good.

UST
141t also includes governors, because God sends them to punish those who do what is wrong and to praise
those who do what is right.

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 2:15

ULT

15 For this is the will of God— doing good to silence the ignorant talk of foolish people,

UST
15 What God wants is for you to do good. If you do that, you will cause foolish people who do not know God
to be unable to say that you have done wrong.

(There are no questions for this verse.)
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 2:16

1 Peter 2:16

ULT

16 and as free people, not having {your} freedom as a covering for wickedness, but as servants of God.

UST

16 Behave as though you were free from having to obey any master, but do not think that you can do evil
because of that. Instead, behave as servants of God should.

Instead of using their freedom as a covering for wickedness, what were the foreigners,

the chosen ones, to do?
They were to use their freedom to be servants of God.

1 Peter 2:17

ULT

17 Honor all people. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honor the king.

UST

17 Act respectfully toward everyone. Love all your fellow believers. Honor God, and honor the king.

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 2:18

ULT
18 House slaves, be subject to {your} masters with all fear, not only to the good and gentle, but also to the
perverse.

UST

18 You slaves who are believers, submit yourselves to your masters and completely respect them. Submit
yourselves not only to those who act in a good and kind way toward you, but also submit yourselves to those
who act in a harsh way toward you.

Why were servants supposed to be subject to their masters, even the malicious ones?

(vv18-20)
Servants were supposed to be subject even to malicious masters because doing good and then suffering, being
punished for it is praiseworthy with God.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 2:19

1 Peter 2:19

ULT
19 For this {is} praiseworthy if anyone endures sorrow while suffering injustice because of conscience
{toward} God.

UST
19 you should do that because God is pleased with those who know what he wants and obey him, and who,
for this reason, accept to suffer pain because their masters treat them unjustly.

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 2:20

ULT
20 For what kind of credit {is there} if, sinning and being tormented, you will endure? But if doing good and
suffering, you will endure, this {finds} favor with God.

UST

20 God will certainly not be pleased with you if you do something that is wrong and then they beat you for
that. But if you do what is good and still suffer harm, you are suffering for doing what is good. If you endure
that, God will praise you.

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 2:21

ULT
21 For to this you were called, because Christ also suffered on your behalf, leaving an example for you so that
you might follow in his footsteps;

UST
21 One of the reasons why God chose you is that you might suffer. When the Messiah suffered for you he
became an example for you, in order that you would imitate what he did.

Why were the servants called to suffer for doing good? (vv21-23)
Because Christ suffered for them, leaving an example for them, and gave himself to the one who judges justly.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 2:22

1 Peter 2:22

ULT

22 snho committed no sin, neither was deceit found in his mouth;”

UST

22 Remember how the Messiah conducted himself, He never sinned, And he never said anything to deceive
people.

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 2:23

ULT
23 who being reviled, did not revile back; suffering, he did not threaten, but he committed himself to the one
who judges justly;

UST

23 When people insulted him, he did not insult them in return. When people caused him to suffer, he did not
threaten to get revenge. Instead, he decided to let God, who always judges justly, prove that he was innocent.

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 2:24

ULT
24 who himself carried our sins in his body to the tree, so that having been separated from {our} sins, we
might live for righteousness, of whose wounds you were healed.

UST

24 He himself endured the punishment for our sins in his body when he died on the cross, in order that we
would stop sinning and start living rightly. It is because they wounded him that God has healed you.

Why did Christ carry Peter, believers, and the servants’ sins in his body to the tree?
He carried their sins so that they might have no more part in sin and live for righteousness, and because they were

healed by his bruises.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 2:25

1 Peter 2:25

ULT
25 For you as sheep are being led astray, but now you have been returned to the shepherd and overseer of
your souls.

UST
25 Truly you were like sheep that had become lost, but now you have returned to Jesus, who cares for you as
a shepherd cares for his sheep.

After they all had been wandering away like lost sheep, to whom did they return?
They all returned to the shephered and guardian of their souls.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 3

1 Peter 3

1 Peter 3:1

ULT
1In the same way, wives, being subjected to {your} own husbands, so that even if some are disobedient to
the word, they will be won without a word, through the behavior of {their} wives,

UST

1 You women believers should submit yourselves to your husbands. Do this in order that if any of them do
not believe the message about the Messiah, they may become believers without your having to say anything

to them.

Why should wives submit to their husbands?
Wives should submit so that those husbands who are disobedient might be won without a word.

1 Peter 3:2

ULT

2 having seen your pure behavior with respect;

UST

2 They will believe in the Messiah when they see that you honor them and that you are completely faithful to
them.

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 3:3

ULT
3 whose adornment, let be not with the outward braiding of {their} hair, and wearing gold jewelry, or wearing
fine clothing,

UST
3 Do not try to do this by decorating the outside of your bodies, such as having fancy hair arrangements or
wearing gold jewelry and fine clothes.

How should wives adorn themselves? (vv3-4)
Wives should adorn themselves in the inner person of the heart, in the lasting beauty of a gentle and quiet spirit.
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 3:4

1 Peter 3:4

ULT

4 but the inner man of the heart, in the lasting beauty of a gentle and quiet spirit, which is precious before
God.

UST

4 Instead, make your inner beings beautiful in a way that will not fade. I mean, have a humble and quiet
attitude, which is something that God considers to be very valuable.

(There are no questions for this verse.)

1 Peter 3:5

ULT

3 For in this manner also holy women who hope in God formerly adorned themselves, being subject to {their}
own husbands,

UST

5 The women who honored God, who lived long ago, made themselves beautiful in this way. They trusted in
God and obeyed their husbands.

Which holy woman did Peter mention as an example of a wife who had confidence in God

and submitted to her husband? (vv5-6)
Peter mentioned Sarah as an example.

1 Peter 3:6

ULT

6 as Sarah obeyed Abraham, calling him lord, whose children you have become, doing what is good and not
being afraid of any terror.

UST

6 Sarah, for example, obeyed her husband Abraham and called him master. God will consider you to be her
daughters if you do what is right and are not afraid of what your husbands or anyone else may do to you
because you are believers.

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Translation Questions 1 Peter 3:7

1 Peter 3:7

ULT

7 Husbands, in the same way, living with {your} wife according to understanding, as with a weaker container,
assigning her honor as also fellow heirs of the grace of life, so that your prayers will not be hindered.

UST

7 You men who are believers, just as your wives should respect you, you should conduct your lives in an
appropriate way with them. Treat them respectfully, realizing that they are usually weaker than you are. But
also realize that God is making them to live forever, just like you. Do this so that nothing will hinder you from

praying.

Why should husbands live with their wives according to knowledge?
Husbands should live with their wives according to knowledge so their prayers are not hindered.

1 Peter 3:8

ULT

8 Now finally, all of you, be likeminded, compassionate, loving as brothers, tenderhearted, humble;

UST

8 To end this part of my letter, I say to all of you, agree with each other in what you think. Be sympathetic
toward each other. Love each other as members of the same family should. Act compassionately toward each
other. Be humble.

Why did Peter instruct all of the foreigners, the chosen ones, to be likeminded and to

continue to bless? (vv8-9)
Because they were all called to do so, that they might inherit a blessing.

1 Peter 3:9

ULT

9 not paying back evil in exchange for evil or insult in exchange for insult, but on the contrary, blessing,
because to this you were called, so that you might inherit a blessing.

UST

9 When people do evil things to you or insult you, do not do the same to them. Instead, ask God to help them,
because that is what you have been chosen by God to do, in order that he may help you.

(There are no questions for this verse.)
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Translation Questions 1 Peter 3:10

1 Peter 3:10
