Where was Moses when he spoke to Israel?

What did Moses say was there reason the people did not need to be afraid? (vv29-31)
He told them not to be afraid, because Yahweh would go before them and would fight for them like he did in Egypt
and in the wilderness.

44 Then the men of the Amor people group who lived in that region came out of their towns and attacked
those soldiers. They chased your ancestors’ soldiers like a swarm of bees would chase a person, and they
pursued their men south from Edom and defeated them at the city of Hormah.

5 You shall not fight them, for I will not give to you {any} of their land, {even as little} as a step of the sole of a
foot, for I have given Mount Seir to Esau {as} a possession.

3 but do not start to fight against them, because I am not going to give you even a tiny bit of their land. I have
given that land to the descendants of Esau.

They were not to trouble Moab or fight with them because Yahweh was not giving them that land.
