ULT

15 and Eliud fathered Eleazar, and Eleazar fathered Matthan, and Matthan fathered Jacob,

UST

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Translation Questions Matthew 1:16

Matthew 1:16

ULT

16 and Jacob fathered Joseph the husband of Mary, by whom Jesus was born, who is called Christ.

UST
16 J3cob was the father of Joseph. Joseph was Mary’'s husband, and Mary was Jesus’ mother. Jesus is the one
who is called the Messiah.

At the end of the genealogy, who is the wife that is named, and why is she listed?
Mary, the wife of Joseph is listed, because by her Jesus was born.

Matthew 1:17

ULT

17 Therefore, all the generations from Abraham until David {were} 14 generations, and from David until the
Babylonian deportation {were} 14 generations, and from the Babylonian deportation until the Christ {were}
14 generations.

UST

17 The list of Jesus’ ancestors is as follows: Fourteen of them from the time when Abraham lived to the time
when King David lived. There were another fourteen from the time when David lived until the time when the
Israelites went away to Babylon, and then yet another fourteen from then until the time when the Messiah

UST

20 while he was seriously considering this, an angel whom the Lord sent surprised him in a dream. The angel
said, “Joseph, descendant of King David, do not be afraid to marry Mary. For what has been conceived in her
is there by the Holy Spirit.

What happened to Joseph that made him decide to remain engaged to Mary?
An angel told Joseph in a dream to take Mary as his wife because the baby was conceived by the Holy Spirit.

Matthew 1:21

ULT

21 And she will bear a son, and you will call his name Jesus, for he will save his people from their sins.”

UST

21 she will give birth to a son. Since it is he who will save his people from their sins, name him ‘Jesus.

Why was Joseph told to give the baby the name Jesus?
Joseph was told to name the baby Jesus because he will save his people from their sins.

When King Herod heard the news from the learned men, he was troubled.

Matthew 2:4

4 And having brought together all the chief priests and scribes of the people, he inquired from them, “Where
is the Christ being born?”

UST

4 Then Herod called together all the ruling priests and teachers of the Jewish laws. He asked them where the
prophets had predicted that the Messiah was to be born.

They knew the prophecy that said the Christ would be born in Bethlehem.

come out a ruler who will shepherd my people Israel.”

UST

How old was Jesus when the learned men came to see him?
Jesus was a young child when the learned men came to see him.

What gifts did the learned men give to Jesus?
The learned men gave to Jesus gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh.

Matthew 2:12

ULT
12 And having been warned through a dream not to return to Herod, they departed to their own country by
another way.

UST

12 Then God warned them in a dream not to return to King Herod. So they left for their country, but instead of
traveling back on the same road, they went on a different road.

By what way did the learned men return home, and why did they go this way?
The learned men returned home another way because God warned them in a dream not to return to Herod.

Matthew 2:13

ULT

13 Now after they had departed, behold, an angel of the Lord appears to Joseph by means of a dream, saying,
“Get up, take the young child and his mother, and flee to Egypt, and remain there until I tell you, for Herod is
going to seek the young child to kill him."

UST

13 After the men who studied the stars left Bethlehem, an angel from the Lord appeared to Joseph in a
dream. He said, “Get up, take the child and his mother, and flee into the country of Egypt. Stay there until I tell
you that you should leave, because King Herod is about to send soldiers to look for the child so that they can

kill him.”

What instructions did Joseph receive in a dream?
Joseph was instructed in a dream to take Jesus and Mary and flee to Egypt, because Herod was going to try to kill
Jesus.

Matthew 2:14

ULT
14 And he, having gotten up, took the young child and his mother at night and departed for Eqypt,

UST
14 50 Joseph got up that same night; he took the child and his mother, and they fled into Egypt.

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Translation Questions Matthew 2:15

Matthew 2:15

ULT

15 and he was there until the death of Herod, in order that might be fulfilled what had been spoken by the
Lord through the prophet, saying, “Out of Egypt I called my son.”

UST

15 They stayed there until King Herod died, and then they left Egypt again. In this way, what God had told the
prophet Hosea to write came true, “I have called my son to come out of Egypt.”

What prophecy was fulfilled by Jesus’ later return from Egypt?
The prophecy, “Out of Egypt I have called my son” was fulfilled when Jesus later returned from Egypt.

Matthew 2:16

ULT

16 Then Herod, having seen that he had been mocked by the learned men, was very angry, and having sent
forth, he killed all the male children who {were} in Bethlehem and in all its region, from two years and under,
according to the time that he had determined exactly from the learned men.

UST

16 Before King Herod died, he realized that those men had tricked him, and he became furious. Because he
thought that Jesus was still near Bethlehem, Herod sent soldiers there to kill all the boy babies two years old
and younger. Herod calculated how old the baby was, according to what the men who studied the stars told
him about when the star first appeared.

What did Herod do when the learned men did not return to him?
Herod killed all the male children in the region of Bethlehem who were two years old or younger.

17 When Herod did this, what the prophet Jeremiah had written long ago came true, when he wrote about
Bethlehem near the town of Ramah:

20 saying, “Having gotten up, take the child and his mother and go to the land of Israel, for those who are
seeking the life of the child have died.”

UST
20 “Get up and take the child and his mother and go back to the country of Israel to live, because the people
who were trying to kill the child have died.”

Matthew 2:21

ULT

21 And he, having gotten up, took the child and his mother, and entered into the land of Israel.

UST

21 50 Joseph took the child and his mother, and they went back to Israel.

ULT

22 gyt having heard that Archelaus is reigning over Judea in the place of his father Herod, he was afraid to go
there. But having been warned by means of a dream, he withdrew to the region of Galilee,

UST

22 When Joseph heard that Archaelaus now ruled in the province of Judea instead of his father, King Herod the
Great, he was afraid to go there. Then God instructed Joseph in a dream what to do, so Joseph, Mary, and the
baby went to the district of Galilee.

Where did Joseph settle to live with Mary and Jesus? (vv22-23)
Joseph settled to live with Mary and Jesus in Nazareth of Galilee.

Matthew 2:23

ULT
23 and having gone there, he lived in a city called Nazareth, so that it might be fulfilled what had been spoken
through the prophets, that he will be called a Nazarene.

UST
23 They went to the town of Nazareth to live there. The result was that what the prophets had said long ago
came true: “People will say that he is from Nazareth.”

What prophecy was fulfilled when Joseph moved to their new location?
The prophecy that the Christ would be called a Nazarene was fulfilled.

Matthew 3:1

ULT

1 Now in those days, John the Baptist comes preaching in the wilderness of Judea,

UST

1 While Jesus was still in the town of Nazareth, John, whom the people called the Baptizer, went to a desolate
place in the province of Judea.

UST

leather belt around his waist. His food was only grasshoppers and honey that he found in the wilderness.

I tell you
that he can change these stones here into descendants of Abraham!

What did John the Baptist warn the Pharisees and Sadducees not to think among

themselves?
John warned the Pharisees and Sadducees not to think among themselves that they had Abraham as their father.
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Translation Questions Matthew 3:10

Matthew 3:10

ULT
10 Byt already the ax is set against the root of the trees. So, every tree not producing good fruit is chopped
down and is thrown into the fire.

UST

10 God is ready right now to punish you, just like a man who starts to chop away the roots of a fruit tree that
does not give good fruit. He will chop down every tree like that and throw it into the fire.”

According to John, what happens to every tree that does not produce good fruit?
John says that every tree that does not bear good fruit is chopped down and thrown into the fire.

Matthew 3:11

ULT

11 baptize you with water for repentance. But the one coming after me is mightier than I, of whom I am not
worthy to carry away {his} sandals. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with fire;

UST

1 “As for me, I am not very important, because I baptize you only with water. I do it when people are sorry for
having sinned. But someone else will come soon who will do very powerful things. He is so much greater
than I, that I do not even deserve to carry his sandals. He will baptize you in the Holy Spirit and in fire.

How would the one who was coming after John baptize?
The one who was coming after John would baptize with the Holy Spirit and fire.

Matthew 3:12

ULT

12 \whose winnowing fork is in his hand, and he will thoroughly clear off his threshing floor and gather his
wheat into the storehouse. But he will burn up the chaff with unquenchable fire.”

UST

12 He is holding his winnowing fork, ready to separate the good grain from the bad chaff. He is ready to clear
out all the bad chaff from where he has threshed the grain. He will take the righteous people home, as a
farmer puts his wheat into his storehouse; but he will burn the wicked people, like one burns the chaff, in a

fire that never goes out.”

Matthew 3:13

ULT

13 Then Jesus comes from Galilee to the Jordan, to John, to be baptized by him.
