Joseph was instructed in a dream to take Jesus and Mary and flee to Egypt because Herod was going to try to kill

Jesus.

 So Joseph woke up that night after having the dream. He took the child and Mary the child's mother, and

they fled into Egypt.

What prophecy was fulfilled when Joseph moved to their new location?
The prophecy that the Christ would be called a Nazarene was fulfilled.

He will put his wheat into his storehouse; but he will burn the inedible parts, in a fire that

never goes out. {Similarly, God will bring to himself those who are pleasing to him, and will punish those who

are displeasing to him}”

am able to heal you?” They said to him, “Yes, Lord!”

Jesus healed the two blind men according to their faith.

works, so you deserve to receive food from the people to whom you go.

 Sparrows have so little value that you can buy two of them for only one small coin. But when any sparrow

Jesus will confess him before the Father in heaven.

 But whoever denies me before men, I will also deny him before my Father in {the} heavens.

 But if they are afraid to say in front of others who want to harm them that they belong to me, I will tell my

Father, who is in heaven, that they are not mine.” 

What will Jesus do for everyone who denies him before men?
Jesus will deny him before the Father in heaven.

 Take my yoke on you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for

your souls. 

UST
29

 Let me help you carry your heavy burden, like two beasts of burden would pull a heavy load. For I feel

compassion towards you. If you let me help you, and you learn from me, you will have spiritual peace within

yourselves. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 11:30

ULT
30

 For my yoke {is} easy and my burden is light.” 

UST
30

 For I will carry most of the heavy burden for you, and it will be much easier for you”

him to eat nor for the ones with him, except only for the priests?

the men who were with him ate it.

What question did the Pharisees ask Jesus in the synagogue in front of the man with the

 But Jesus, having perceived {this}, withdrew from there. And many followed him, and he healed them all,

 Because Jesus knew that the Pharisees were plotting to kill him, he took the disciples and went away from

there. Large crowds, including many sick people, followed him, and he healed them all.

 and he commanded them that they might not make him known, 

UST

 But he told them firmly that they should not tell other people about him. 

(There are no questions for this verse.)

 By doing this he fulfilled what Isaiah the prophet had written long ago. He wrote,

him, and he will bring justice and salvation to the non-Jews.” 

In Isaiah’s prophecy about Jesus, who would hear God’s judgment and have confidence in

The Gentiles would hear God’s judgment and have confidence in Jesus.

Jesus would not strive, cry aloud, break a bruised reed, or quench smoking flax.

 He will not break a bruised reed; and he will not quench a smoking flax, until he leads justice to victory, 

UST

 He will be gentle with the weak people; If a person is barely alive, he will not kill him. And he will judge the

people with justice and declare that they are not guilty.

ULT
21

 and in his name Gentiles will hope.” 

UST
21

 So the non-Jews will confidently trust in him.” 

(There are no questions for this verse.)

 Then {one} being demon-possessed was brought to him, blind and mute, and he healed him, so that the

mute {one} spoke and saw.

 One day some men brought to Jesus a man who was blind and unable to speak because he had a demon.

their work.

 But if I cast out demons by {the} Spirit of God, then the kingdom of God has come upon you.

Jesus said that the kingdom of God had come upon them if he was driving out demons by the Spirit of God.

 “Sometimes when an evil spirit leaves a person, it wanders around in desolate areas, seeking someone in

whom he can rest. If he does not find anyone, 

How will Jesus’ generation be like a man who has an unclean spirit go away from him?

(vv43-45)
Jesus’ generation will be like a man who has an unclean spirit go away from him, because the unclean spirit returns

with seven other spirits and the final condition of the man becomes worse than the first.

brothers. 

(There are no questions for this verse.)

 For whoever does the will of my Father in {the} heavens, he is my brother, and sister, and mother.” 

UST
50

 Those who do what God my Father who is in heaven wants take the place of my brother, my sister, or my

mother.” 

(There are no questions for this verse.)

hillside and having gone out, does he not seek the one wandering?

 What do you think you would do in the following situation? If you had one hundred sheep and one of them

got lost, you would surely leave the ninety-nine sheep that were on the hillside and go and search for the lost

one, would you not? 

How is the person who seeks the one lost sheep like the Father in heaven? (vv12-14)
It is also not the will of the Father that one of the little ones should perish. 
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Matthew 18:13

ULT
13

 And if he happens to find it, truly I say to you that he rejoices over it more than over the 99 {that} have not

gone astray. 

UST
13

 If you found it, I affirm to you that you would rejoice very much. You would be happy that ninety-nine

sheep did not stray away, but you would rejoice even more because you had found the sheep that had

strayed away. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 18:14

ULT
14

 In the same way, it is not {the} will before your Father in the heavens that one of these little ones would

perish. 

UST
14

 In the same way that the shepherd does not want one of his sheep to stray away, so God, your Father in

heaven, does not want even one of these children to go to hell.” 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 18:15

ULT
15

 But if your brother sins against you, go, reprove him between you and him alone. If he listens to you, you

have gained your brother. 

UST
15

 “If a fellow believer sins against you, go to him when you can be alone with him, and reprove him for

sinning against you. If that person listens to you and feels sorry that he has sinned against you, you and he

will be good brothers once more. 

If your brother sins against you, what is the first thing you should do?
First, you should go and show him his fault between you and him alone.

 But if he does not listen, take with you yet one or two {others}, so that by {the} mouth of two or three

witnesses every word might be verified. 

UST
16

 If, however, that person does not listen to you, go get one or two other fellow believers. Have them go with

you so that, as the law says, ‘there must be two or three witnesses to confirm every accusation.’ 

If your brother does not listen, what is the second thing you should do?
Second, you should take with you one or two more brothers as witnesses. 

Matthew 18:17

17

 But if he refuses to listen to them, speak to the church. But if he also refuses to listen to the church, let him

be to you even as the Gentile and the tax collector. 

UST
17

 If the one who has sinned against you does not listen to them, tell the matter to the entire congregation so

that they can correct him. And if the person does not listen to the congregation, exclude him from among

you, just as you would exclude pagans and tax collectors as hopeless sinners. 

If your brother still does not listen, what is the third thing you should do?
Third, you should tell the matter to the church. 

If your brother still will not listen, what should be done?
Finally, if he will not listen to the church, he should be treated as a Gentile and a tax collector.

 Truly I say to you, whatever you bind on the earth will be bound in heaven; and whatever you release on

the earth will be released in heaven. 

UST
18

 Keep this in mind: Whatever you decide on earth about punishing or not punishing a member of your

congregation is what has also been decided by God in heaven. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Matthew 18:19

ULT
19

 Again I truly say to you that if two of you agree together on the earth about any matter that they ask, it will

be done for them by my Father in {the} heavens. 

UST
19

 Also note this: If at least two of you who live here on earth agree together about whatever you ask for, my

Father who is in heaven, will give you what you ask for. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 18:20

ULT
20

 For where two or three are gathered together in my name, there I am in their midst.” 

UST

 This is true, because wherever at least two or three of you assemble because you believe in me, I am with

What did Jesus promise where two or three are gathered in his name?
Jesus promised to be in the midst of two or three gathered in his name.

 Then having approached, Peter said to him, “Lord, how often will my brother sin against me and I will

forgive him? Until seven times?”

 Then Peter approached Jesus and said to him, “Lord, how many times must I forgive a fellow believer who

keeps on sinning against me? If he keeps asking me to forgive him, must I forgive him as many as seven

times?” 

How many times did Jesus say we should forgive our brother? (vv21-22)
Jesus said we should forgive our brother 70 times 7 times. 
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Matthew 18:22

22

 Jesus said to him, “I do not say to you up to seven times, but up to seventy times seven. 

UST
22

 Jesus said to him, “I tell you that the number of times you must forgive someone is not just up to seven,

but you must forgive him seventy-seven times. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 18:23

ULT
23

 For this reason, the kingdom of the heavens may be compared to a man, a king, who wanted to settle

accounts with his slaves. 

UST
23

 God’s rule from heaven is like a king and his officials. He wanted his officials to pay what they owed him. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 18:24

ULT
24

 Now {when} he had begun to settle, one debtor of 10,000 talents was brought to him. 

UST
24

 So those officials came to the king to settle their accounts with him. One of the officials brought to the king

owed him a debt that was worth the value of more than three metric tons of gold. 

What did the servant owe his master, and could he repay his master? (vv24-25)
The servant owed his master 10,000 talents, which he could not repay. 
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Matthew 18:25

25

 But, he not being able to repay, the master commanded him to be sold, together with {his} wife and

children and everything, as much as he had, and repayment to be made. 

UST
25

 But because he did not have enough money to pay what he owed, the king demanded that he, his wife, his

children and all he possessed be sold to someone else and that the king be repaid with the money that was

paid for them.

 So, having fallen down, the slave was bowing down before him, saying, ‘Master, have patience with me, and

I will repay you everything.’

 Then that official, knowing that he did not have the money to pay that huge debt, fell on his knees in front

of the king and he begged him, ‘Be patient with me, and I will pay you all of it, eventually.’ 

(There are no questions for this verse.)

 Now having felt compassion, the master of that slave released him and forgave him the debt. 

UST

 The king, knowing that the official could never pay all that huge debt, felt sorry for him. So he canceled his

debt and released him. 

Why did the master forgive the servant his debt?
The master was moved with compassion and forgave the servant his debt. 
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Matthew 18:28

28

 But having gone out, that slave found one of his fellow slaves, who owed him 100 denarii, and having

grasped him, he choked {him}, saying, ‘Repay whatever you owe.’ 

UST
28

 Then this same official went to another one of the king’s officials who owed him a bit less than a year’s

wages. He grabbed him by the throat, started choking him, and said to him, ‘Pay back what you owe me!’ 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 18:29

ULT
29

 Then having fallen down, his fellow slave begged him, saying, ‘Have patience with me, and I will repay you.’ 

UST
29

 That official fell on his knees and begged him saying, ‘Be patient with me, and I will pay you all of it,

eventually.’ 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 18:30

ULT
30

 But he was not willing. Instead, having gone out, he threw him into prison until he might repay {what} is

owed. 

UST
30

 But the first official kept refusing to cancel that small debt that the man owed him. Instead, he put that

official into prison and to stay there until he could pay back all the money that he owed him. 

What did the servant do with his fellow-servant who owed him one hundred denarii?
The servant refused to be patient and threw the fellow-servant into prison. 
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Matthew 18:31

ULT
31

 Therefore, his fellow slaves, having seen {what} had happened, were very upset. And having come, they

fully explained to their master everything {that} had happened. 

UST
31

 When the other officials of the king learned that this had happened, they were very distressed. So they

went to the king and reported in detail what had happened.

Matthew 18:32

ULT
32

 Then, having called him, his master said to him, ‘You wicked slave, I forgave you all that debt because you

begged me. 

UST
32

 Then the king summoned the official who had owed him a debt worth more than three metric tons of gold.

He said to him, ‘You wicked servant! I canceled that huge debt that you owed me because you begged me to

do so! 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 18:33

ULT
33

 Was it not necessary for you to also have had mercy on your fellow slave, just as I also had mercy on you?’ 

UST
33

 You should have been merciful and canceled your fellow official’s debt, just like I was merciful to you and

canceled your debt!’ 

What did the master tell the servant he should have done with the fellow-servant?
The master told the servant he should have had mercy on the fellow-servant. 
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Matthew 18:34

ULT
34

 And having been provoked, his master handed him over to the torturers until he would repay all {that} is

owed. 

UST
34

 The king was very angry. He handed this official over to some jailers who would torture him severely until

he paid all of the debt that he owed.” 

What did the master then do to the servant?
The master handed the servant over to the torturers until he would pay all that was owed. 

Matthew 18:35

ULT
35

 In this way also my heavenly Father will do to you, if each of you do not forgive his brother from your

heart.”

 Then Jesus continued by saying, “That is what my Father in heaven will do to you if you do not feel merciful

and sincerely forgive a fellow believer who sins against you.”

Jesus said the Father will do to us like the master did to the servant if we do not forgive our brother from the heart.

What question did the Pharisees ask Jesus to test him?
The Pharisees asked Jesus, “Is it lawful for a man to divorce his wife for any cause?”

 But he, answering, said, “Have you not read that the one having made {them} from {the} beginning made

them male and female, 

UST
4
 Jesus said to them, “You have read the scriptures, so you should know that at the time when God first

created people, ‘He made one man, and he made one woman.’ 

What did Jesus say had been true from the beginning of creation?
Jesus said that from the beginning of creation, God had made them male and female. 

Matthew 19:5

ULT
5
 and said, ‘On account of this, a man will leave {his} father and mother and will be joined to his wife, and the

two will be one flesh’?

 That explains why God said, ‘That is why a man leaves his father and mother and marries his wife. The two

of them will live together as though they were one person.’

 Jesus said to them, “It was because your ancestors stubbornly wanted their own ways that Moses allowed

them to divorce their wives, and you are no different from them.

woman, he did not intend for them to separate from each other. 

(There are no questions for this verse.)

 But I say to you that whoever divorces his wife, except for sexual immorality, and marries another, commits

adultery; and the one having been divorced, having married, commits adultery.” 

UST

 I am telling you emphatically that God considers that any man who divorces his wife and marries another

woman is committing adultery, unless his first wife has committed adultery.” 

Who did Jesus say commits adultery?
Jesus said that whoever divorces his wife, except for fornication, and marries another commits adultery, and that a

man who marries a divorced woman commits adultery.

 The disciples say to him, “If thus is the case of the man with {his} wife, it is better not to marry.” 

UST
10

 The disciples said to him, “If that is true, it is better for men never to marry!” 

Who did Jesus say could accept being a eunuch? (vv10-12)
Jesus said that those who are allowed to accept it can accept being a eunuch. 

Matthew 19:11

ULT
11

 But he said to them, “Not everyone can accept this word, but the ones to whom it has been given. 

UST
11

 He answered, “Not every man is able to accept this teaching, but only the men whom God enables to

accept it. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 19:12

ULT
12

 For there are eunuchs who were born thus from {their} mother’s womb, and there are eunuchs who were

made eunuchs by men, and there are eunuchs who made themselves eunuchs for the sake of the kingdom of

the heavens. The one being able to accept {this}, let him accept {it}.”

 There are men who do not marry because their private parts have been defective ever since they were

born.

 He says to him, “Which ones?” And Jesus said, “Do not kill, do not commit adultery, do not steal, do not

bear false witness,

 The man asked Jesus, “Which commandments must I keep?” Jesus answered him, “Do not murder anyone,

do not commit adultery, do not steal things, do not testify falsely, 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Matthew 19:19

ULT
19

 honor {your} father and {your} mother, and love your neighbor as yourself.” 

UST
19

 honor your father and your mother, and love every other person as much as you love yourself.” 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 19:20

ULT
20

 The young man says to him, “All these {things} I have obeyed. What do I still lack?” 

UST
20

 The young man said to Jesus, “I have always obeyed all those commandments. What else must I do in

order to live with God forever?” 

When the young man said he had kept the commandments, what did Jesus tell him to do?

(vv20-21)
When the young man said he had kept the commandments, Jesus told him to sell what he had and give it to the

poor.

 Jesus said to him, “If you want to be perfect, go, sell {what} you possess, and give to {the} poor, and you will

have treasure in {the} heavens; and come, follow me.”

 Jesus said to him, “If you desire to be exactly how God wants you to be, go home, sell everything that you

have, and give the money to poor people. The result will be that you will be wealthy in heaven. Then come,

follow me, and be my disciple!”

 But the young man, having heard the word, went away being grieved, for he had many possessions.

 When the young man heard those words, he went away feeling sad, because he was very rich and did not

hour?
The landowner said he would pay them whatever is right.

 They say to him, ‘Because no one hired us.’ He says to them, ‘You also go into the vineyard.’

 They said to him, ‘Because no one has hired us.’ He said to them, ‘I will hire you. Go to my vineyard as other

men have done, and work there.’ So they went. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 20:8

 And evening having come, the owner of the vineyard says to his manager, ‘Call the workers and pay them

{their} wages, having begun from the last to the first.’

 When evening came, the owner of the vineyard said to his manager, ‘Tell the men to come so that you can

give them their wages. First, pay the men who started working last, and pay the men last who started

working first.’

 Jesus said to them, “You need to think carefully about these words that you have read in the scriptures:

‘The men who were building a large building rejected a certain stone. But others put that same stone in its

proper place, and it has become the most important stone of the building. The Lord has done this, and we

marvel as we look at it.’

 Jesus said to them, “If the Messiah is King David’s descendant, then David should not have called him ‘Lord’

 ‘{The} Lord said to my Lord, “Sit at my right hand, until I might put your enemies under your feet”’?

that righteous one. For I suffered much today by way of a dream about him.”

 While Pilate was sitting in the judge’s seat, his wife sent him this message: “Early this morning I had a bad

dream because of that man. So do not condemn that righteous man!” 

What message did Pilate’s wife send to him as he was sitting on the judgment-seat?
She told Pilate to have nothing to do with that innocent man. 
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Matthew 27:20

ULT
20

 Now the chief priests and the elders persuaded the crowds so that they would ask for Barabbas, but would

kill Jesus. 

UST
20

 But the chief priests and elders persuaded the crowd to ask Pilate to release Barabbas, and to order that

Jesus be executed. 

Why was Barabbas, and not Jesus, released according to the custom of the feast?
The chief priests and elders persuaded the crowd to ask for Barabbas to be released instead of Jesus. 

Matthew 27:21

ULT
21

 But answering, the governor said to them, “Which from the two do you want {that} I would release to you?”

But they said, “Barabbas.” 

UST
21

 So when the governor asked them, “Which of the two men do you want me to release for you?” They

replied, “Barabbas!” 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 27:22

ULT
22

 Pilate says to them, “What then should I do with Jesus, called Christ?” They all answer, “Crucify him.” 

UST
22

 Pilate asked them, “So what should I do with Jesus who some of you say is the Messiah?” They all

answered, “Command that your soldiers crucify him!” 

What did the crowd cry out that they wanted done with Jesus?
The crowd cried out that they wanted Jesus to be crucified. 
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Matthew 27:23

ULT
23

 But he said, “For what evil did he do?” But they cried out even louder, saying, “Crucify {him}.” 

UST
23

 Pilate replied, “Why? What crime has he committed?” But they shouted even louder, “Have him crucified!” 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 27:24

ULT
24

 But Pilate, having seen that he is not helping, but instead a riot is starting, having taken water, washed

{his} hands in front of the crowd, saying, “I am innocent from the blood of this one. See to {it} yourselves.” 

UST
24

 Pilate realized that he was accomplishing nothing. He saw that instead, the people were starting to riot. So

he took a basin of water and washed his hands as the crowd was watching. He said, “By washing my hands I

am showing you that if this man dies, it is your fault, not mine!” 

When Pilate saw a riot was starting, what did he do?
Pilate washed his hands, said he was innocent of this innocent man’s blood, and gave Jesus over to the crowd.

 And answering, all the people said, “His blood {be} on us and on our children!” 

UST
25

 And all the people answered, “May we be guilty for causing him to die, and may our children be guilty, too!” 

What did the people say when Pilate handed Jesus to them?
The people said, “May his blood be on us and our children”. 
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Matthew 27:26

ULT
26

 Then he released Barabbas to them, but having scourged Jesus, he handed {him} over so that he would be

crucified. 

UST
26

 Then he ordered the soldiers to release Barabbas for them. But he ordered that his soldiers whip Jesus.

And then he turned Jesus over to the soldiers for them to nail Jesus to a cross. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 27:27

ULT
27

 Then the soldiers of the governor, having taken Jesus into the Praetorium, gathered before him the whole

cohort. 

UST
27

 Then the governor’s soldiers took Jesus into the soldiers’ barracks. The whole cohort gathered around him. 

What did the soldiers of the governor put on Jesus? (vv27-29)
The soldiers put a scarlet robe on him and a crown of thorns on his head. 

Matthew 27:28

ULT
28

 And having stripped him, they put a scarlet robe on him. 

UST
28

 They pulled off his clothes and put a bright red robe on him, pretending he was a king. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Matthew 27:29

ULT
29

 And having woven together a crown of thorns, they put {it} on his head and a reed in his right hand, and

having knelt down before him, they mocked him, saying, “Hail, King of the Jews!” 

UST
29

 They took some branches with thorns and wove them to make a crown and put it on his head. They put in

his right hand a reed like a staff that a king would hold. Then they knelt in front of him and made fun of him,

saying, “Greetings to the king of the Jews!” 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 27:30

ULT
30

 And having spat on him, they took the reed and kept striking {him} on his head. 

UST
30

 They kept spitting on him. They took the staff and kept striking him on the head with it. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 27:31

ULT
31

 And when they had mocked him, they took the robe off him and put {his} own garments on him and led

him away to crucify {him}. 

UST
31

 When they had finished ridiculing him, they pulled off the robe and put his own clothes on him. Then they

led him away to the place where they would nail him to a cross. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Matthew 27:32

ULT
32

 Now coming out, they found a man from Cyrene named Simon, whom they forced so that he would carry

his cross. 

UST
32

 After Jesus carried his cross a short distance, the soldiers saw a man named Simon, who was from the city

of Cyrene. They forced him to carry the cross for Jesus. 

What was Simon of Cyrene forced to do?
Simon was forced to carry Jesus’ cross. 

Matthew 27:33

ULT
33

 And having come to a place called Golgotha, which is saying, “{The} Place of a Skull,” 

UST
33

 They came to a place called Golgotha. That name means “the place like a skull.” 

Where did they go to crucify Jesus?
They went to Golgotha, which means “The Place of a Skull”. 

Matthew 27:34

ULT
34

 they gave him wine mixed with gall to drink. But having tasted {it}, he was not willing to drink {it}. 

UST
34

 When they got there, they mixed with wine something that tasted very bitter. They gave it to Jesus to drink

so that he would not feel so much pain when they nailed him on the cross. But when he tasted it, he refused

to drink it. Some soldiers took his clothes. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Matthew 27:35

ULT
35

 Now having crucified him, they divided up his garments by casting lots, 

UST
35

 Then they nailed him to the cross. Afterwards, they divided his clothes among themselves by gambling

with something like dice to decide which piece of clothing each one would get. 

What did the soldiers do after they crucified Jesus? (vv35-36)
The soldiers cast lots to divide up Jesus’ garments and then sat and watched him.

 and sitting down, they kept guard over him there.

 Then the soldiers sat down there to guard him, to prevent anyone from trying to rescue him.

What writing did they put above Jesus’ head?
They wrote, “THIS IS JESUS, THE KING OF THE JEWS”.

 They also nailed two bandits to crosses. They placed one cross on the right side of Jesus and the other on

the left side. 

Who was crucified with Jesus?
Two robbers were crucified with Jesus, one on his right and one on his left. 

Matthew 27:39

ULT
39

 But the ones passing by were insulting him, shaking their heads 

UST
39

 The people who were passing by insulted him by shaking their heads as if he were an evil man. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 27:40

ULT
40

 and saying, “You destroying the temple and rebuilding {it} in three days, save yourself! If you are {the} Son

of God, come down from the cross!” 

UST
40

 They said, “You said you would destroy the temple and then build it again within three days! So if you can

do that, you should be able to save yourself! If you are the Son of God, come down from the cross!” 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 27:41

ULT
41

 Likewise also the chief priests, mocking {him} with the scribes and elders, said, 

UST
41

 Similarly, the chief priests, the men who taught the Jewish laws, and the elders made fun of him. They said

things like,

 “He saved others; he is not able to save himself. He is {the} King of Israel! Let him come down now from the

What did the people, the chief priests, the scribes, and the elders challenge Jesus to do?
They all challenged Jesus to save himself and come down from the cross.

UST
43

 “He says that he trusts in God, and that he is the man who is also God. So if God is pleased with him, God

should rescue him now!”

ULT
44

 In the same way, the robbers being crucified with him also were reviling him. 

UST
44

 And the two bandits who on crosses with him also insulted him, saying similar things. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Matthew 27:45

ULT
45

 Now from {the} sixth hour darkness happened over all the land until {the} ninth hour. 

UST
45

 At noon it became dark over the whole land. It stayed dark until three o’clock in the afternoon. 

What happened from the sixth to the ninth hour?
Darkness came over the whole land from the sixth to the ninth hour. 

Matthew 27:46

ULT
46

 But about the ninth hour, Jesus cried out with a loud voice, saying, “Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani?” which is, “My

God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” 

UST
46

 At about three o’clock Jesus shouted loudly, “Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani?” That means, “My God, my God, why

have you deserted me?” 

What did Jesus cry out at the ninth hour?
Jesus cried out, “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” 

Matthew 27:47

ULT
47

 But some of the ones {that} had been standing there, having heard {it}, were saying, “He calls for Elijah.” 

UST
47

 When some of the people standing there heard the word “Eli,” they thought that he was calling for the

prophet Elijah. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 
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Matthew 27:48

ULT
48

 And immediately one of them, having run and having taken a sponge, having both filled {it} with sour wine

and having put {it} on a reed, gave {it} to him to drink. 

UST
48

 Immediately one of them ran and got a sponge. He filled it with sour wine. Then he put the sponge on the

tip of a reed and held it up in order that Jesus could suck out the wine that was in it. 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 27:49

ULT
49

 But the rest were saying, “Leave {him} alone. We may see whether Elijah comes to save him.” 

UST
49

 But the other people there said, “Wait! Let us see if Elijah comes to save him!” 

(There are no questions for this verse.) 

Matthew 27:50

50

 But Jesus, having cried out again with a loud voice, released {his} spirit. 

UST
50

 Then after Jesus shouted out loudly again, he died, giving his spirit over to God. 

What happened after Jesus cried out again with a loud voice?
Jesus gave up his spirit. 
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Matthew 27:51

ULT
51

 And behold, the curtain of the temple was split in two from top to bottom, and the earth shook, and the

rocks were split apart. 

UST
51

 At that moment the heavy thick curtain that closed off the Most Holy Place in the temple split into two

pieces from top to bottom. The earth shook, and some large rocks split open. 

What happened in the temple after Jesus died?
The curtain of the temple was split in two from the top to the bottom after Jesus died.

 And the tombs were opened, and many of the bodies of the saints {that} had fallen asleep were raised. 

UST
52

 Tombs opened up, and the bodies of many people who had honored God became alive again. 

What happened at the tombs after Jesus died? (vv52-53)
Many saints that had fallen asleep were raised and appeared to many after Jesus died. 

Matthew 27:53

 And having come out from the tombs after his resurrection, they entered into the holy city and appeared

to many. 

UST
53

 They came out of the tombs, and after Jesus became alive again, they went into Jerusalem and appeared to

many people there. 

(There are no questions for this verse.)

ULT
54

 Now the centurion and the ones with him watching Jesus, having seen the earthquake and the {things

that} had happened, became very afraid, saying, “Truly this was {the} Son of God.” 

UST
54

 The officer who supervised the soldiers who nailed Jesus to the cross was standing nearby. His soldiers

who were guarding the crosses were also there. When they felt the earthquake and saw all the other things

 Now {when} it became evening, there came a rich man from Arimathea, named Joseph, who also himself

was discipled by Jesus. 

UST
57

 When it was almost evening, a rich man named Joseph came there. He was from the town of Arimathea.

He also was a disciple of Jesus. 

After he was crucified, what happened to the body of Jesus? (vv57-58)
A rich disciple of Jesus, Joseph, asked Pilate for the body, wrapped it in linen, and laid it in his own new tomb.

 He, having approached Pilate, asked for the body of Jesus. Then Pilate commanded {it} to be given to him.

 He went to Pilate and asked Pilate to allow him to take the body of Jesus and bury it. Pilate ordered his

 And Joseph, having taken the body, wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, 

UST
59

 So Joseph and others took the body and wrapped it in a clean white cloth.

 and laid it in {his} own new tomb that he had cut into the rock. And having rolled a large stone against the

door of the tomb, he went away. 

UST

 Then they placed it in Joseph’s own new tomb that workers had dug out of a rock cliff. They rolled a huge

circular flat stone in front of the entrance to the tomb. Then they left. 

What was placed across the door of the tomb where Jesus’ body was laid?
A large stone was placed across the door of the tomb where Jesus’ body was laid.

 Now Mary Magdalene and the other Mary were there, sitting opposite the tomb.

 Mary from Magdala and the other Mary were sitting there opposite the tomb, watching.

The chief priests and the Pharisees wanted to make sure that Jesus’ tomb was secure so that no one could steal the

 saying, “Sir, we remember that that deceiver, yet living, said, ‘After three days I am being raised up.’ 

UST
63

 They said, “Sir, we remember that while that deceiver was still alive, he said, ‘Three days after I die I will

become alive again.’

Matthew 27:64

ULT
64

 Therefore, command the tomb to be made secure until the third day. Otherwise his disciples, having come,

might steal him and might say to the people, ‘He has been raised up from the dead,’ and the last deception

will be worse than the first.”

 So we ask you to order soldiers to guard the tomb for three days. If you do not do that, his disciples may

come and steal the body. Then they will tell people that he has risen from the dead. If they deceive people by
