What was not found among all the living creatures?

A suitable helper was not found for the man.

Genesis 2:21
ULT

his ribs and closed up its place {with} flesh.

UST

21 50 Yahweh God caused the man to sleep deeply. Then while the man was asleep, God took a rib {out of the
man’s body} and filled in the place where it had been with flesh {and healed it}.

How did Yahweh make the woman? (vv21-22)

Yahweh caused the man to sleep and took one of the man’s ribs and made the woman from it.

22 Then Yahweh God built the rib which he had taken from the man into a woman, and he brought her to the
man.

22 Next Yahweh God made a woman from the rib which he had taken out of the man{’s body}, and he took
her to the man.
