Job 1:1

ULT: 
There was a man in the land of Uz. Job was his name, and that man was blameless and
righteous, both fearful of God and turning from evil. 

UST: 
In the land of Uz there lived a man whose name was Job. He was a man of complete
integrity. He respected God and so he avoided doing evil things. 

How is Job’s character described? 

He was blameless and righteous and honored God and turned from evil.
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Job 1:2

ULT: 
Seven sons and three daughters were born to him. 

UST: 
Now Job had seven sons and three daughters. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 1:3

ULT: 
And his stock was 7,000 sheep and 3,000 camels and 500 pairs of oxen and 500 donkeys
and a very large retinue. And that man was greater than all the sons of the East. 

UST: 
He owned 7,000 sheep, 3,000 camels, 1,000 oxen, and 500 donkeys. He also had many
servants. Job was richer than anyone else who lived in the area east of the Jordan River.

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 1:4

ULT: 
And his sons went and made a feast, a man in {his} house on his day, and they sent and
called their three sisters to eat and to drink with them. 

UST: 
Job’s sons often held feasts in their homes. Whenever any of them held a feast, he would
invite all of his brothers and sisters to share the meal with him. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 1:5

ULT: 
And it happened that when the days of the feast had gone around, Job sent and
consecrated them. He arose early in the morning and offered burnt offerings {according
to} the number of all of them. For Job said, “Perhaps my sons have sinned and blessed
God in their hearts.” Thus Job did all the days. 

UST: 
After all of the sons had each held a feast, Job would gather his children together. He
would ask Yahweh to cleanse them from any action they might have committed during
their feasting that would have made them unacceptable to him. He would get up early in
the morning, kill animals, and burn them on the altar {as sacrifices}, one for each {of
his children}. {For} Job {always said}, “Perhaps my children have sinned by saying
something evil about God in their thoughts. {If they have, I need to ask God to forgive
them.}” Job did this after each time his sons had all hosted feasts. 

After Job’s sons held feasts with their brothers and sisters in their houses,
what would Job do? 

Job would consecrate them to God, offer burnt offerings, and pray for them.
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Job 1:6

ULT: 
And it was the day, and the sons of God came to present themselves to Yahweh. And the
adversary also came in the midst of them. 

UST: 
One day the angels came and gathered together in front of Yahweh, and Satan came too.

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 1:7

ULT: 
And Yahweh said to the adversary, “From where have you come?” And the adversary
answered Yahweh and said, “From wandering on the earth and from going back and
forth on it.” 

UST: 
Yahweh asked Satan, “Where have you just come from?” Satan replied, “I have come
from the earth, where I was traveling around {to see what was happening}.” 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 1:8

ULT: 
And Yahweh said to the adversary, “Have you set your heart upon my servant Job? For
{there is} not like him on the earth, a blameless and righteous man, fearful of God and
turning from evil.” 

UST: 
Yahweh said to Satan, “Have you noticed Job, who worships me? I mention him
because no one else on earth has such complete integrity as he does. He respects me
and so he refuses to do anything evil.” 

Why did Yahweh say Satan should consider Job? 

There was no one like Job on the earth, a blameless and upright man, one who feared
God and turned away from evil.
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Job 1:9

ULT: 
And the adversary answered Yahweh and said, “Does Job fear God for nothing? 

UST: 
Satan replied to Yahweh, “Job only worships you because of what you have done for
him. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 1:10

ULT: 
Have you not put a hedge around him and around his house and around all that {is} his,
from every side? You have blessed the works of his hands, and his cattle have burst forth
in the land. 

UST: 
You have always protected him, his family, and everything he owns. You make him
succeed in whatever work he does. As a result, he has built very large herds of livestock.

How did Satan say Yahweh had protected Job? 

He made a hedge around Job, around his house, and around all that he had on every
side.
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Job 1:11

ULT: 
However, just stretch out your hand and touch all that {is} his, if he will not bless you to
your face.” 

UST: 
But if you attack what he owns and take it away, he will certainly curse you in front of
everyone.” 

What did Satan think would cause Job to renounce God? 

He said to Job would renounce God if God attacked all Job’s possessions.
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Job 1:12

ULT: 
And Yahweh said to the adversary, “Behold, all that {is} his {is} in your hand. Only
against him do not stretch out your hand.” And the adversary went away from the face
of Yahweh. 

UST: 
Yahweh replied to Satan, “All right, I permit you to take away everything that he has.
But do not harm him in his own body.” Satan {agreed and then} left Yahweh {in order to
carry out his attack on Job}. 

What did Yahweh give Satan permission to do? 

He gave Satan permission to take everything from Job, but not to lay a hand on his
person.
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Job 1:13

ULT: 
And it was the day, and his sons and his daughters {were} eating and drinking wine in
the house of their eldest brother. 

UST: 
One day after that, Job’s sons and daughters were attending a feast at the home of the
oldest brother. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 1:14

ULT: 
And a messenger came to Job and said, “The oxen were plowing and the donkeys
{were} feeding at their hand. 

UST: 
{While they were doing that,} a messenger arrived at Job’s home. He told Job, “Your
oxen were plowing the fields and your donkeys were grazing nearby. 

What did the messenger tell Job the Sabeans had done to him? (1:14-15) 

They killed all Job’s servants in the field and took away all the oxen and donkeys.
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Job 1:15

ULT: 
And Sheba fell {on them} and took them, and they struck the servants with the edge of
the sword, and only I alone have escaped to tell you.” 

UST: 
But a group of men, Sabeans, came and attacked us. They killed all of your servants
who were working in the fields. They took away all the oxen and donkeys! I am the only
one who has escaped to come and tell you what happened.” 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 1:16

ULT: 
That one {was} still speaking and another came and said, “The fire of God fell from the
heavens and burned up the sheep and the servants and consumed them, and only I alone
have escaped to tell you.” 

UST: 
While he was still talking to Job, another messenger arrived. He said to Job, “Lightning
from the sky struck and killed all the sheep and all the men who were taking care of
them! I am the only one who has escaped to come and tell you what happened.” 

What did the second messenger tell Job had happened to his sheep? 

The fire of God fell from the heavens and burned them up along with the servants.
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Job 1:17

ULT: 
That one {was} still speaking and another came and said, “The Chaldeans formed three
groups and rushed against the camels and took them, and they struck the servants with
the edge of the sword, and only I alone have escaped to tell you.” 

UST: 
While he was still talking to Job, a third messenger arrived. He said to Job, “Three
groups of robbers from the region of Chaldea came and attacked us. They stole all the
camels and killed all the men who were taking care of them. I am the only one who has
escaped to come and tell you what happened.” 

What did the third messenger tell Job had happened to his camels? 

Three groups of robbers came and attacked them. They stole all the camels and killed
all the men that were caring for them.
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Job 1:18

ULT: 
That one {was} still speaking and another came and said, “Your sons and your
daughters {were} eating and drinking wine in the house of their eldest brother. 

UST: 
While he was still talking to Job, a fourth messenger arrived. He said to Job: “Your
sons and daughters were feasting in the home of their oldest brother. 

What news did the fourth messenger bring to Job? (1:18-19) 

Job’s sons and daughters were feasting in their brother’s home when a great wind came
and struck the house, which collapsed on them and killed them.
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Job 1:19

ULT: 
And behold, a great wind came from across the desert and struck the four corners of the
house, and it fell on the young people and they died, and only I alone have escaped to
tell you.” 

UST: 
Suddenly a very strong wind came from the desert and struck the house. The house
collapsed on your sons and daughters and killed them all! I am the only one who has
escaped to come and tell you what happened.” 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 1:20

ULT: 
And Job arose and tore his robe and shaved his head and fell to the ground and
prostrated himself. 

UST: 
Then Job stood up and tore his robe and shaved his head {because he was very sad}.
Then he lay down on the ground to worship God. 

What did Job do after he got all these messages? 

Job tore his robe, shaved his head, lay facedown on the ground, and worshiped God.
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Job 1:21

ULT: 
And he said, “Naked I came from the womb of my mother, and naked I will return there.
Yahweh gave, and Yahweh has taken. May the name of Yahweh be blessed.” 

UST: 
He said, “When I was born, I was wearing no clothes. When I die, I will not take any
clothes with me. It is Yahweh who gave me everything that I possessed, and it is Yahweh
who has taken it all away. I find no fault with Yahweh.” 

What did Job say about his condition after these events? 

He said he came naked from his mother’s womb, and he would return naked.

What did Job say that Yahweh had done to him? 

Yahweh gave, and Yahweh has taken away.
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Job 1:22

ULT: 
In all of this, Job did not sin and he did not ascribe impropriety to God. 

UST: 
So in spite of all the things that had happened to him, Job did not sin by saying that
what God had done was wrong. 

How did Job show that he was not a foolish man? 

Job did not sin, nor did he foolishly accuse God.
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Job 2

Job 2:1

ULT: 
And it was the day, and the sons of God came to present themselves to Yahweh, and the
adversary also came in their midst to present himself to Yahweh. 

UST: 
On another day, the angels came again and gathered together in front of Yahweh. Satan
also came again. 

Who came with the sons of God when they presented themselves before
Yahweh? 

Satan also came and presented himself.
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Job 2:2

ULT: 
And Yahweh said to the adversary, “From where have you come?” And the adversary
answered Yahweh and said, “From wandering on the earth and from going back and
forth on it.” 

UST: 
Yahweh asked Satan, “Where have you come from {this time}?” Satan replied, “I have
come from the earth, where I was traveling around {to see what was happening}.” 

What did Satan tell Yahweh that he had been doing? 

He said he was going to and fro on the earth, and walking back and forth on it.
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Job 2:3

ULT: 
And Yahweh said to the adversary, “Have you set your heart on my servant Job? For
there is not like him on the earth, a blameless and righteous man, fearful of God and
turning from evil. And still he is holding firmly to his integrity, although you incited me
against him, to devour him for nothing.” 

UST: 
Yahweh asked Satan, “Have you noticed that Job continues to worship me? I mention
him again because no one else on earth has such complete integrity as he does. He
respects me, and so he refuses to do anything evil. He still does this even though you
persuaded me to {permit you to} attack him for no reason.” 

How did Yahweh say that Job continued to do after Satan’s attacks? 

Job held fast to his integrity.
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Job 2:4

ULT: 
And the adversary answered Yahweh and said, “Skin for skin! Indeed, all that {is} to a
man, he will give for his life. 

UST: 
Satan replied to Yahweh, “Job still worships you because he is glad you destroyed his
herds and family rather than destroying him. People will give up everything they have in
order to save their own lives. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 2:5

ULT: 
However, just stretch out your hand and touch upon his bones and upon his flesh, if he
will not bless you to your face.” 

UST: 
But if you harm his body, he will certainly curse you in front of everyone!” 

What does Satan want to do to Job now so that Job will curse God? 

Satan wants to touch Job’s bones and his body to hurt him.
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Job 2:6

ULT: 
And Yahweh said to the adversary, “Behold him in your hand; only spare his life.” 

UST: 
Yahweh replied to Satan, “All right, I permit you to harm his body. But you must leave
him alive.” 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 2:7

ULT: 
And the adversary went away from the face of Yahweh, and he struck Job with bad boils
from the sole of his foot to his pate. 

UST: 
Satan {agreed and he} left. He went and caused Job to suffer from very painful boils all
over his body. 

How did Satan afflict Job’s body? 

He afflicted Job with severe boils from the sole of his foot to the top of his head.
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Job 2:8

ULT: 
And he took for himself a shard to scrape himself with it, and he was sitting in the midst
of the ash pile. 

UST: 
Job took a piece of broken pottery and scraped the boils on his skin. He sat down in a
pile of ashes {outside the city}. 

What did Job do to deal with the pain of his affliction? 

He took a potshard and scraped himself as he sat in ashes.
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Job 2:9

ULT: 
And his wife said to him, “{Are} you still holding firmly to your integrity? Bless God
and die.” 

UST: 
His wife said to him, “You should not still be loyal to God! You should curse God and
then go ahead and die.” 

What did Job’s wife want him to do? 

Job’s wife wanted him to curse God and die.
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Job 2:10

ULT: 
But he said to her, “Like the speaking of the foolish one, you are speaking. Indeed, will
we receive the good from God and not receive the bad?” In all of this, Job did not sin
with his lips. 

UST: 
But Job replied, “You are talking the way people talk who do not know God. We should
be willing to receive whatever God sends us.” So in spite of all the things that had
happened to him, Job did not sin by saying that what God had done was wrong. 

What accusation did Job make to his wife? 

He accused her of thinking they should receive good at the hand of God but not evil.
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Job 2:11

ULT: 
And the three friends of Job heard {that} all this evil had come on him, and they each
came from his place, Eliphaz the Temanite and Bildad the Shuhite and Zophar the
Naamathite, and they gathered together to come to sympathize with him and to comfort
him. 

UST: 
Job had some good and wise friends. One of them was Eliphaz from the town of Teman.
Another was Bildad, who was a Shuhite. A third friend was Zophar from the town of
Naamah. These men heard about the terrible things that had happened to Job. So they
each left their homes and went together to visit Job to comfort him sincerely. 

What did Job’s three friends do when they heard what happened to Job? 

They came to mourn with him and comfort him.
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Job 2:12

ULT: 
And they raised their eyes from afar and they did not recognize him, and they raised
their voice and wept, and they each tore his robe, and they threw dust heavenward upon
their heads. 

UST: 
But when they saw Job from a distance, they almost did not recognize him. They wailed
loudly, they all tore their clothing, and they threw dust into the air that settled on their
heads. {They did these things to demonstrate how sorry they were for Job.} 

How did the three friends of Job show their grief when they saw him?
(2:12-13) 

They raised their voices and wept, tore their robes, threw dust on their heads, and sat
on the ground in silence for seven days and nights.
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Job 2:13

ULT: 
And they sat with him on the ground for seven days and seven nights, and {there was}
no speaking a word to him, for they saw that {his} grief was very great. 

UST: 
Then they sat on the ground with Job for seven days. {During that time} none of them
said anything to him, out of respect for how greatly he was suffering. 

(There are no questions for this verse)

Job 3:1

ULT: 
After this, Job opened his mouth and cursed his day. 

UST: 
At the end of those seven days, Job started speaking. He cursed the day when he was
born. 

What did Job say about the day he was born? (3:1-3) 

He cursed the day he was born and asked that it would perish.

ULT: 
Job answered and said, 

UST: 
He said,

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Job 3:3

ULT: 
“May the day on which I was born perish, and the night {that} said, ‘A boy has been
conceived.’ 

UST: 
“I wish that the day of my birth had never existed! {I feel the same way about} the night
when my mother conceived me.

ULT: 
That day—may it be dark! May God not seek it from above, and may light not shine
upon it. 

UST: 
I wish that there would only be darkness on that day {so that it would not even be a
day}. I wish that God in heaven would not care about that day and so not make the sun
shine on it.

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Job 3:5

ULT: 
May darkness and a dark shadow claim it; may a cloud dwell over it; may the
blacknesses of the day terrify it. 

UST: 
I wish that that day were only darkness, with clouds blocking out the sunlight and many
other things also making it very dark. 

What does Job want to claim the day he was born? 

He wants that day to be claimed by darkness and the shadow of death.

Job 3:6

ULT: 
That night—may gloom take it! May it not rejoice among the days of the year; into the
number of the months may it not come. 

UST: 
I wish that the moon and stars would not shine on the night when my mother conceived
me. I wish that the day of my birth was not part of any month. Indeed, I wish that it was
not a day in the year at all. 

What does Job want to seize the night he was conceived? 

Job wants that night to be seized by gloom.

Job 3:7

ULT: 
Behold: That night—may it be barren! May a joyful shout not come into it. 

UST: 
I mean it—I wish that no mother would ever again bear a child on that date. I wish that
no one would ever again rejoice {over a child’s birth} on that date.

ULT: 
May the ones cursing a day curse it, the ones skillful to awaken Leviathan. 

UST: 
There are magicians who know how to agitate the chaos monster. I want them to curse
the day of my birth!

May the stars of its twilight be dark; may it wait for light but {there be} none, and may

ULT: 
Why did knees welcome me, and why breasts, that I should suck? 

UST: 
I wish that my mother had never held me on her lap and nursed me!

ULT: 
For now I had lain down and was reposing, I had slept, then it was being rest to me 

UST: 
If I had died shortly after my mother gave birth to me, I would now be resting peacefully
among all the other people who had died. 

What does Job say he would be doing now if he had died at birth?
(3:13-14) 

He would be sleeping and at rest with kings and counselors of the earth.

ULT: 
with kings and counselors of the earth, the ones having built monuments for themselves,

UST: 
{I would be resting} with great kings and their advisers. They built beautiful tombs on
spacious grounds {and are now resting in them}.

ULT: 
or with princes, gold {having been} to them, the ones having filled their houses with
silver. 

UST: 
Or {I would be resting} with princes who owned great quantities of gold and silver.

Or, like a hidden stillborn child, I might not have been, as infants {sometimes} do not
see the light. 

UST: 
I wish that I had died in my mother’s womb and never lived for even a moment. Then
people would have buried me privately.

ULT: 
There the wicked stop troubling, and there the weary in strength rest. 

UST: 
After wicked people die, they do not cause any more trouble. That allows the people
whom they were oppressing to rest. 

(There are no questions for this verse)

Job 3:18

ULT: 
Captives relax together; they do not hear the voice of a taskmaster. 

UST: 
Those who were prisoners all rest peacefully {after they die}. They no longer have slave
drivers ordering them around. 

From what are prisoners and servants released in death? (3:18-19) 

The prisoner is released from the voice of the slave driver, and the servant is free from
his master.

ULT: 
Small and great {are} there the same, and a servant {is} free from his master. 

UST: 
Everyone, whether rich or poor, goes to the realm of the dead. Those who were slaves
no longer have to obey their masters. 

(There are no questions for this verse)

Job 3:20

ULT: 
Why is light given to the miserable, and life to the bitter in soul, 

UST: 
God should not allow those who are suffering greatly like me to continue to remain
alive! God should not allow those who are very miserable to live! 

(There are no questions for this verse)

Job 3:21

ULT: 
the ones longing for death, but {it is} not to them, and they dig for it more than for
hidden treasure, 

UST: 
They long to die, but they do not die. They desire to die more than people desire to find
buried treasure. 

To whom does Job say that death will not come? 

It does not come to the one who longs for death and who searches for it more than
those who search for hidden treasure.

ULT: 
the ones rejoicing unto gladness, and they celebrate when they find a grave, 

UST: 
{God should not give life in the first place} to people who are very happy when they
finally die!

ULT: 
to a man whose way is hidden, and God has hedged around him? 

UST: 
God should not give life to people if he is going to keep them from knowing what to do
or from understanding what is really happening to them!

For my sighing comes before my food, my groaning flows out like waters. 

UST: 
I am wishing that I were dead because now I cry so much that I cannot eat. I just keep
groaning loudly. 

How does Job describe his groaning?

ULT: 
For I feared a fear and it has arrived with me; what I dreaded has come to me. 

UST: 
There were things that I always worried might happen to me. Those things have now
happened!

ULT: 
I have not relaxed, and I have not reposed, and I have not rested, but trouble comes.” 

UST: 
I really have no peace of mind at all. My troubles keep disturbing me.” 

What are the things that troubles have replaced in Job’s life?

ULT: 
Your words have upheld the one stumbling, and buckling knees you have strengthened. 

UST: 
When people were struggling, you were able to say the right thing to help them. You
enabled them to be brave again. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 4:5

ULT: 
But now it comes to you and you tire; it touches you and you panic. 

UST: 
But now that you yourself are suffering, you have become discouraged. You are not
facing your troubles bravely {as you have helped others to do}. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 4:6

ULT: 
{Is} not your fear your confidence, your hope, even the integrity of your ways? 

UST: 
You should be confident because you honor God. You should be hopeful because you
conduct yourself with integrity. 

What does Eliphaz say is Job’s confidence and hope in time of trouble? 

Job’s fear of God is his confidence, and the integrity of his ways is his hope.

Job 4:7

ULT: 
Remember, now: Who, he {being} innocent, has perished? And when were the righteous
destroyed? 

UST: 
Think about this: God does not destroy people who are innocent! No, God never kills
people who are doing what is right! 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 4:8

ULT: 
According to what I have seen, the ones plowing misery and sowing trouble reap it. 

UST: 
I know from experience that this is true: When people plan to do bad things to others,
those bad things happen to them instead. 

Who perishes by the breath of God and his anger? (4:8-9) 

Those who plow misery and sow trouble perish and cease to exist.
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Job 4:9

ULT: 
By the breath of God they perish, and by the blast of his nose they cease {to be}. 

UST: 
God becomes very angry with them {because of the wrong things they plan to do}, and
so God commands that they will die, and they do die. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 4:10

ULT: 
The roar of the lion! The voice of the fierce lion! But the teeth of the young lions are
broken. 

UST: 
Wicked people may boast and threaten, but God destroys them. 

What does Eliphaz says is broken? 

The teeth of young lions are broken.
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Job 4:11

ULT: 
The strong lion perishes for lack of prey, and the cubs of the lioness are scattered. 

UST: 
Those wicked people will have nothing in the end, like lions that starve to death because
God keeps them from catching any prey. Different relatives will have to take care of the
children of those wicked people, as if they were lion cubs whose parents caught no prey
and they had to separate from each other in order to search for food. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 4:12

ULT: 
Now a word was confided to me, and my ear received a whisper of it. 

UST: 
I once heard a message that someone came and whispered to me. 

How did Eliphaz secretly receive a certain message? (4:12-13) 

He heard a whisper in his ear and saw visions in the night.
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Job 4:13

ULT: 
In troubling thoughts from visions of the night, in the falling of deep sleep upon men, 

UST: 
One night I fell deeply asleep and had a dream that made me very perplexed. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 4:14

ULT: 
fear happened to me, and trembling, and it frightened all my bones. 

UST:

They live in houses of clay with their foundation in the dust, and they are crushed
sooner than a moth.

ULT: 
From morning to evening they are destroyed; they perish forever without {anyone}
noticing. 

UST: 
{Humans are so fragile that} they can be here today and gone tomorrow. {And humans
are so insignificant that} a person can die, never to return to earth, and no one will even
notice. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 4:21

ULT: 
Is not their tent cord pulled up away from them? They will die, and not in wisdom. 

UST: 
Humans are {fragile,} like tents that collapse if someone pulls up their stakes. And they
may live their whole lives on earth without ever learning to be wise.’ 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 5

Job 5:1

ULT: 
Call out now; is there one answering you? To which of the holy ones will you turn? 

UST: 
If you ask someone to judge between you and God, no one will agree to do that for you.
Not even an angel would have the authority or wisdom to judge your case. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 5:2

ULT: 
For indignation kills the foolish, and resentment kills the one being simple. 

UST: 
People who do not respect God get angry with God {instead of considering how they
have sinned}.

His children are far from safety, and they are crushed at the gate, and {there is} none
rescuing {them}, 

UST: 
Their children are never safe. They always lose to their opponents in court because no
one defends them. 

What happens to the children of the foolish person in the city gate? 

They are unsafe, they are crushed in the gate and are not rescued.
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Job 5:5

ULT: 
whose harvest the hungry one devours; they even take it from among the thorns, and the
thirsty ones pant for their wealth. 

UST: 
People who do not respect God are not able to harvest the crops that they plant. Poor
people come and claim the grain—right to the edges of the field! Yes, poor people see
their crops and are glad to have them.

ULT: 
For misery does not come out from the dust, and trouble does not sprout from the
ground. 

UST:

UST: 
No, people cause trouble for themselves throughout their lives. This is as certain as the
fact that sparks shoot up from a fire.

What does God do the schemes of crafty people? 

He frustrates their schemes so that their hands cannot carry out their plots.

ULT: 
catching the cunning in their craftiness, and the plan of the ones being deceptive is
hastened. 

UST: 
When people try cleverly to make others suffer, God makes this cause suffering for them
instead. When people try to trick others, God shows that it is a trick before it can fool
the others.

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Job 5:14

ULT: 
They encounter darkness by day, and they grope at midday as at night. 

UST: 
God keeps wicked people from knowing how to fulfill their plans. It is as if the wicked
people are always in the dark, even during the day, and they need to feel around with
their hands to try to find where to go.

ULT:

UST:

Yet may it still be my consolation— indeed, let me exult in pain, may he not spare— that
I have not concealed the sayings of the Holy One.

If my help {is} not in me, and initiative has been taken away from me? 

UST:

To the despairing, covenant faithfulness from his friend, and the fear of the Almighty he
forsakes. 

UST: 
When a man has many troubles, his friends should be kind to him, even if he stops
honoring Almighty God. 

To whom should a friend show faithfulness? 

A friend should show faithfulness to the despairing person.

ULT: 
My brothers have dealt treacherously like a wadi, like a channel of wadis they pass
away, 

UST: 
But you, my friends, have not helped me. You are like streams in the wilderness that
travelers cannot depend on, because they leave their channels empty in the dry season. 

How does Job compare his brothers to a desert streambed? (6:15-17) 

They have dealt treacherously like a wadi: they disappear in the dry season.
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Job 6:16

ULT: 
the ones being dark from ice over it, it hides itself with snow. 

UST: 
These streams are full of water when the melting ice and snow make them overflow,

ULT: 
In the time they dry up, they are annihilated; in their being hot, they are exterminated
from their place. 

UST: 
but when the dry season comes, there is no water flowing in those streams, and the
channels dry up.

Caravans turn themselves aside from their way; they go up into wasteland and they
perish. 

UST: 
Merchant caravans turn off the road to search for water. {However, there is no water in
those stream beds, so} the merchants die in the desert. 

What happened to the caravans when they looked for water in these
streams? (6:18-20) 

They wandered into barren land and then perished. They were disappointed and
deceived.
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Job 6:19

ULT: 
Caravans from Tema looked; processions of Sheba hoped in them. 

UST: 
The men in those caravans searched for some water because they were sure that they
would find some.

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Job 6:20

ULT: 
They were ashamed, because they had been confident; they went as far as it and they
were confounded. 

UST: 
They were very disappointed, because they had been sure that they would find water.
They traveled a long distance to the stream bed, but there was no water in it.

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Job 6:21

ULT: 
For now you are nothing; you see a terror and you fear. 

UST: 
Similarly, you three have not helped me at all! You have seen that terrible things have
happened to me, and you are not helping me, because you are afraid that God might do
similar things to you.

Is there injustice on my tongue? If my mouth does not discern iniquity?

ULT: 
{Is} not hardship to a man on earth? And {are not} his days like the days of a hireling? 

UST:

UST: 
And I wish someone would kill me by choking me so that I would not have to stay alive

and you will visit him in the mornings and you will test him in the moments? 

UST: 
You do not need to check every morning to see what we are doing! You do not need to
evaluate us at every moment!

Will you not slacken until I swallow my
saliva?

God would make you so wealthy later in life that it would seem as if you were not very
prosperous before! 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 8:8

ULT: 
For inquire now of the former generations and consider the finding of their fathers. 

UST: 
You should really consider the wise teachings of the people who lived before us. Yes, you
should think about what our ancestors learned about life. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 8:9

ULT: 
For we {are} of yesterday and we do not know, for our days on earth {are} a shadow. 

UST: 
I advise you to consider the wisdom of our ancestors because we have only been alive
for a short time and we know very little.

Does papyrus grow without a marsh? Does a reed grow without waters? 

UST: 
Papyrus certainly does not grow away from marshland. No, reeds certainly cannot grow
where there is no water. 

What do papyrus and reeds require in order to grow? 

Papyrus requires a marsh, and reeds need water to grow.

It {is} still in its greenness, it is not cut down, but it withers before any {other} plant. 

UST: 
If their water dries up while they are blossoming, they wither, while plants that do have
water keep flourishing.

Their trust is as fragile as a spider’s web.

He leans himself against his house and it does not stand; he takes hold of it, but it does
not arise.

Godless people think they are secure because they are wealthy, but ultimately they can
not rely on their wealth for security. When they begin to fail despite their wealth, they
try to preserve their status, but they fail anyway.

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Job 8:16

ULT: 
It {is} lush to the face of the sun, and its shoots go out over its garden. 

UST: 
Godless people are like plants that formerly flourished in abundant sunshine, whose
branches once spread out over the ground. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 8:17

ULT: 
Its roots are wrapped around a heap; it looks for a house of rocks. 

UST: 
Godless people are like plants whose roots once twisted securely around piles of stones
and clung tightly to rocks. 

What do the roots do that represent a person that forgets God? 

The roots are wrapped around heaps of stone and look for good places among the
rocks.
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Job 8:18

ULT: 
When one destroys it from its place, then it will deny him, ‘I did not see you.’ 

UST: 
But a person can still pull a plant completely out of the ground even if it is that healthy
and securely rooted. Then it will be as if the plant was never there in the first place.
People who do not pay attention to God will perish just as completely.

UST: 
{When God blesses you,} everyone who opposed you will be very ashamed. God will
completely destroy wicked people.”

ULT: 
And Job answered and said, 

UST: 
Then Job replied to Bildad and the others. He said,

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Job 9:2

ULT:

the one shaking the earth from its place and causing its pillars to tremble;

ULT: 
Indeed that I will answer him, choose words with him!— 

UST: 
So I could hardly think of the right words to say in order to argue a case against God!

whom, if I were righteous, I would not answer; I would plead to my judge for mercy. 

UST: 
Even if I were innocent, I would not be able to argue a case against him. All I could do
would be to ask God, as my judge, to be merciful to me.

UST: 
He keeps causing troubles that batter me. He hurts me many times for no good reason. 

Why does Job believe God has multiple his wounds? 

Job believed God multiplied his wounds without cause.
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Job 9:18

ULT: 
He does not allow me to cause my breath to return, for he fills me with bitterness. 

UST: 
He causes me to suffer all the time. It is as if he will not even let me get my breath again
{before he causes the next disaster}.

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Job 9:19

ULT: 
If to strength, behold, {he is} mighty! And if to justice, who will summon him? 

UST: 
Suppose I did make a case against him. And suppose the winner would be the one who
was stronger. Then he would win, because he is far stronger than I am. And it would not
matter who was right, since no one could make him obey what a judge decided.

I still become afraid again because I know that God does not consider me innocent and
so I think that he will punish me. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 9:29

ULT: 
I am wicked; why, then, would I toil in vain? 

UST: 
He will condemn me anyway, so why should I keep trying in vain to defend myself? 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 9:30

ULT: 
If I washed myself with water of snow and cleansed my hands with lye, 

UST: 
If I washed my body with pure water from melted snow and cleansed my hands with
strong soap {to show how innocent I am}, 

(There are no questions for this verse)

ULT: 
then you would plunge me into a ditch, and my clothes would abhor me. 

UST: 
God would just throw me into a filthy pit {to show how guilty he considers me to be}.

I would speak and I would not fear him. But I {am} not thus with me.

{If someone could protect me and judge between us,} I would declare that I am innocent
without being afraid of God.

My soul is weary of my life; I will abandon my complaint upon myself; I will speak in
the bitterness of my soul.

But at the same time, you seem pleased to allow wicked people to do the things that they
plan to do!

ULT: 
{Are} eyes of flesh to you? If you see according to the seeing of a man? 

UST: 
Certainly you know and understand more than what people can see with their eyes! {So
you should understand my true motives and know that I am innocent.} 

What kind of eyes does Job ask God if he has? 

Job asks him if he has eyes of flesh and sees like a man sees.
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Job 10:5

ULT: 
{Are} your days like the days of a man? If your years {are} like the days of a man, 

UST: 
You do not live for only a short time as people do!

ULT: 
that you seek for my iniquity and for my sin you search,

So you do not need to act as if you would run out of time if you did not discover all of
my sins right away! 

For what does Job say that God seeks and searches?

above your knowledge that I am not wicked and there is no one rescuing {me} from your
hand? 

UST: 
{You do not need to work hard to discover any sins that I may have committed, because}
you know that I am not guilty. And there is no one who could help me get away from you
{if you decided you should punish me}.

ULT: 
Your hands formed me and made me entirely round about, yet you are destroying me. 

UST: 
You personally created every single part of me. So it is not right for you to destroy
someone whom you created yourself.

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Job 10:9

ULT: 
Remember, please, that you made me like clay, and will you turn me into dust? 

UST: 
Please recall how you made me! You molded me the way people mold objects out of
clay. If you destroy me, I will crumble into dust {and you will lose your marvelous
creative work}.

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Job 10:10

ULT: 
Have you not poured me like milk and caused me to curdle like cheese? 

UST: 
You made me through a careful process, the way people carefully make cheese out of
milk.

You have clothed me with skin and flesh and you have knit me together with bones and
tendons. 

UST:

You made life and covenant faithfulness alongside me, and your visitation has guarded
my spirit. 

UST: 
You are the one who made me alive. {It seemed that} you were faithfully taking care of
me. {It seemed that} you were protecting me. 

What has God granted to Job? 

God granted him life and covenant faithfulness.
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Job 10:13

ULT: 
But in your heart you hid these things (I know that this {was} with you): 

UST: 
But you kept secret what you were planning to do to me. I am certain that you were
planning to do these things to me! 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 10:14

ULT: 
If I sinned, then you would notice me, and you would not acquit me of my iniquity. 

UST: 
You were watching me to see if I would sin so that you could punish me for sinning. 

What would God do if Job sinned? 

God will notice his sin, and not acquit him of his iniquity.
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Job 10:15

ULT: 
If I am wicked, woe to me! And {if} I am righteous, I will not lift my head. {I am} full of
disgrace. Yes, see my affliction! 

UST: 
If I am a wicked man, then I hope that terrible things will happen to me. But even if I am
a good man, I must still act ashamed because you are punishing me as if I had sinned.

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Job 10:16

ULT: 
And should it arise, you would stalk me like a lion, and you would return, you would
distinguish yourself against me. 

UST: 
If I did act like the good man that I am, you would {conclude that you should punish me
further and you would} hunt for me the way a lion hunts for some animal to kill. {When
you caught me,} you would do even more things to harm me greatly. 

What would God do to Job if Job’s head were lifted up? 

God would hunt him down like a lion.
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Job 10:17

You would renew your witnesses against me and you would increase your anger against
me; changes and an army {are} with me. 

UST: 
You would claim that I had committed even more sins. You would become even more
angry with me. You would keep punishing me in new ways. 

Who would God bring against Job? 

God would bring new witnesses against him.
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Job 10:18

ULT: 
So why did you bring me out from the womb? Would that I had expired and an eye had
not seen me! 

UST: 
God, you should not have allowed my mother to give birth to me! I wish that I had died
at birth! Yes, I wish that my parents had never shown me to anyone. 

What does Job wish had happened to him? 

He wishes he had died and that no eye had ever seen him.
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Job 10:19

ULT: 
Would that I had been as though I had not existed! Would that I had been brought from
the womb to the grave! 

UST: 
I wish that I had never even existed! I wish that I had died at birth so that people had
buried me right away. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 10:20

ULT: 
{Are} my days not few? So cease and put from me, and let me smile a little. 

UST: 
I am not going to live very much longer! So please leave me alone and let me have a
little peace.

UST:

I need to correct you because you have told God, ‘I believe the right things, and you
know that I have done the right things.’ 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 11:5

ULT: 
But who will give God to speak and open his lips against you 

UST: 
If only God would speak and say something to correct you! 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 11:6

ULT: 
and declare to you the secrets of wisdom? For {it is} double to understanding. And
know that God is forgetting for you {some} of your iniquity. 

UST: 
If only God would tell you the secrets that he knows because he is so wise! {You need to
realize that} God knows far more than you do. If you could understand as God does,
you would realize that God is punishing you less than you deserve! 

What does Zophar say that God has demanded from Job? 

He said God has demanded less from Job than his iniquity deserved.
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Job 11:7

ULT: 
Will you find God by searching? If unto perfection you will find the Almighty? 

UST: 
You will never be able to understand God by thinking hard about him. No, you will
never be able to find out everything about Shaddai. 

Does Zophar think that Job could possibly understand God? (11:7-9) 

Zophar thinks that it is impossible because God is as high as the heavens, deeper than
Sheol, longer than the earth, and wider than the sea.

ULT: 
The height of the heavens! What will you do? Deeper than Sheol! What will you know? 

UST: 
God’s wisdom is so much greater than ours, it is as if it is higher than the sky. So there
is nothing you can do to understand it all. It is as if God’s wisdom is deeper below the
earth than the place where dead people go. So it is impossible for you to know it all.

UST:

It is impossible to stop God because he knows false people and punishes iniquity.
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Job 11:11

ULT: 
For he knows people of worthlessness, and will he see iniquity and not notice it? 

UST: 
{God is a trustworthy judge} because he knows which people have bad character. When
God sees people doing wicked things, he punishes them.

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Job 11:12

ULT: 
But an empty man will get a heart and the colt of a wild donkey will be born to a man. 

UST: 
Some people simply have no understanding. They will become wise when humans start
having wild donkeys as babies{—that is, never!} 

When does Zophar say foolish people will have understanding? 

They will have understanding when the colt of a wild donkey will be born to a man,
meaning never!

If you prepare your heart and stretch out your hands to him; 

UST: 
Job, I urge you to repent humbly and pray sincerely to God.

ULT: 
if iniquity {is} in your hand, put it far away, and do not let unrighteousness dwell in
your tents; 

UST: 
If you have been doing evil things, stop doing them. If you do nothing wrong in any part
of your life, 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 11:15

ULT: 
for then you will lift your face without blemish, and you will be established and you will
not fear; 

UST: 
then you will be able to act as a person who is not ashamed of anything. You will be
strong, and you will not be afraid of anything. 

(There are no questions for this verse)

ULT: 
for you will forget trouble; as waters pass by, you will remember {it}. 

UST: 
You will not be afraid, because you will forget all the bad things that happened to you.

Job would forget his misery and remember it only like waters that have flowed away.

He would be secure because there would be hope.

Many people will come and ask
you to be kind to them.

The tents of robbers prosper, and securities {are} to the provokers of God, to {the one}
who carries God in his hand.

Meanwhile, bandits get rich by robbing people. Those who defiantly disobey God live
peacefully. Such people believe that God cannot stop them from doing what they want to
do.

ULT: 
Please hear my reasoning and heed the pleadings of my lips. 

UST: 
Please pay attention to what I am telling you! 

What does Job want his friends to hear? 

He wants them to listen to his reasoning and the pleading of his lips.

ULT: 
Will you speak unrighteously for God, and will you talk deceitfully for him? 

UST: 
You are speaking on God’s behalf, but you are not telling the truth! You are speaking
deceptively, but you think that you are helping God!

ULT: 
Will you lift his face? Or will you plead for God? 

UST: 
You are not being fair to me. Instead, you are acting as if you are God’s lawyers
defending him in court!

ULT: 
Therefore snares {are} around you and fear suddenly terrifies you.

ULT: 
Or darkness—you cannot see! And an abundance of waters covers you. 

UST: 
And so you do not know what to do, as if it had become very dark and you could not see
anything.

He says Job is in darkness so that he does not know what to do.

What does Elihu ask Job to do if Job could answer Elihu? 

He asks Job to set his words in order and stand up before Elihu.

ULT: 
Behold, I am for God according to your mouth. I too have been formed from clay; 

UST: 
Now you wanted God to answer you, and I will do that for him. But I am human, just
like you, 

What reason does Elihu give that Job should not be afraid of him or feel
pressure from Elihu? (33:6-7) 

Elihu tells Job that they are the same in God’s sight and were both formed out of the
clay.
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Job 33:7

ULT: 
behold, my fear will not terrify you, and my pressure will not be heavy on you. 

UST: 
so you do not need to be afraid of me. I will not speak to you harshly. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Job 33:8

ULT: 
Indeed, you have spoken in my ears, and I have heard the sound of the words. 

UST: 
I listened carefully to you as you spoke, and this is what I heard you say: 

What had Elihu heard Job saying? (33:8-9) 

Elihu heard Job saying that he was clean, without transgression, innocent and there
was no sin in him.
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Job 33:9

ULT: 
‘I {am} pure, without transgression; I {am} innocent, and iniquity {is} not to me. 

UST: 
‘I am righteous. I have not committed any sins. I am innocent. I have not done things
that are wrong.

Behold, {in} this you are not right. I will answer you, for God is greater than man. 

UST: 
However, what you have said is incorrect. I will explain why. {You do not realize what
God is actually doing, since} it is beyond human understanding.

Elihu says God is greater than man.
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Job 33:13

ULT: 
Why do you contend against him, that he does not answer any of one’s words? 

UST: 
You should not be protesting that God does not respond to what anyone says. 

Why does Elihu say it is useless to struggle against God? 

God does not have to account for any of his doings.
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Job 33:14

ULT: 
For God speaks once—yes, twice; one does not perceive it. 

UST: 
God actually does speak to people in various ways. People just do not realize how he is
doing that. 

How does Elihu say that God speaks to man? (33:14-15) 

God speaks in a dream and in a vision during the night while men are sleeping.
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Job 33:15

ULT: 
In a dream, in a vision of the night, in the falling of deep sleep upon men, in slumbers
upon a bed, 

UST: 
Sometimes God speaks to people at night in dreams and visions when they are sound
asleep in bed.

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Job 33:16

ULT: 
then he opens the ear of men and seals their correction 

UST: 
God reveals things to people at those times. He shows them that they need to change the
way that they have been living. 

Why does God open the ears of men and frighten them with threats?
(33:16-17) 

God does this in order to pull man back from sinful purposes and keep pride from him.
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Job 33:17

ULT: 
to bring a man back from {his} doing and to conceal pride from a man. 

UST: 
God speaks in that way to get people to stop doing evil deeds. God wants to prevent
people from sinning because they have become proud.

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Job 33:18

ULT: 
He spares his soul from the pit and his life from crossing over by a weapon. 

UST: 
In this way, God prevents people from dying. Otherwise, someone might kill them
violently.

He is also chastened with pain on his bed and the contention of his bones {is} continual.

UST:

His flesh wastes from sight, and his bones, not seen, are exposed, 

UST: 
They lose so much weight that there appears to be no flesh between their skin and their
bones. 

What does Elihu say happens to a man who is being punished by God?

A man’s flesh is consumed, his bones stick out and his soul draws close to the pit.
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Job 33:22

ULT: 
and his soul draws near to the pit, and his life to the ones causing death. 

UST: 
They become so sick that they are about to die. The angels who cause people to die start
coming to get them.

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Job 33:23

ULT: 
If there is an angel for him, an interpreter, one of a thousand, to declare to a man his
uprightness, 

UST: 
However, sometimes a special kind of angel may come to a person and tell him on
behalf of God how he can change the way that he has been living so that he will not die.

He will pray to God, and he will accept him, and he will see his face with joy, and he
will restore to the man his righteousness. 

UST: 
Then God will once again treat him as a righteous person. He will pray to God, and
God will answer his prayer. He will come into God’s presence joyfully.

ULT: 
Heed, Job; listen to me. Be silent, and I will speak. 

UST: 
So Job, please listen to me. Do not say anything right now; just allow me to speak.

UST: 
{After I have spoken, then} if you have something more that you want to say to me, say
it, because I would like to show that you are innocent.
