Proverbs 1:1

ULT: 
The proverbs of Solomon, the son of David, the king of Israel: 

UST: 
{These are} the wise sayings said by Solomon. {He was} David’s son and Israel’s king. 

Who was the author of these proverbs? 

Solomon, the king of Israel, was the author of these proverbs.
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Proverbs 1:2

ULT: 
To know wisdom and instruction, to understand sayings of understanding; 

UST: 
{These wise sayings are} for knowing what is wise and instructive. {They are} for
understanding insightful things that people say. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:3

ULT: 
to receive instruction of insight, righteousness and justice and integrity; 

UST: 
{These wise sayings are} for instructing someone about what is insightful, righteous, just,
and honest. 

How do these proverbs teach people to live? 

These proverbs teach people about what is insightful, righteous, just, and honest.
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Proverbs 1:4

ULT: 
to give to naive ones prudence, to a young man knowledge and discretion 

UST: 
{They are} for making naive people prudent, and {for making} young people
knowledgeable and discreet. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:5

ULT: 
(may a wise one hear and increase learning, and an understanding one acquire guidance), 

UST: 
(Let wise people listen {to these wise sayings} and learn more. Indeed, {let these sayings}
guide understanding people so that they know what to do.) 

What can the wise and understanding receive by listening to these proverbs? 

Wise people can increase their learning, and understanding people can acquire guidance
by listening to these proverbs.
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Proverbs 1:6

ULT: 
to understand a proverb and a parable, the words of the wise ones and their riddles. 

UST: 
{These wise sayings are} for understanding wise sayings and parables. {Indeed, they are
for understanding} what wise people say and the riddles they tell. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:7

ULT: 
The fear of Yahweh {is} the beginning of knowledge; fools despise wisdom and instruction. 

UST: 
In order to become knowledgeable, a person must begin by deeply respecting Yahweh.
{But} foolish people detest what is wise or instructive. 

What is the beginning of knowledge? 

The fear of Yahweh is the beginning of knowledge.
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Proverbs 1:8

ULT: 
Hear, my son, the instruction of your father and do not forsake the law of your mother, 

UST: 
My child, listen carefully to what I, your father, am teaching you. Indeed, obey the rules
that your mother has commanded. 

To whose instruction should a son listen? 

A son should listen to instruction from his father and mother.
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Proverbs 1:9

ULT: 
for they {are} a garland of grace for your head and pendants for your neck. 

UST: 
{Obey your parents’ teaching} because then {people will admire and respect you;} it will be
as if those teachings were an attractive wreath on your head, or beautiful necklaces around
your neck. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:10

ULT: 
My son, if sinners entice you, do not consent. 

UST: 
My child, if sinful people tempt you {to sin with them}, refuse {to do so}. 

What should a son do if sinners try to entice him to sin? 

A son should refuse to follow those who try to entice him to sin.
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Proverbs 1:11

ULT: 
If they say, “Come with us! Let us lie in wait for blood. Let us hide to ambush the innocent
one without cause. 

UST: 
Those sinful people may say, “Join us! We will hide and wait in order to kill someone {who
walks by}. Indeed, we will hide ourselves in order to suddenly attack an innocent person for
no good reason. 

With what do those who are sinning plan to fill their houses? (1:11-13) 

Those who are sinning plan to fill their houses with what they steal from others.
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Proverbs 1:12

ULT: 
Let us swallow them, the living ones, like Sheol, and the whole ones like those going down
to a pit. 

UST: 
We will kill living people completely, as if we were their grave. {Yes, we will kill} healthy
people, as if they could not escape dying. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:13

ULT: 
We will find all precious wealth. We will fill our houses {with} spoil. 

UST: 
We will discover many valuable treasures! We will fill our houses with what we steal! 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:14

ULT: 
You must cause your lot to fall in our midst; one purse will be for all of us.” 

UST: 
Join our gang! We will share all the loot between us.” 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:15

ULT: 
My son, do not walk on the road with them; restrain your foot from their path, 

UST: 
My child, do not associate with those sinful people! Prevent yourself from doing the things
that they do! 

What do those who are sinning hurry to do? (1:15-16) 

Those who are sinning hurry to do wicked things.
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Proverbs 1:16

ULT: 
for their feet run to evil, and they hurry to pour out blood. 

UST: 
{Avoid those sinners} because they are eager to do wicked things. They even rush to murder
people. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:17

ULT: 
Surely in vain {is} the net spread out in the eyes of any owner of wing, 

UST: 
It is useless {for a hunter} to put out a net {to trap a bird} while the bird is watching
{because the bird will avoid the net}. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:18

ULT: 
but they lie in wait for their blood; they hide in ambush for their lives. 

UST: 
However, {these sinful people are more foolish than birds.} They hide in wait, but they kill
themselves. Indeed, they hide so that they can suddenly attack, but they themselves die. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:19

ULT: 
So {are} the paths of all who unjustly gain unjust gain; it takes the life of its owner. 

UST: 
That is what happens to anyone who gains wealth in an unjust manner. What they gained
unjustly will kill them. 

What does unjust gain do to those who gain unjustly? 

Unjust gain will kill those who gain unjustly.
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Proverbs 1:20

ULT: 
Wisdom calls out outside; she gives her voice in the open areas. 

UST: 
Imagine that everything that is wise is a woman who calls out {to everyone} in public.
Imagine that this woman shouts {to people} in crowded places. 

Who calls out in the streets, open areas, and city gates? (1:20-21) 

Wisdom calls out in open areas where busy streets intersect and at the entrance of the city
gates.
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Proverbs 1:21

ULT: 
At the head of the tumultuous places she calls out; at the opening of the gates in the city,
she says her sayings, 

UST: 
Imagine that she calls out {to people} at the place where busy streets intersect. Imagine
that she speaks her {wise} words at the {crowded} entrance of the city gates. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:22

ULT: 
“Until when will naive ones love naiveté and mockers delight {in} mockery for themselves
and stupid ones hate knowledge? 

UST: 
She says, “You naive people have loved being naive for too long! You people who ridicule
{others} have enjoyed ridiculing {others} to benefit yourselves for too long! You foolish
people have hated what you should know for too long! 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:23

ULT: 
Turn to my rebuke. Behold, I shall allow my spirit to gush forth to you, I shall cause you to
know my words. 

UST: 
Turn around {and listen} to me when I correct you! Listen! I will tell you all that I am
thinking. Indeed, I will help you to understand what I have to say to you. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:24

ULT: 
Because I have called and you have refused, I have stretched out my hand, and there was
no one listening attentively, 

UST: 
I called out {to you}, but you refused {to listen}. Indeed, I invited you to come to me, but no
one paid any attention {to me}. 

What did those who lacked wisdom do when Wisdom called out to them?
(1:24-25) 

Those who lacked wisdom ignored what Wisdom said and refused to listen when Wisdom
called out to them.
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Proverbs 1:25

ULT: 
and you have ignored all my counsel, and my rebuke you did not accept, 

UST: 
You ignored everything that I advised you to do. Indeed, you rejected what I said to correct
you. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:26

ULT: 
I too shall laugh at your calamity, I shall mock when your dread comes, 

UST: 
Therefore, as for me, I will laugh at you when disastrous things happen to you. Indeed, I
will ridicule you when you are terrified. 

What will Wisdom do when calamity comes on those who lack wisdom? 

Wisdom will laugh when calamity comes on those who lack wisdom.
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Proverbs 1:27

ULT: 
when your dread comes like a stormand your calamity happens like a whirlwind, when
distress and anguish come upon you. 

UST: 
{Yes,} when you are terrified as if a violent storm has arrived, {when} disastrous things
happen to you violently, {and} when you become distressed and anguished{, I will ridicule
you}! 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:28

ULT: 
Then they will call out to me, but I will not answer. They will diligently seek me, but they
will not find me, 

UST: 
At that time, those foolish people will cry out to me {to help them}, but I will not reply {to
them}. Indeed, they will desperately look for me, but they will not be able to find me. 

What will Wisdom do when those who lack wisdom call upon her? 

Wisdom will not answer when those who lack wisdom call upon her.
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Proverbs 1:29

ULT: 
for the reason that they hate knowledge and the fear of Yahweh they did not choose, 

UST: 
{Those foolish people will not find me} because they refuse to learn. Also, they have
decided not to respect Yahweh. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:30

ULT: 
they did not want my counsel, and they despised my every rebuke. 

UST: 
Those foolish people rejected what I advised them to do. Indeed, they detested everything I
said to correct them. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:31

ULT: 
And they will eat from the fruit of their way, and from their plans they will be satisfied. 

UST: 
Those foolish people will suffer rightly for what they have done. Indeed, they will suffer
fully for what they have planned. 

With what will those who lack wisdom be filled? 

Those who lack wisdom will suffer rightly for their plans and for what they have done.
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Proverbs 1:32

ULT: 
For the turning away of the naive ones will slay them and {false} security will lead stupid
ones to ruin. 

UST: 
Ultimately, naive people will die because they refuse {to be wise}. Indeed, being
complacent will destroy foolish people. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 1:33

ULT: 
But the one who listens to me will dwell securely and will be at ease from the dread of
evil.” 

UST: 
By contrast, people who listen attentively to what I say will live safely. They will not fear
that something evil might happen to them.” 

How will those live who listen to Wisdom? 

Those who listen to Wisdom will live safely and not dread evil.
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Proverbs 2

Proverbs 2:1

ULT: 
My son, if you receive my sayings, and my commandments you store up with you, 

UST: 
My child, accept what I say. Consider what I command {you} to be precious. 

What does the father want his son to store up as precious? 

The father wants his son to consider his commandments to be precious.
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Proverbs 2:2

ULT: 
to cause your ear to be attentive to wisdom, you incline your heart to understanding— 

UST: 
{Do this by} listening carefully to what is wise, {and by} thinking seriously about what you
should understand. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 2:3

ULT: 
indeed, if for insight you call out, for understanding you lift up your voice, 

UST: 
Yes, cry out {to God} for {him to show you} what you should perceive. Call loudly {to God}
for {him to teach you} what you should understand! 

How should the son seek and search for insight and understanding? (2:3-4) 

The son should seek insight and understanding as silver, and search for it as a hidden
treasure.
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Proverbs 2:4

ULT: 
if you seek it as silver, and as hidden treasures you search for it, 

UST: 
Try to learn what is wise as eagerly as you would try to find silver. Indeed, look for it as
you would look for a treasure that someone has hidden. 

If the son seeks and searches for understanding as silver, what will he find?
(2:4-5) 

The son will find the knowledge of God.
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Proverbs 2:5

ULT: 
then you will understand the fear of Yahweh, and the knowledge of God you will find. 

UST: 
{If you do those things,} then you will understand how to reverently fear Yahweh. {If you do
those things,} then you will be able to know God. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 2:6

ULT: 
For Yahweh gives wisdom; from his mouth {are} knowledge and understanding. 

UST: 
{This is} because Yahweh provides people with what is wise. He tells them what they should
know and understand. 

What is Yahweh for those who walk in integrity? (2:6-7) 

Yahweh is a shield for those who walking with integrity.
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Proverbs 2:7

ULT: 
And he stores upfor the upright ones sound wisdom; a shield for those walking {with}
integrity, 

UST: 
He gives what is truly wise to upright people. He protects people who behave honestly. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 2:8

ULT: 
to guard the paths of justice, and the way of his faithful ones he will preserve. 

UST: 
{He does these things} in order to guard those people who live justly. Indeed, he keeps safe
those people who are faithful to him. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 2:9

ULT: 
Then you will understand righteousness and justice and integrity—every good track, 

UST: 
{If you listen to me,} then you will understand what is righteous, just, and honest— all the
best ways to behave. 

When wisdom comes into the son’s heart, what will he understand? (2:9-10) 

The son will understand righteousness, justice, and integrity.
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Proverbs 2:10

ULT: 
for wisdom will enter into your heart, and knowledge will be pleasant to your soul. 

UST: 
{This is because} you will truly know what is wise, and knowing {what is wise} will please
you. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 2:11

ULT: 
Discretion will watch over you; understanding will guard you, 

UST: 
Being able to choose wisely will make you safe. Indeed, being able to understand {what is
happening around you} will make you secure. 

From what will discretion and understanding rescue the son? (2:11-12) 

Discretion and understanding will rescue the son from the way of evil and from people
who speak perversely.
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Proverbs 2:12

ULT: 
to rescue you from the way of evil, from a man speaking perversions, 

UST: 
{Being wise like this} will keep you from doing wicked things, {and you will stay away}
from people who speak perversely. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 2:13

ULT: 
the ones who forsake the paths of straightness to walk in the ways of darkness, 

UST: 
Those people refuse to behave righteously in order to behave wickedly. 

What do those who walk in the ways of darkness forsake? 

Those who walk in the ways of darkness forsake the paths of straightness, they refuse to
behave righteously.
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Proverbs 2:14

ULT: 
the ones who are glad to do evil, they rejoice in perverse things of evil, 

UST: 
They gladly do what is wrong. They enjoy doing things that are perverse and evil. 

(There are no questions for this verse)

Proverbs 2:15

ULT: 
whose paths {are} crooked and going astray in their tracks; 

UST: 
They behave deceptively. Indeed, they act deviously. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 2:16

ULT: 
to rescue you from a strange woman, from a foreign woman who makes her sayings smooth,

UST: 
{Being discreet and insightful} will protect you {also} from adulterous women. {Being
discreet and insightful will save you} from immoral women who speak {to you} seductively. 

What does the strange woman forsake and forget? (2:16-17) 

The strange woman forsakes the companion of her youth and forgets the covenant of her
God.
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Proverbs 2:17

ULT: 
the one who forsakes the companion of her youth, and the covenant of her God, she has
forgotten. 

UST: 
Those women left the husbands they married when they were young. They even forgot what
they had promised to God {when they married}. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 2:18

ULT: 
For her house sinks down to death and her tracks, to the spirits of dead ones. 

UST: 
{Being discreet and insightful will rescue you} because {going to} such a woman’s house
will cause you to die. Indeed, going with her is the same as going to the place where the
spirits of dead people are. 

To where do the immoral woman’s tracks lead? 

The immoral woman’s tracks lead down to death.
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Proverbs 2:19

ULT: 
All those who enter her will not return, and they will not reach the paths of life. 

UST: 
No man who acts adulterously with her will live again. He will no longer be able to live in
a way that results in life with God. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 2:20

ULT: 
So you shall walk in the way of the good ones and the paths of the righteous ones you shall
keep. 

UST: 
Therefore, behave like a good person. Indeed, conduct yourself like a righteous person. 

In whose way should the son walk? 

The son should walk, or behave like a righteous person.
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Proverbs 2:21

ULT: 
For the upright will dwell {in} the land, and the blameless will remain in it, 

UST: 
This is important because {only} people who live uprightly will live in our land, Indeed, it
is the people who do not act wickedly who will stay in this land for a long time. 

What will happen to those who live uprightly? 

People who live uprightly will stay in this land for a long time.
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Proverbs 2:22

ULT: 
but wicked ones will be cut off from the land, and treacherous ones will be torn away from
it. 

UST: 
By contrast, Yahweh will remove people who act wickedly from our land. Be sure of this:
Yahweh will completely remove people who act treacherously from this land! 

What will happen to those who are wicked? 

Those who are wicked will be removed from the land.
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Proverbs 3

Proverbs 3:1

ULT: 
My son, do not forget my law, and my commandments let your heart guard. 

UST: 
My child, remember the rules I have taught you! Always be mindful to obey what I have
commanded you! 

What will the father’s commands and teachings add to his son? (3:1-2) 

The father’s commands and teachings will add years of life and peace to his son.
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Proverbs 3:2

ULT: 
For length of days and years of life and peace, they will add to you. 

UST: 
{Do this} because {obeying} what I have commanded you will help you live for a long time
with many fulfilling and peaceful years. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:3

ULT: 
Do not let covenant faithfulness and trustworthiness leave you; tie them on your neck, write
them on the tablet of your heart, 

UST: 
Always be faithful and trustworthy. Let everyone see {how faithful and trustworthy you are,
as if} they were a necklace you are wearing. Remember to be faithful and trustworthy at all
times. 

Where must covenant faithfulness and trustworthiness be written? 

Covenant faithfulness and trustworthiness must be written on the tablet of one’s heart.
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Proverbs 3:4

ULT: 
and find favor and good insight in the eyes of God and man! 

UST: 
As a result of doing so, both God and people will approve of you and consider you an
insightful person. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:5

ULT: 
Trust in Yahweh with all your heart and on your understanding do not lean. 

UST: 
Trust Yahweh completely, and do not rely on what you understand. 

On what must the son not lean? 

The son must not lean on (rely on) his own understanding.
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Proverbs 3:6

ULT: 
In all your ways acknowledge him, and he himself will straighten your paths. 

UST: 
Let Yahweh lead you whenever you do anything. As a result {of doing so}, he will show you
what you should do. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:7

ULT: 
Do not be wise in your eyes; fear Yahweh and turn away from evil. 

UST: 
Do not think that you know what is best. Instead, revere Yahweh and refuse to do what is
evil. 

How must the son not see himself? 

The son must not see himself as wise.
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Proverbs 3:8

ULT: 
It will be healing for your navel and refreshment for your bones. 

UST: 
Doing so will make your body healthy. Indeed, {doing so} will strengthen you from the
inside. 

(There are no questions for this verse)

Proverbs 3:9

ULT: 
Honor Yahweh from your wealth and from the first of all your produce, 

UST: 
Revere Yahweh {by giving to him} some of your riches, and {by giving to him} some of the
first {crops} from everything that you harvest. 

What must the son do with his wealth? 

The son must honor Yahweh with his wealth.
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Proverbs 3:10

ULT: 
and your storehouses will be filled with abundance, and with new wine, your wine vats will
burst open. 

UST: 
{Doing so} will result in your places for storing crops becoming completely full {of crops}.
Even your containers for wine will overflow with fresh wine. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:11

ULT: 
The correction of Yahweh, my son, do not reject, and do not abhor his rebuke. 

UST: 
My child, do not refuse to listen when Yahweh corrects you. Do not be resentful even when
he rebukes you. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:12

ULT: 
For whom Yahweh loves, he disciplines, and like a father, a son in whom he delights. 

UST: 
{Do not respond in that way} because Yahweh {only} reproves the people whom he loves,
just as a father reproves the children whom he cherishes. 

Whom does Yahweh discipline? 

Yahweh disciplines those whom he loves.
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Proverbs 3:13

ULT: 
Happy {is} a man who finds wisdom and a man who obtains understanding. 

UST: 
People who become wise are happy. Indeed, the people who understand {Yahweh’s world
are the ones who} are truly happy. 

What benefits people more than having silver or gold? (3:13-14) 

Being wise benefits people more than silver could benefit them. Indeed, being wise is
worth more to people than having gold.
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Proverbs 3:14

ULT: 
For better {is} its profit than the profit of silver, and than gold, its produce. 

UST: 
{This is} because being wise benefits people more than silver {could benefit them}. Indeed,
being wise is worth more to people than having gold. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:15

ULT: 
She is more precious than coral pearls, and all your desired things do not compare with
her. 

UST: 
Being wise is more valuable than precious jewels. There is nothing that you could desire
that is worth as much as being wise. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:16

ULT: 
Length of days {is} in her right hand; in her left hand {are} riches and honor. 

UST: 
Being wise will help you live for a long time. Being wise will help you become wealthy and
honorable. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:17

ULT: 
Her ways {are} ways of pleasantness, and all her paths {are} peace. 

UST: 
Being wise will allow you to live pleasantly. Indeed, in every way being wise will allow you
to live peacefully. 

What are all the paths of wisdom? 

All the paths of wisdom are peace.
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Proverbs 3:18

ULT: 
She {is} a tree of life to the ones who take hold of her, and those who grasp her {are} happy.

UST: 
What is wise is {like} a tree {with fruit} that sustains the people who possess it, People who
are consistently wise live happily. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:19

ULT: 
Yahweh by wisdom founded the earth; he established the heavens by understanding. 

UST: 
Yahweh made the world through being wise. Through being skillful, he made the sky and
everything in it. 

What did Yahweh do by being wise? 

Yahweh made the world through being wise.
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Proverbs 3:20

ULT: 
By his knowledge, the depths broke open and the clouds dripped dew. 

UST: 
Through knowing all things, Yahweh made water burst forth from deep {below the earth}
and he made water fall from the clouds {above}. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:21

ULT: 
My son, do not let them depart from your eyes; guard prudence and discretion, 

UST: 
My child, always remember to do what is prudent and brings a good outcome. Always be
mindful to do those things. 

What will be life to the son’s soul? (3:21-22) 

Prudence and discretion will be life to the son’s soul.

Proverbs 3:22

ULT: 
and they will be life for your soul and grace for your neck. 

UST: 
Doing so will give you a satisfying life and people will honor and respect you. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:23

ULT: 
Then you will walk your way to security and your foot will not stumble. 

UST: 
Doing what is prudent and good will {also} cause you to live safely. They will keep you
from making any serious mistakes. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:24

ULT: 
If you lie down, you will not be in dread. You will lie down, and your sleep will be pleasant. 

UST: 
When you lie down {to sleep}, you will not fear anything. You will lie down {to sleep} and
sleep peacefully. 

If the son walks in wisdom, what will happen when he lies down? 

When he lies down, he will not fear anything, and he will sleep peacefully.
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Proverbs 3:25

ULT: 
Do not be afraid of sudden dread and of the devastation of the wicked when it comes. 

UST: 
Do not worry about something terrible suddenly happening {to you}, or about {what will
happen} when God destroys wicked people. 

Of what should the son not be afraid? 

The son should not be afraid of sudden dread or devastation.
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Proverbs 3:26

ULT: 
For Yahweh will be your confidence, and he will keep your foot from capture. 

UST: 
{Do not worry} because Yahweh will make you confident. He will not allow people to harm
you. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:27

ULT: 
Do not withhold good from its owners, when it is in the power of your hand to act. 

UST: 
Do not refrain from giving what is good to people who deserve it when you are able to do
so. 

What should the son do for those who deserve it? 

The son should not withhold what is good from people who deserve it.
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Proverbs 3:28

ULT: 
Do not say to your neighbor, “Go and return, and tomorrow I will give {it},” and it is with
you. 

UST: 
When you are with a friend {who needs something}, and you have it with you, do not tell
that person, “Go away and come back tomorrow. I will give it to you then.” 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:29

ULT: 
Do not plot evil against your neighbor, and he is dwelling securely with you. 

UST: 
Do not plan to harm people that you interact with, because they live near you and they trust
you. 

What should the son not do to his neighbor? 

The son should not make a plan to harm his neighbor.
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Proverbs 3:30

ULT: 
Do not contend with a man without cause if he has not done you evil. 

UST: 
Do not argue needlessly with someone who has not harmed you. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 3:31

ULT: 
Do not be envious of a man of violence, and do not choose any of his ways. 

UST:

Do not rebuke a mocker, lest he hate you; rebuke a wise one, and he will love you.

ULT: 
Blessings {are} for the head of the righteous, but the mouth of the wicked covers violence. 

UST: 
God blesses righteous people, but what wicked people say {sometimes} prevents others
from knowing about the violent acts {that they do}.

God blesses righteous people.
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Proverbs 10:7

ULT: 
The memory of the righteous one {is} for a blessing, but the name of the wicked ones will
rot.

The wealth of the rich one {is} the city of his strength; the ruin of lowly ones {is} their
poverty. 

UST: 
What rich people own keeps them safe like a strong wall keeps a city safe, but poor people
suffer much because they are poor.

ULT: 
The wage of a righteous {one} {is} to life; the income of a wicked {one} {is} to sin. 

UST:

Choice silver {is} the tongue of the righteous one; the heart of the wicked ones {is} like
little. 

UST: 
What righteous people say is {as valuable as} the best silver; {but} what wicked people
think is worthless.

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Proverbs 10:21

ULT: 
The lips of the righteous one shepherd many, but fools die by lack of heart. 

UST: 
What righteous people say benefits many people, but foolish people die because they do not
think wisely.

The blessing of Yahweh, it causes riches, and striving does not add {more} with it. 

UST:

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Proverbs 11:2

ULT: 
When presumptuousness comes, then disgrace comes, but with modest ones {is} wisdom. 

UST: 
When people act proudly, they will soon disgrace themselves, but humble people are wise. 

What comes before disgrace? 

Presumptuousness or acting proudly comes before disgrace.
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Proverbs 11:3

ULT: 
The integrity of the upright ones will guide them, but the crookedness of the treacherous
ones will destroy them. 

UST: 
Upright people know what to do because they are honest, but being deceitful will ruin
treacherous people. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 11:4

ULT: 
Wealth will not profit in the day of rage, but righteousness will deliver from death. 

UST: 
What people own will not help them when Yahweh punishes {wicked people}, but he will
not kill those who live righteously. 

What is valuable when Yahweh punishes wicked people? 

Righteousness, not wealth, is valuable when Yahweh punishes wicked people.
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Proverbs 11:5

ULT: 
The righteousness of a blameless one will make his way straight, but by his wickedness, a
wicked one will fall. 

UST: 
Being righteous will cause innocent people to live securely, but being wicked will ruin those
who act wickedly.

A righteous {one} is drawn away from distress, and a wicked {one} enters instead of him. 

UST: 
Yahweh rescues righteous people from becoming distressed; but wicked people will become
distressed instead. 

What keeps a person away from distress? 

A righteous person will be drawn away from distress.
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Proverbs 11:9

ULT: 
With a mouth a godless {one} destroys his neighbor, but with knowledge, the righteous will
be delivered. 

UST: 
People who reject God ruin other people by what they say, but what righteous people know
will cause them to escape. 

How does the godless person destroy other people? 

A godless person destroys others by what they say.
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Proverbs 11:10

ULT: 
In the good of the righteous a city exults; and when the wicked perish, a shout of joy. 

UST: 
People in a city rejoice when the righteous people {there} prosper, and they shout joyously
when wicked people die. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 11:11

ULT: 
With the blessing of the upright a city is raised up, but with the mouth of the wicked it is
torn down. 

UST: 
A city becomes great when people who act uprightly bless {the people there}, but what
people who act wickedly say destroys that city. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 11:12

ULT: 
One despising his neighbor {is} lacking of heart, but a man of understandings will keep
quiet. 

UST: 
People who {openly} detest someone they know are not thinking wisely; but understanding
people say nothing.

ULT: 
One going about {with} gossip uncovers a secret, but one faithful of spirit covers a matter. 

UST: 
People who go around gossiping tell {others} what is secret, but trustworthy people will
keep a matter private. 

What does a faithful person do instead of gossiping? 

A faithful person will keep a matter private instead of gossiping.
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Proverbs 11:14

ULT: 
When there are no directions, a people falls, but salvation {is} in an abundance of counsel. 

UST: 
Not having anyone to guide a group of people will ruin them, but having many people to
advise them will keep that group secure. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 11:15

ULT: 
One will be harmed {with} harm if he pledges for a stranger, but one hating hand clasps
{is} secure. 

UST: 
People who guarantee {to pay a debt} for someone they do not know will surely suffer, but
people who avoid agreeing {to do such a thing} will be safe. 

What will happen if a person guarantees to pay a debt for someone they do
not know? 

A person who guarantees to pay a debt for someone they do not know will surely suffer.
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Proverbs 11:16

ULT: 
A woman of grace will grasp honor, but the ruthless will grasp riches. 

UST: 
People honor a gracious woman, but cruel men {only} get wealth.

The wage of a wicked person is falsehood because they falsely believe that they have
gained something good.

Those who generously share with others receive even more.
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Proverbs 11:25

ULT: 
A life of blessing will be fattened, and the one who drenches, he also will be drenched.

People who generously bless others will prosper; and people who generously give others
what the others need will also receive everything that they need.

ULT: 
One withholding grain, people will curse him, but a blessing {is} for the head of the seller.

People curse anyone who {selfishly} hoards grain {instead of selling it}, but they bless
people who sell it {when others need it}.

One diligently seeking good seeks favor, but one searching {for} evil, it will come {to} him. 

UST:

One trusting in his riches, he himself will fall, but like a leaf, the righteous will sprout.

The fruit of the righteous {is} a tree of life, and one taking souls is wise.

What is a tree of life? 

The fruit of the righteous, what righteous people say and do, is like a tree with fruit that
keeps people alive.
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Proverbs 11:31

ULT: 
Behold, a righteous {one} in the land will be repaid, how much more a wicked {one} and a
sinner! 

UST: 
Pay attention! Righteous people on the earth will get what they deserve; but even more so,
wicked, sinful people will {also} get what they deserve!

Those who are righteous will be repaid, and much more the wicked and the sinner will get
what they deserve.

A person who accepts correction loves learning what they should know.
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Proverbs 12:2

ULT: 
A good one obtains favor from Yahweh, but a man of schemes he will condemn. 

UST: 
Yahweh approves of people who are good, but he condemns people who plan to do what is
evil. 

Whom does Yahweh condemn? 

Yahweh condemns a person who plans to do what is evil.
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Proverbs 12:3

ULT: 
A man will not be established by wickedness, but the root of the righteous will not be
shaken. 

UST: 
People do not become secure by acting wickedly, but righteous people are {as secure as} a
tree with immovable roots.

A wife of worth {is} the crown of her husband, but she who causes shame {is} like
rottenness in his bones.

A righteous {one} knows the life of his animal, but the compassion of the wicked {is} cruel.

ULT: 
Bread will satisfy one who works his ground, but one who pursues empty things {is} lacking
of heart. 

UST: 
People who work hard will have enough food {to eat}, but people who waste time doing
worthless things do not think wisely. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 12:12

ULT: 
A wicked {one} desires the snare of the evil, but the root of the righteous will give. 

UST: 
Wicked people want what evil people steal, but righteous people benefit {others} like a tree
with deep roots.

ULT: 
In the transgression of lips {is} the snare of an evil {one}, but a righteous {one} will go out
from distress. 

UST: 
The sinful things that wicked people say will destroy them, but righteous people escape
from trouble. 

What destroys an evil person? 

The sinful things that wicked people say will destroy them.
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Proverbs 12:14

ULT: 
From the fruit of the mouth of a man will he be satisfied {with} good, and the
accomplishment of the hands of a man will return to him. 

UST: 
The {good} things that people say {to others} will {also} satisfy them with what is good;
what people work hard to accomplish will {also} benefit them.

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Proverbs 12:15

ULT: 
The way of a fool {is} right in his eyes, but a wise one listens to counsel. 

UST: 
Foolish people {always} think that what they are doing is right; but wise people listen to
what other people advise {them to do}. 

How does a fool think of what he is doing? 

A fool thinks that what he is doing is right.
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Proverbs 12:16

ULT: 
A fool—his anger is known on the day, but a prudent one covers dishonor. 

UST: 
People know immediately when foolish people are angry; but smart people ignore it when
someone disrespects them.

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Proverbs 12:17

ULT: 
He who breathes out faithfulness tells righteousness, but a witness of falsehoods, deceit. 

UST: 
People who naturally say what is true speak righteously, but witnesses who say what is
false speak deceitfully.

ULT: 
There is one speaking thoughtlessly like the thrusts of a sword, but the tongue of the wise
ones—healing. 

UST: 
When people speak without thinking {about what to say}, they hurt others like someone
who stabs people with a sword, but what wise people say helps people heal. 

What are words spoken thoughtlessly like? 

Words spoken thoughtlessly are like the thrusts of a sword; they hurt others.

What people say truthfully will last forever, but what people say falsely will {only} last for a
moment.

Deceit {is} in the heart of devisers of evil, but joy {is} for advisers of peace.

People who plan to act evilly think deceitfully, but people who advise others to act
peacefully will be joyful.

A righteous {one} searches out from his neighbor, but the way of the wicked leads them
astray.

For a future is not for an evil {one}, the lamp of the wicked will be extinguished. 

UST: 
{Do not do so} because evil people will not have {good} futures, {but} wicked people {will
merely die} like an oil lamp that stops burning {oil}.

The lamp of the wicked will be extinguished.
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Proverbs 24:21

ULT: 
My son, fear Yahweh and the king; do not associate with ones who change. 

UST: 
My child, reverently fear Yahweh and kings. Avoid people who rebel {against either Yahweh
or the king}, 

With whom should a person not associate? 

A person should not associate with those who rebel against the king.
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Proverbs 24:22

ULT: 
For suddenly their calamity will arise, and who {is} knowing the destruction of the two of
them? 

UST: 
because disastrous things will happen quickly to those people, and no one knows how
terribly both Yahweh and kings can destroy {others}!

ULT: 
These also {are} of the wise ones: Recognizing faces in judgment {is} not good. 

UST: 
Here are more things that wise people have said: It is very evil to favor someone when you
judge.

One saying to a wicked {one}, “You {are} righteous,” peoples will curse him, nations will
denounce him.

Many people will curse him and whole people groups will hate him.

ULT:

ULT: 
and your poverty will come {like} one who walks around, and your needs like a man of
shield. 

UST:

Poverty and need come upon the lazy man as if a thief has robbed him.

ULT:

ULT: 
The glory of God {is} to hide a matter, but the glory of kings {is} to search out a matter. 

UST: 
God shows how glorious he is when he makes something that is difficult for people to
understand. But kings show how glorious they are when they explain something {that is
difficult for people to understand}. 

What is it the glory of God to do? 

It is the glory of God to make something that is difficult for people to understand.
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Proverbs 25:3

ULT: 
Heavens for height and earth for depth, and the heart of kings is not searchable. 

UST: 
As people cannot fully understand how high the sky is or how deep the earth is, so they
cannot fully understand what kings think.

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Proverbs 25:4

ULT: 
Remove dross from silver and a vessel comes out for the refiner. 

UST: 
People who make things from metal must remove impurities from silver before they can
make {that silver into} something useful.

Waiting for the king tell you to come up here is better than standing in the place
designated for the great and being told to sit farther away from the king.

For, better to say to you, “Come up here,” than to humiliate you to the face of a noble,
whom your eyes have seen. 

UST: 
{Do not do so} because it is better if someone invites you to sit in a place that is closer {to
the king}, than for someone to embarrass you in front of a royal official whom you have
seen {by telling you to sit farther away from the king}.

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Proverbs 25:8

ULT: 
Do not go out hastily to dispute, or else what will you do in its end when your neighbor
humiliates you? 

UST: 
Do not plead your case too quickly against someone you know. If you do, then you will not
know what to do when that person {wins the case and} embarrasses you! 

If you have witnessed something concerning your neighbor, why should you
not be quick to bring it to trial? 

You should not plead your case too quickly because your neighbor may win the case and
embarrass you.
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Proverbs 25:9

ULT: 
Dispute your dispute {with} your neighbor and the secret of another do not uncover, 

UST: 
If you do indeed plead your case against someone you know, {settle it between yourselves
and} do not tell {others} any secret about that person. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 25:10

ULT: 
lest one who hears shame you, and the rumor {of} you not turn back. 

UST: 
If you do {tell a secret}, then the people who hear you may shame you {for it}, and people
will speak badly about you from then on.

ULT: 
Apples of gold in sculptures of silver {is} a word spoken according to its circumstance. 

UST: 
When someone says something that is very appropriate to a situation, it is {as delightful as
seeing} golden apples in a setting of silver.

ULT: 
A ring of gold and jewelry of fine gold {is} a wise rebuke to a listening ear. 

UST: 
When a wise person rebukes someone who is willing to listen, it is {as valuable as} a gold
ring or jewelry made from the best gold.

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Proverbs 25:13

ULT: 
Like the coolness of snow in the day of harvest {is} a faithful envoy for his senders, and he
brings back the life of his masters. 

UST: 
Reliable messengers are {as refreshing} to those who send them as cold snow would be
{refreshing} during the {summer} harvest time; they refresh the people whom they serve. 

What does a reliable messenger do for his senders? 

A faithful messenger refreshes the people whom he serves.
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Proverbs 25:14

ULT: 
Clouds and wind but without rain {is} the man who boasts in a gift of falsehood. 

UST: 
People who brag about giving something but then do not give it are as disappointing as
clouds and wind that do not bring rain.

ULT: 
By length of nostrils a commander may be persuaded, and a soft tongue can break a bone. 

UST: 
People can persuade leaders by being patient, and by speaking gently people can convince
those who oppose them {to agree with them}.

A ruler can be persuaded with patience.
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Proverbs 25:16

ULT: 
{If} you find honey, eat enough {for} you, lest you become satiated with it and you vomit it
up. 

UST: 
If you discover some wild honey, do not eat too much of it. If you do, then you will become
sick from it and vomit.

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Proverbs 25:17

ULT: 
Make rare your foot from the house of your neighbor, lest he become satiated with you and
hate you.

What is like a a crippled foot? 

Trusting treacherous people during distressful times is like a crippled foot.
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Proverbs 25:20

ULT: 
One removing a garment on a cold day, vinegar on natron, so {is} a singer with songs to a
heart of misery. 

UST: 
Singing songs to someone who is sad is {as unhelpful as} taking a coat off of someone in
cold weather or pouring vinegar on soda. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 25:21

ULT: 
If one who hates you {is} hungry, cause him to eat bread, and if thirsty, cause him to drink
water; 

UST: 
Feed your enemies if they are hungry; give them something to drink if they are thirsty. 

What should you do for your enemy? 

You should give your enemy food to eat and water to drink if they are hungry or thirsty.
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Proverbs 25:22

ULT: 
for you are heaping embers on his head, and Yahweh will repay to you. 

UST: 
{Do so} because by doing so you {will shame them, as if you} were pouring burning coals
on top of them, and Yahweh will reward you {for doing so}.

Yahweh will reward the one who gives his enemy food and drink.

Better to dwell on the corner of a roof than {with} a wife of quarrels and a house of
companionship.

ULT: 
Cool water over a weary soul, so {is} good news from a distant land. 

UST: 
When people hear something good from a faraway place, it is as {refreshing as drinking}
cold water when one is thirsty.

A spring muddied by trampling and a fountain spoiled {is} a righteous {one} swaying to the
face of a wicked {one}.

If you do, then you also will be foolish.
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Proverbs 26:5

ULT: 
Answer a stupid one according to his folly, lest he become wise in his eyes. 

UST: 
Reply to foolish people according to their foolish way of thinking. If you do not, then they
may think that they are wise. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 26:6

ULT: 
One cutting off feet, one drinking violence, {is} one sending words by the hand of a stupid
{one}. 

UST: 
Anyone who asks a foolish person to take a message to someone is {doing something as
foolish as} cutting off his own feet or drinking poison. 

What is like cutting off one’s own feet? 

Sending a message by the hand of a fool is like cutting off one’s own feet.
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Proverbs 26:7

ULT: 
Legs dangle from a lame one, and a proverb in the mouth of stupid ones. 

UST: 
{As} the legs of people who cannot walk are useless, so are the sayings that foolish people
say. 

(There are no questions for this verse) 
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Proverbs 26:8

ULT: 
Like tying a stone in a sling, so {is} one who gives honor to a stupid one. 

UST: 
Honoring foolish people is just {as useless} as a harmless weapon.

A thorn goes up into the hand of a drunkard, and a proverb in the mouth of stupid ones. 

UST:

One who employs a fool is like an archer who randomly shoots arrows at people.
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Proverbs 26:11

ULT: 
Like a dog returning to its vomit {is} a stupid {one} who repeats his folly.

Foolish people who do the same foolish thing over and over again are like dogs that eat
what they have vomited up. 

Why is a fool like a dog who returns to his vomit? 

A fool is like a dog who returns to his vomit because a fool does the same foolish thing
over and over again.

ULT: 
You see a man wise in his eyes. {There is more} hope for a stupid {one} than for him. 

UST: 
Consider this: Foolish people are more likely to learn than people who {wrongly} think that
they are {already} wise.
