Timothy’s grandmother and mother both had genuine faith.

ULT:

the laying on of my hands.

UST:
Because you truly trust in {Jesus}, I urge you to continue to eagerly do what God has
graciously enabled you to do. God enabled you to do that when I touched you {to

authorize you,.

2 Timothy 1:7

ULT:
For God did not give us a spirit of cowardice, but of power and of love and of self-
control.

UST:
{You should eagerly do that} because God did not cause us to be afraid. Instead, he
enabled us to serve him powerfully, to love others, and to control ourselves.

God gave Timothy a spirit of power and love and discipline.

the one having saved us and having called {us} to a holy calling—not according to our
works, but according to his own purpose and grace, the {grace} having been given to us
in Christ Jesus before eternal times,

UST:

He is the one who rescued us and chose us to be people whom he sets apart for himself.
He did not do those things because of what we had done. Rather, he did those things
because he wanted to and because he decided to act kindly toward us. Before the world
