13For perhaps for this reason he was separated from you for an hour, so
that you might have him back forever, 1®no longer as a slave, but better than a slave—a beloved brother, especially
to me, but much more so to you, in both the flesh and in the Lord. 7 Therefore, if you have me as a partner, receive
him as me. 18But if he has wronged you or owes you anything, charge that to me. I, Paul, wrote this with my own

hand. I myself will pay it back—in order not to say to you that you also owe me even your own self! 2%Yes, brother;
may I benefit from you in the Lord; refresh my inner parts in Christ.

21Having confidence in your obedience, I wrote to you, having known that you will do even beyond what I am
saying. 22But at the same time, also prepare a guest room for me, for I hope that through your prayers I will be
given back to you.
