12 And Kenan lived seventy years, then he fathered Mahalalel. 13 Then after he fathered

Mahalalel, Kenan lived 840 years, and he fathered sons and daughters. 14 95 all the days
of Kenan were 910 years, and he died.

15 And Mahalalel lived sixty-five years, then he fathered Jared. 16 Then after he fathered

Jared, Mahalalel lived 830 years, and he fathered sons and daughters. 1730 all the days
of Mahalalel were 895 years, and he died.

18 And Jared lived 162 years, then he fathered Enoch. 19 Then after he fathered Enoch,

Jared lived 800 years, and he fathered sons and daughters. 20 5 all the days of Jared
were 962 years, and he died.

21 And Enoch lived sixty-five years, then he fathered Methuselah. 22 Then after he
fathered Methuselah, Enoch walked with God 300 years, and he fathered sons and

daughters. 23 S0 all the days of Enoch were 365 years. 24 And Enoch walked with God, and
he was not , because God took him away.

25 And Methuselah lived 187 years, then he fathered Lamech. 26 Then after he fathered

Lamech, Methuselah lived 782 years, and he fathered sons and daughters. 27 S0 all the
days of Methuselah were 969 years, and he died.

28 And Lamech lived 182 years, then he fathered a son, 29 and he called his name Noah,
saying, “This will comfort us from our labors and from the toil of our hands because of the

ground which Yahweh has cursed.” 30 Then after he fathered Noah, Lamech lived 595 years,

and he fathered sons and daughters. 31 50 all the days of Lamech were 777 years, and he
died.

Evil Increases on the Earth
6:1-8

6 1 And it happened when mankind began to multiply on the surface of the earth and
daughters were born to them, 2 then the sons of God saw the daughters of mankind, that they

7 And Noah
and his sons and his wife and the wives of his sons went with him into the ark from the

presence of the waters of the flood. 8 from the clean animals and from the animals that

are not clean and from the birds and everything that moves on the ground ? went two by two to
Noah into the ark, male and female, just as God had commanded Noah.

10 Andit happened, after the seven days, then the waters of the flood came on the earth.

1 1 the six hundredth year of Noah’s life, in the second month, on the seventeenth day of the
month, on that day all the fountains of the great deep burst open, and the windows of the

seventeenth day of the month, the ark rested on the mountains of Ararat. S And the waters
continued to decrease until the tenth month. In the tenth month, on the first of the month, the
tops of the mountains could be seen.

6 And it happened at the end of forty days that Noah opened the window of the ark that he
had made, 7 and he sent out the raven, and it kept flying out and returning until the waters
dried up from the earth. 8 Then he sent out the dove from him to see if the waters had subsided

14 And Joseph
collected all the silver that was found in the land of Egypt and in the land of Canaan for the

grain which they were buying, and Joseph brought the silver to the house of Pharaoh. 15 g5
the silver was consumed from the land of Egypt and from the land of Canaan, and all Egypt
came to Joseph, saying, “Give us bread! And why should we die before you? For the silver is

gone!” 16 AndJ oseph said, “Bring your livestock and I will give to you for

your livestock, since the silver is gone.” 17 50 they brought their livestock to Joseph, and
Joseph gave bread to them for the horses and for the herds of sheep and for the
herds of cattle and for the donkeys. So he provided them with bread in that year for
all their livestock.

22 Only the land of the priests he did not buy, because an allotment for the priests
from Pharaoh, and they ate their allotment that Pharaoh gave to them. For that they
did not sell their land.

23 Then Joseph said to the people, “Behold, today I have bought you and your land for

Pharaoh. Here is seed for you so that you can sow the ground. 24 And it will happen in the
harvests that you must give a fifth to Pharaoh, and the four parts will be for you as seed of the

field and as your food and for those in your houses and for your little ones to eat.” 25 And they
said, “You have kept us alive! Let us find favor in the eyes of my lord, and we will be slaves

for Pharaoh.” 26 And Joseph established it as a law to this day concerning the land of
Egypt, the fifth to Pharaoh. Only the land of the priests by itself did not become
Pharaoh’s.
